Die dritte, abschiieBende Kampagne des Surveys der antiken und byzantinis-
chen Monumente auf der Insel Imbros/Gokgeada fand vom 1. bis 14, August 1988
statt. Wir danken der tlrkischen Antikenbehdrde fir die Genehmigung unserer
Arbeiten sowie dem Verireter des Kulturministeriums, Herm Mehmet Demir, der unser
Projekt in jeder Hinsicht unterstiitzte. Fir die Finanzierung der Kampagne schulden wir
dem DAl Istanbul Dank. Gilin und Hlseyin Ayanlar stellten uns dankenswerterweise
ihr Haus zur Verflgung. Fir die Arbeiten in Kalekdy war uns die unbirokratische
Unterstatzung durch die Mitarbeiter des Katasteramts von Gikgeada eine grofe Hilfe.

Im Gegensatz zu den ersten beiden Kampagnen, die der Bestandsaufnahme
und der Erstellung eines Katalogs der antiken und byzantinischen Monumente von
Imbros gewidmet waren!, konnten dieses Jahr mit Hilfe des Geodaten Matthias
Westpha! (FH Wirzburg) von allen noch jn situ erhaltenen Befunden (s. Abb. 1) Plane
angefertigt werden.

Der Schwerpunkt {ag in der antiken Stadt Imbros, die seit dem 5. Jh. v. Chr. als
Klerouchie Teil des athenischen Staates war und wegen ihrer Lage vor den
Dardanellen stets von wirtschaftlicher und strategischer Bedeutung war?. Sie lag an
der Stelle des modernen Dorfes KalekGy (Abb. 7). AuBer der vergleichsweise gut erhal-
tenen spétbyzantinischen Festung wurden alle sichtbaren Mauern sowie
Felsbettungen heute verlorgner antiker Hauser und Mauern vermessen (Abb. 2). Trotz
der nur sehr spérlichen Uberreste gelang es dabei vor allem, den Umfang der
Stadtmauer und damit der antiken Stadt weitgehend zu rekonstruieren (Abb. 3}. Zwar
ist voan ihr in aufgehendem Mauerwerk nur ein kleiner Abschnitt im Osten der Stadt
sichtbar, an verschiedenen Stellen sind jedoch Abarbsitungen in den Felsen erhalten,
anhand derer sich der Vertauf der Mauer rekonstruieren [aBt. Das Stadtgebiet reichte
demnach erheblich weiter nach Sudwesten als bisher angenommen. Es zeigte sich lei-
der auch, daB3 die Neubausiedlung der “Kooperatif evleri” zum grdBten Tell eindeutig
innerhalb der antiken Stadt liegt, was auch durch antike Stadtmauerquader im
Bauschutt rund um diese Feriensiedlung bestatigt wird.

Weiterhin konnten die Mauern von Roxado {(Abb. 4) vermessen werden, einem
Baukomplex in einem Bachtal slidwestlich von Kalekdy, der bisher falschlich als antik-
er Staudamm gaft®. Diese monumentale Anlage ist vielmehr mit dem aus Inschriften

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und antiken Quetlen bekannten, jedoch bisher nicht lokalisierten Heitigtum der GroBen
Gotter zu identifizieren, dem antiken Hauptheiligium der Inseld. Die erhaltenen
Terrassenmauern dirften aus spatklassischer bis frihhellenistischer Zeit stammen,
den weitaus gréften Teil der Befunde hat jedoch der vorbeiftieBende Bach zerstort und
fortgeschwemmt, weshalb auch Oberflachenfunds fast vdllig fehlen. Die Reste lassen
auf eine grofle Heiligtumsterrasse am Rand des Baches schiieBen, die hangseitig
durch eine weitere Stlitzmauer gesichert war. Eine Klelnere, sich im Osten
anschiieBende Stltzmauer kann als Befestigung des antiken Zugangs zum Heiligtum
von der Ebene her gedeutet werden, Zwei weitere kleine Mauerfragmente gehérten zu
Anlagen des Heiligtums, deren Funktion sich nicht mehr bestimmen 148t

Untersucht wurde auch das im Vorjahr entdeckte antike Gehdft bel der Kirche
Panagia ste Gerakia im Sddwesten der Insel {Abb. 5}, Es besteht im Kern aus zwel
unregelmafigen, von B0-140 cm. breiten Bruchstsinmauern eingefaBten Bezirken, die
an einer Ecke beinahe zusammenstoBen. Zu den Hangseiten hin fungieren die Mauerm
zugleich als Terrassierungen. Eine weitere Mauer verbindet diese Bezirke so, daB
zwischen thnen ein dritter ummauerter Bereich entsteht. Zusétziiche angabaute
Bruchsteinmauern und eine antik gefafite Quelle erg@nzen dieses zentrale Areal.
Reste von Innenbauten waren nicht festzustellen, ein Gebaude aus Stein kdnnte sich
altenfalls an der Stelle der spéteren Kirche befunden haben. Die antike Entstehung
dieses Gehofts kann angesichts der primitiven Bauweise nur durch die
Oberfltachenkeramik erwiesen werden, die Gberwiegend aus dem 4. Jh. v. Chr. und der
hellenistischen Zeit stammt. Zu deuten sind die verschiedenen Teile wohi
folgendermafen: Der Bezirk um die Kirche als Wohnbereich; der zweite Bezirk und die
Verbindung beider als Pferch flr Tiere, wobei an die hier besonders starken Mauern
Schattendacher aus Helz und Stroh angebaut gewesen sein kénnten; die im Westen
und Slden anschiieBenden Mauern als Begrenzung und Terrassierung von
Gartenland.

Die unregelméBig gekurvien, sehr einfachen Mauern haben ihre engsten
Parallelen in den sogenannten “"Compound-Gehéften” der degenerierten Form, die vor
allem aus den lelegischen Siediungsgebieten, jedoch auch aus anderen Teilen
Kieinasiens bekannt sind5. Gerade im Raum der Nordostagais sind solche Anlagen
noch heute verbreitet, {0r die bereits W. Radt zu Recht antike, vorgriechische Vorlaufer
vermutete, In Imbros 148t sich ganz konkret ein Bezug zu der vor Grindung der attis-
chen Kierouchie ~anséssigen Urbevdlkerung herstellen, die als Thyrrhener oder
Pelasger bezeichnet werden. Es zeigt sich damit ein deutlicher Unterschied zu den
ganz Uberwiegend attisch geprégten Monumenten der antiken Stadt, so daB sich ein

For the Byzantine period, our work was devoted primarily to surveying the forti-
fications. The largest and most comptex of those surviving is the Late Byzantine cas-
tle at Kalekdy, which lies on the site of the ancient city (Figs. 2. 8. 7)7. Built of mortared
rubble with numerous spolia, the walls enclose a roughly trapezoidal area, that slopes
downward o the north, dropping away steeply to the sea. Here the wall was either
unnecessary, or else it has fallen into the sea. The other three sides of the enclosure
are lined with towers in a variety of shapes. The west wall has a series of internal arch-
es {Fig. 8). As commanly occurs in fortification construction, joints appear between sec-
tions of walls and towers, apparently to allow them to settle without cracking. An

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entrance was probably located at the break in the west wall. At the projecting triangu-
tar tower on the east side was a bent entrance, allowing access between the tower and
the stretch of wall behind it. A small postern gate was located in the northeast. There
are several remains of tefrace walls within the fortress. Some traces of buliding survive
on the south side, on the uppermost terrace.

Known in the Late Byzantine period as Palaiopolis®, in the early fifteenth centu-
ry John Eugenikos referred to Kalekdy as one of two welt-fortified cities {poleis) on the
island®. Based on the recorded inscriptions, the walls were restored by George
Dromokates Palajologos in 1380, by Isaak Palaiologos Urales in 1439, by Manus!
Asanes Laskares in 1441-47, and by John Laskares Rontakenos in 1455/810, The
inscription of Manue! survives in the seven-sided tower at the southeast corner of the
fortress; that of John is now kept at the library in Merkez. Cyriacus of Ancena visited
Palaiopolis in the company of Kritobouios in 1444 and noted the reconstruction of of
the acropolis by Manuel, as well as the sireiches of ruined ancient walls and use of
spolia.

A second fortress known as Palaiokastro is situated inland, an hour's walk above
the viltage of Derekoy, built into the rock on a hilltop (Fig. 9-10). The oval-shaped tower
and part of the adjacent wali at the northeast are constructed of mortared rubble. Other
parts of the fortification, as well as the buildings inside, were built of unmonrtared rub-
ble, and there has been much collapse, although the linss of the fortification walls can
still be determined. A gate can be located on the south side, as well as a postern on
the west side. The numerous buildings inside the fortress have been reduced to
provocative pites of rubble. The remains of a post-Byzantine chapel survive on one of
the north terraces. The area within the fortress must have been quite crowded in the
Late Byzantine peticd, filled with building organized onto irreguiar terraces around the
rocky cutcroppings. Additional rubble remains, including windmills and a cemetery,
were observed on the ridge to the northwest of the fortress.

Although his directions do not quite correspond, Palaiokastro may be the sec-
aond of the cities menticned by John Eugenikos, who wrote that the istand is “twice
secured, io the north and east, by two cites ... with inpenetrable walls built in the midst
of the alr.12 In the sixteenth century the fortress is called Iskinet by Piri Reis!?, appar-
ently the Ottoman version of the Greek name Schoinoudi, which later was applied to
the village of Derek8y. About five kilometers to the south is the harbor and late
medieval tower of Pyrgosis,

Two other smal mountaintop foriresses were surveyed at Arassia and at
Palaiokastraki. Both were almost entirely formed by unmortared rubble walls connect-
ing to the natural rock outcroppings. Arassia included one rectangular tower facing
north that was constructed with mortar, as well as a small mortared cistern {Fig. 11).
There is alsc a post-Byzantine chape! on the upper terrace. In John Eugenikos'
description of Imbros, he refers o the two fortified cities as standing "like brave eyes”,
with a tesser town “like the finest nose” in the middie of the island2. It is a curious
image, but this might be a reference to Arassia.

The smaller fortress at Palaiokastraki is simitar, with one tower of mortared rub-
ble at the east end, and a mortared cistern (Fig. 12). Crganized in terraces, the east-
ern terraces preserve remanants of buildings. There might have also been a settlement
beneath Palaiokastraki, as the ruins of three windmills survive on the ridge to the north.

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The fortresses at Arassia and Palaiokastraki were probably part of a chain of
lookout stations extending from the north to the south of the island. Arassia is visible
from Kalekdy, from which Palaiokastro and Paiaiokastraki are both visible. From
Palaiokastro, one can see Arassia, Palaiokastraki, as well as Pyrgos on the south
coast. The system would allow signals to be passed quickly from one side of the island
1o the other. Neither of the smaller fortresses is clearly identified in the historical texts;
howevar, a document of 1437 lists, in addition to the main town, five kastra and twen-
ty villageles":j.#ohn Eugenikos also notes numerous monks living in the deserted areas
of the island??.

Qur initial survey of Imbros/Gdkegeada is now completed. In collaboration with
Mustafa Hamdi Sayar, we are now preparing a dossier of the Ancient and Byzantine
sites and inscriptions on the island, to be published under the auspices of the German
Archaeological Institute-lstanbul. We conclude with the words of John Eugenikos,
whose sentiments we share, that Imbros is “a most graceful island and the best of the
islands in the Aegean.”®

Teras yamaca dogru bir st duvar ite sadlam-
lastirilmis. Doguda eklenen kiguk bir teras ovadan gelen yolun kenan olarak yorumla-
nabilir. Aynica islevieri bilinmeyen iki kiglik duvar pargasi daha tespit edildi.

Onceki kampanya sirasinda adanin gineybatisinda kesfedilen Panaya sti Yera-
kia Kilisesi yanindaki antik ¢iftlik de incelendi (Resim: 5). Tesisin ana kismi, iki diizen-
siz 80-140 cm. geniglikte olan micir tag duvarlaria gevrilmig sahadan oluguyor. Bu sa-
hanin bir kbsesi hemen hemen birbiring bitigiyor. Agsagi tarafa dogru, bu duvarlar ayn
zamanda teraslan olugturuyor. Bu sahalar, ayri bir duvarta d¢lincG bir saha olusturacak
sekilde birlestirilmig. Bunlara eklenen degisik micir tag duvarlar ve bir antik kaynak kap-
tajl bu tesisi tamambhyor. I¢ binalarin kalintilan tespit edilemedi, ancak kilisenin yerinde
tastan bir ev bulunmug olabitir. Bu ¢iftlidin tarihlenmesi, ilkel mimarisi diglniidiginde,
sadece agirikh olarak ele gecirilen Geg Klasik ve Hellenistik ylizey keramikleriyle mim-
kondur.

Bunlar en gok Leleglerin yerlesme bdlgelerinden taniniyor, aynca
Kiglk Asya’nin degisik bdlgelerinde de benzer yapilar bulunuyors. Ozellikle Ege Deni-
zi'nin kuzeydogusunda bu tir tesisler halen gériniyor. Hakl olarak, W. Radt bunlar
antik Yunan éncesi bir gelenekten kaynaklandifini tahmin etti. Imbros'ta esas olarak
Atinamin kferukhia kurulusundan dnceki Thyrrhenler veya Pelasglar clarak adlandirilan
yerli halkla baglant! kurabilir. Bu antik sehirdeki bayUk gogunluk Atina kiltdrine yakinhk
gosteren eserlerden epey farkhidir. Atina’dan gelen, kierukhiahin sehir halkié ve daha
eski yerli kilttire badli olan kdy halki arasindaki fark.

Bizans Ddnemi igin calismalanmizin merkezi kalelerdi. Bunlarm en blyaga ve
karmasiQl, antik gehrin yerinde bulunan Geg¢ Bizans Kalek8y Kalesi'dir {(Resim: 2, 6,
7Y, Aralannda ¢ok sayida devgirme malzeme bulunan hargl! micir tagtan insa edilen
sur, kuzeyde dik bir sekilde denize dogru inen, yaklagik yamuk dortgen bir bolgeyi kap-
styor.

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THE SEVENTH SURVEY OF THE GREAT PALACE AREA
AND THE THIRD STUDY MISSION FOR THE
BOUKOLEON RESTORATION PROJECT (1998)

E.B. RECCHI FRANCESCHINI"

_ Within the frame of the seventh season of the survey of the Great Palace area
in Istanbul, the third season of the Boukoleon Restoration Project took place last sum-
mer between the 28 th August and the 11 th September 1998, entailing the second
phase of study (Fig. 1). The association Palatina-lstanbul, Rome, was responsible for
the project, in collaboration with the italian National Institute of Research (CNR), Rome
and Faenza, and with the Technical University of Istanbul (Tashﬂa). Needless to say
we are very grateful to our Government Representative, Dr.Filiz Kerem, for her unex-
haustible help; as to Dr. Alpay Pasinli and Prof. Ulkd zmirligi!, for the constant assis-
tance.

The Boukoleon was as we know the harbour to the south of the Imperial Palace
of Costantinople. The descent to the sea existed at least since 354, when the patriach
Paul was taken to the sea through the Palace!. But a mention of the harbour near tha
Palace comes in the sources only in 6§10, when the Blues awaited Heraklios' arrival at
the harbour which was then called of Hormizdas. The surviving Parallel Structures to
the west of the Landing Stailrcase of which | have spoken last year-in the middie, we
shall recall, between the disappeared tower of Belisarios and the still surviving
Lighthouse Tower- are possibly dated to this time, when the harbour was known under
the name of Hormizdas2. The ramp | hypathesized above the Parallel Structures would
have then descended from west to east.

The next staircase, if it may really been placed above the cisterns to the north of
the railway, aligned with the defence-wall discovered by Prof. Tunay between the
Parallel Structures and the actual Landing Staircase, would change direction radicalily,
descending probably from north to south. As | have said on another occasion, | would
propose a dating of this second staircase 1o the [ate seventh century, when the entire
enceinte of the sea-walls was apparently doubled at the time of Justinian Il (685-
95/705-11}. This would correspond with the outer sea wall perfectly identifiable an the
sides of the Maritime Gate in front of the Parallel Structures, and also discovered by
Corbett beneath the Sea-Pavilion which is known as the House of .Justinian.

We come now to the ninth and tenth centuries, when the harbour begun o be
known under the name of Boukoleon and Theophilos (827-43), Basil | (867-8886),
Constantinos VIl Porphyrogenitos (813-59), made the main interventions. These invol-
ved the construction of the actual Landing Staircase, again from north o south, a sort
of a continuation of the eventual previous staircases. The east fagade and the two big

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arches at the south end were the first phase of our proposal of restoration. Last year
we concentrated on the area 1o the east of the Landing Staircase, for the second phase
of study (Fig. 2}. On this occasion the big marble windows in the sea- -walls, the most
reknowned feature of the entire area of the harbour, part of the Sea Pavilion known
under the name of the House of Justinian, the walls opened by the Arched Window and
the Colonnade further east, the Lighthouse Tower and the following short stretch of
sea-walls as far as the wall running infand to the north, were closely re-examined.

We carried on the photogrammetric survey on the outside of the sea-walls,
thanks to the CNR team composed by the architect Roberto Orazi and by the chartered
surveyor Mario Mascellani, assisted by the student Andrea Marcolonga. The survey of
the north side of the east sea-walls of the harbour was also carried on, with particular
attention at the so-called House of Jjustinian, at the area of the Arched Window and of
the Colonnade, at the Lighthouse Tower. Many details were drawn here by the archi-
tect Massis Gharapetian, technical director of the project, assisted by the student
Francesca Capitani. Arch.imre Ozbek (Tagkisia) assisted by the archaeologists Murat
Ozyildinm (Mersin University) and Cuneyt Yiicel (University of istanbul, draw in partic-
ular the plan and the sections of the Arched Windows and Colonnade on the inner
north side of the sea-walls. Dr. Bruno Fabbri (CNR of Faenza) was responsible for the
chemical-physical analyses of archaeclogical material, collected and discussed with
the precious collaboration of the researchers of the Restoration department directed by
Prof, 1zmirligil. The architect Enzo La Bianca draw finally back in Rome the final copy
of all survey drawings, basis io the second phase of the proposal of restoration, which
| present here.

The Sea Pavilion resulted convincingly built in two phases: composed at the
beginning by two east and west wings, opened by three-lancet windows above the sea-
walls, and separated by an open terrace in the middle. The masonry shows alternated
bands of bricks and small stones, with a row of brick piers intreducing from the open
terrace onto the northern portico.

The aliernated bands of small stones and bricks are very similar to those in the
Landing Staircase and in the Lighthouse Tower, confirming Corbettis view of one same
building phase throughout: while the brick technique of the northern piers seems to fit
well with the brick piers at the upper floor of the Parallel Structures. Possibly, since this
phase came immediately after the phase of the outer (late seventh century?)sea wall,
we may propose a dating fo the first half of the ninth century, thus, according to the
main interveniicns credited by the sources in this area, probably to Theophilos (827-
42).

The second phase of the sea-pavilion, as observed by Corbett, is the construc-
tion of the Loggia, covering the open terrace between the two wings of the previous
pavilion (Fig. 3}. It was built in bricks with big marble windows made of re-employed
pieces visible today on the sea walls. Again accordingly to the sources, the Loggia
might have been built either by Basil | or by Canstantinas Porphyrogenitos.

Further east, both Mamboury and Corbett observed that a clear break occurs in
the masonry between the surviving three-lancet windows part of the east wing of the
original pavilion and the adjacent Arched Window further east, if even in both cases are
alternated bands of bricks and stones. A Colonnade of white marble columns, closed
now by a defence wall with arrow-slits between the columns, conclude the fagade in
the sea-walls, after the Arched Window, as far as the Lighthouse Tower (Fig. 4). The
Arched Window and the Colonnade would seem to pertain at one same building phase,

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different with that of the winged pavilion built together with the Landing Staircase and
the Lighthouse Tower. Of some importance might be that the second little niche on the
east side of the Arched Window and the slits closing the Colonnade into a defence wall
were surveyed, to my knawledge, for the first time. As a possibility which | have already
hypotesized In the results of the preliminary survey of this area of the sea- walls, this
Arched Window and Colonnade might have been part of the baths buildings recorded
in the sources near the Lighthouse Tower among the constructions of Basil [. The
arrow-glits were probably part of the Late Medieval phase of the Palace history, when
the big arches of the Landing Staircase were closed by irregular masonry, leaving only
a narrow postern man-height, also to be locked at a yet later date.

We comme then to the Lighthouse Tower, which reserved us many surprises (Fig.
5). We could infact survey two further floars to add to the two known floors, at the lower
and at the upper level. A middle floor is still accessible between the floor at the quai
level and the floar at the level of the passsage-way above the Colonnade. This middle
flagr seems to correspond with the level of the columns and of the passage-way above
the colonnade. This middle floor seems to correspond with the level of the columns and
of later arrow-slits between them. It is now accessible through a hole in the earth
paving of the passage above the colannade. No steps are left and after a precipitous
descent we find ourselves in this best preserved of the Lighthouse floors, with intact
Byzantine masonry in alternating bands of stones and bricks, and a small window
piercing the south wall towards the sea, as in the upper floor. A further floor was then
discovered on top of the upper floor, weel above the level of the passage above the
colonnade (Fig. 6 ) This was the floor where the fire was lighted as socon as the mes-
sages came from mount St. Auksentios on the other side of the sea of Marmara,
accordingly to what reported in the sources during the reign of Michael II[ (B67-886)-.
A receptacle in the shape of a brick spiral, hosted the fire, and this receptacle still
remain on top of the tower. Access to this floor is extremely difficult and dangerous,
granted today cnly by climing a lost staircase suspended in the air on the north wall of
the Lighthouse Tower, with steps remaining on the two sides of the ruinous passage in
the shape of burnt pieces of wood. | can't omit to credit here to the technical director
Massis Gharapetian the discovery of both new floors, where the precaricus conditions
of access in the two cases make | think even more evident the absolute necessity of
an urgeni consalidation and restoration of the area.

As | have already said, the Lighthouse Tower was built originally in alternated
bands of bricks and small stones, similar to that the Landing Staircase and of the orig-
inal Sea-Pavilion with two wings. The tower was clearly built against the second sea-
wall piercing the inner ssa-wall, confirming thus the sequences of phases already
observed in the Parallel Structures and Landing Staircase: first and second sea-wall,
then the adjacent buildings of Landing Staircase and Lighthouse Towar, at the same
time when also the two winged pavilion was built between them.

The buildings aligned along the ruins of the sea-walls bordering the Palating har-
bour to the east of the Landing Staircase, from the so called House of Justinian, to the
set of constructions connected with the Arched Window and the Colonnade, as far as
the Lighthouse Tower, were part of the terrace at 10 m. asl, i.e. the lower terrace of
the lower Palace. Before the major rebuilding of the area took place, during the ninth
and tenth century, we have nonetheless recall that an initial building phase is also
recorded in the sources near the sea-walls and to the east of the upper terrace of the
lower Palace, at 16 m. a.s.l., where the Throne Hall of the Chrysotriklinos and the
Church of the Virgin of the Pharos were built. Below them to the east the construction
of the phiale of the Blues -the courtyard of the circus faction inside the Palace- followed
the destruction of the Church of St.Mary Metropolites.

THE ARCHITECTURAL SURVEY OF THE OTTOMAN
FORTRESS OF SEDDULBAHIR (1997-1998)

Lucienne THYS-SENOCAK*

The Ottoman fortress of Seddullbahir is located in the Canakkale region on the
European shore of the entrance to the Dardanelles. It was built in 1656 by Turhan
Sultan, the mother of Mehmed 1V for the purpose of defending the Straits during the
prolonged war with Venice over the island of Crete. The following report summarizes
two seasons of an architecturaf survey that was conducted in the summers of 1897 and
1998, The aim of the project is twofold: first to decument the existing remains of the
fortress by generating the first ptans and elevations of the sfructures on the site; sec-
ond, to bring together a vast array of data such as repair records {famirat defterleri)
from the Ottoman archives, European and Ottoman historical chronicles, drawings,
engravings and archival photographs from Istanbul and European collections in order
to assess the development of the structure and propose a plan for the restoration of
Seddilbahir. Further documentation and investigation of the fortress will continue in
the 1999 summer season as we work towards the preparation of a restoration propos-
al for sections of the fortress.

The project is under the direction of Lucienne Thys-Senocak from Kog University.
The surveying work was conducted by members of the Geodesic department of Istan-
bul Technical University, Rahmi N. Celik, Bihter Ozdner, Caner Guney, Serdar Erol, and
Tevfik Ozlidemir. Dursun Seker from the Photogrammetry department of Istanbul
Technical University was responsible for the photogrammetric work conducted during
the first season of the project. The project architect for both seasons was Glunder
Varinlioglu from Bilkent University. Mahir Aydin from istanbul University assisted with
the Ottoman archival records. Yesim Anadol from Kog University assisted with much of
the photographic archival werk and on site descriptive documentation of the fortress.
We are especially grateful to our representative from the Ministry of Culture, Asuman
Gungor, for her assistance with the project. Finally | would tike to thank the Fiat
Corporation Fund for supperting the project.

On site surveying began in the summer of 1997 and was completed in the sum-
mer segason of 1998, Measurements were taken with a GPS and total station.
Measuring and documentation work was concentrated in the lower southern section of
the fortress and along the northern wall of the upper section of the fortress.  Little
remains of the south western wall of the fortress which faced the sea as this was
heavily bombarded in April 1915 during the Gallipoli campaign of World War |. Sections
of the northeastern wall, including the two fowers at either ends of this wall are still
standing but taking measurements along the central section of this proved particular-
ly challenging because the incline separating the upper and lower sections of the
fortress is more acute in this area and because a more recent war memarial had been
erected in this area. The recent construction along this wall makes is particutarty diffi-
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cult fo determing what the Ottoman period plan of this section of the fortress was, but
our archival information allows us 1o make some hypothetical reconstruction of the
arsa. | wili return to this point shortly.

Photogrammetric work was also conducted on severa!l sections of the fortress,
All sections of the fortress were photegraphed. A topographical map and axoometric
view of the fortress, plans and elevations of the fortress walls, towers, and the two
baths immediately outside the fortress were prepared by the project architect (Figs.
1,2). As Seddulbahir had been under the jurisdiction of the Turkish military since World
War |, the topographical and architectural plans we have completed are the first plans
of this fortress to be made. Thus the first aim of the project has been met successfully.

During the on-site survey, the archival data that had bean collected previously
was examined and we began 1o determine how we could use these historical
resources to determine both the original plan of Seddllbahir and the various changes
that had been made to the structure since the seventeenth century. Information relat-
ed to the founding of Seddiibahir, the types of buildings that were erected in the
fortress and the source of income for the building and upkeep of the structure can be
found in the foundation document, or vakfiyye, now in the Slleymaniye Library of
Istanbul!. Other archival sources which provide information related 1o the original
expenses and construction of the fortress are in the Bagbakanlik Argivi Maliye
Defterleri2. For repairs of Seddilbahir, the numerous repair records, or tamirat defter-
leri, are useful for understanding the types and origins of building materials used to
repair or expand the fortress, the cost of materials and often the function of towers or
rooms located in the structures. Ottoman chroniclers such as Evliya Gelebi, and Naima
Efendi left important accounts of the building or repairs made to the fortress; Furopean
travelers frequently made several drawings or engravings of the fortress as they
passed through the Dardanelles on the journey to the Ottoman capital*. Finally sever-
al photographs from the archives at IRCICA in Yildiz Palace in Istanbul and the Public
Records Office and the Imperial War Museum in London were collected and provide
valuable visual documentation of the state of Sedd(ibahir both before and after the
1215 bombardment. For the remainder of this article | will discuss two examples where
the rich archival evidence has been used with the on-site survey data to determine
particular aspects of the Ottoman plan of Sedduibzhir.

The Village Wall of the Upper Fortress

As aformentioned one of the sections of the fortress we found difficult to mea-
sure and to discern the plan of was the village wall which now serves as the main
entrance to the upper section of the fortress (Fig. 3). From the engravings we have of
the fortress, particularly those done by Tournefort in the eighteenth century and a
Venetian engraving dating to the iate seventeenth century from the Correr Museum in
Venice, there appears to be a small iower which is located just behind the area where
the fortress wali would have stood (Fig. 4). In the repair records from the eighteenth
century this section of fortress is referred to as the Bab-1 Kebir, or the main gate, we
can assume from this appellation that this gate was larger or perhaps more complex
in plan than cther gates of the fortress. Indeed later photographs of this section of the
fortress, taken after the World War | campaign, show a much larger entrance complex

Z. Damgman, istanbul, 1969, V1.6, pp. 2903-2305; J. Taurnefort, Refalion d un Vovage du Levent,
Paris, MDGCXVI) is one example of a European traveler who both recorded the fortress of Seddllbahir in an engrav-
ing and in a descriptive text
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{Fig. 5). While it is impossible to determine with certainty the plan of this section of the
fortress without excavation, it is important to consider that the entrance complex to
Seddilbahir could have had affinities with ithe entrances at the nearby fortifications of
Kilitbahir and Gimenlik Kalesi. Both buildings have a larger tower at the fortress
entrance along with a small mosque. If we consider than Turhan Sultan had repairs
made to the Kilitbahir and Cimenlik fortresses while Seddtlbahir was being built, an
argument for a similarity in design of entry towers is even more plausible.

The Sea Wall of the Lower Fortress

In the seventeenth century Evliyva Celebi, along with a deseription of Seddiiba-
hir reported that the Grand Vizier Mehmed Képruld had, after the initial construction
of the fortress, suggested an additional exterior wall be built to extend the boundaries
of the lower fortifications further into the sead. Along with the fortress of Kumkale,
which Turhan Sultan had erected directly across from SeddUibahir, this extended wall
would have allowed for a better defense of the straits. While Evliya Celebi's reporting
is often circumspect, we decided to look just off the shore of the fortress for traces of
an additional wall. We did find evidence for an additional outer wall near the sea; it is
possible that thisis the additional wall that Mehmed K&priil requested for Seddilbahir
(Figs. 6, 7).

Investigalions of archival data and on-site survey data for Seddllbahir continues
and we are organizing our data into a GIS program with the assistance of | T.U's geo-
desic department. We are also hoping to begin a second architectural survey of the
fortress of Kumkale. As Kumkale was built by the same patron and in the same year
as Seddulbahir the opportunity to compare the archival and survey data will be
extremely valuable for our understanding of Ottoman military architecture and for
understanding the architectural patronage of the Ottoman valide sultan, Turhan Suitan.

Generaldirektion fur Denkmdler und Museen des Kulturministeriums der Bepublik
Tarkei die im Vorjahr begonnenen Feldforschungen in Tavium {Baylknefes, Provinz
Yozgat) fortgefihrt werden. Unser Dank gilt auch dem Direktor des Museums in
Yozgat, Hetrn Musa Ozcan, sowie dem Représentanten des Kulturministeriums, Hermn
Dursun CGaglar vom Museum Eskigehir. Er hat in aufopferungsvollem Einsatz bei der
Instandsetzung des als Grabungshaus vorgesehsnen Geb8udes tatkraftig mitge-
holten. Die Arbeiten wurden durch die Unterstitzung von Seiten der Handwerkskam-
mer Trier, des Universitatsbundes Trier, der Universitat Trier sowie des Projektieiters
selbst erméglicht.

Die zweite Feldkampagne fand vom 2. bis zum 27. August 1998 statt. Die
Gelandevermessung erfolgte durch Studenten der FH Mainz, Fachbereich Geoinfor-
matik und Vermessung; die archaologischen Dokumentationsarbeiten wurden von
Studenten der Universitéten Trier und Heidelberg durchgefuhrt.

Der angeklndigte ausfdhrliche Vorbericht wird erst im néchsten Jahr
erscheinen, da aufgrund der Restaurationsarbeiten flir das Grabungshaus und der
beschrankten Teilnehmerzahl nur mit der Dokumentation der Ergebnisse des Varjahres
begonnen werden konnte. Die Gelandeerkundung soll in der dritten Kampagne soweit
apgeschlossen werden, dafl ein ausfUhrlicher Vorbericht vorgetegt werden kann,

Restimee der Ergebnisse 1997

In der ersten Kampagne, die 1897 erfolgte, konnte das Stadtgebiet erstmals in
seiner gesamten Ausdehnung festgestellt werden. Dabei zeigte sich, daB die beiden
bis dahin bekannten Tells den sidlichen Abschluss der Stadtanlage bildeten. Der
Stadtbereich selbst hat in seiner gréfiten Ausdehnung eine Flache von ca. 150 ha. Er
ersireckt sich Uber die gesamte sog. Gartenstadt und den Hang hinauf. Hier sind noch
Reste der byzantinischen Stadtmauer festzustellen. Im Zentrum des Stadtgebietes
befindet sich der Zegreg Tepe, auf dem die Haupltkultstalte zu erwarten ist. In hethitis-
cher Zeit dlrfte hier der Tempel des Tessup gestanden haben. kine [dentifizierung des
Ortes mit dem hethitischen Kultort Tawinija ist schon sprachwissenschaftiich nicht zu
bezweifeln, Die kontinuietliche Oberregionale Bedeutung dieser Gottheit ist fir die hel-
lenistische und romische Zeit durch die Verehrung als Zeus Tavianos bzw. als Jupiter
Tavianus belcgt. Diese kuiturgeschichtliche Sondersteltung des OCrtes sowie die
beglinstigte Lage durch zahlreiche heute noch Wasser fUhrenden Quellen im
Stadtgebiet sind Anhaltspunkte zur Klarung der Frage, weshalb der Galaterstamm der
Trokmer diesen alten Siedlungsplatz als Zentralort ubernommen hat.

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AuBerhalb des Stadigebietes lassen sich verschiedene Nekropolen feststellen,
und auf den Hohen, die die Stadt umgeben, liegen zahlreiche ausgeraubte Turmuli,
Durch die Entdeckung eines Teiles des rdmisch-byzantinischen StraBendammes
unmittelbar auBerhalb des Stadtgebietes konnte die Frage nach der Einbindung der
Stadt in das zentralanatolische StraBennetz zumindest teilweise geklart werden.
Tavium ist bis ins 12. Jh. hinein als Straenknotenpunkt belegt.

Ergebnisse 1998
Topographische Vermessung

Der Schwerpunkl der topographischen Arbeiten im vergangenen Jahr lag auf
der genauen Vermessung der drei Higel im Stadtgebiet: der Buylkkale, der KigUkkale
und des Zegreg Tepe (Abb. 1}. Damit ist zwar nur ein Teil des gesamten Stadtgebietes
erfaBt, er bildet aber gieichzeilig auch die Grundlage fir wsiterfuhrende
Oberflachenuntersuchungen. Ferper sind fir diesen Bereich die ersten archaglogis-
chen Sondagen geplant, sobald die Generaldirektion fir Denkmaler und Museen
hierzu die Genehmigung erteilt. Weiterhin 1auft an der Fachhochschule Mainz das
Projekt, die Plane zu digitaiisieren, um eine dreidimensionale Darstellung des
Stadtgebietes zu erreichen.

Die Boyikkale ist mit einer Grundfliche von etwa 200x100 m. der gréBere und
westliche der beiden bekannten Siedlungshigel. Er erstreckt sich in NW-SO Richtung,
wobei das Plateau einen Streifen von ca. 150 m. L&nge und 40 m. Breite bildet. Der
Hilgel erhebt sich etwa 45 m. Uber dem Bachbett des Kaledz(. Der Siedlungshigel liegt
auf einem Felssporn, der am Sldende freiliegt. Der Kulturschutt auf diesem
Felsplateau ist bis zu 27 m. machtig. Die starke Erosion des Westhanges durch den
KaletzO darfte den Hugel hier auf mehrere Meter abgetragen haben. Die einzige
erkennbare anstehende Struktur auf der Buyiikkale ist der Versturz einer breiten Mauer,
die gleich einem Riegel quer zur Langsachse des Hlugels verlduft. In den gewachsenen
Fels am Siudende sind einige Zisternen sowie ein Wassergang eingetiefi. Wie bereits
in der ersten Kampagne festgestellt, ist die Bly(likkale von der Frilhbronzezeit an ver-
mutlich durchgehend bis in byzantinische Zeit besledelt gewesen.

Die Kiglkkale dirfte eine Grundflache von etwa 90x90 m. haben, zumindest in
Hoéhe der heutigen Terrassencberflache. Uber diese erhebt sie sich knapp 10 m. Da
die Kuppe kaum niedriger ist als die der BuylUkkale, erstreckt sich der Sldosthang gut
50 m. tief bis in das Tal. Auch dieser Hlgel sitzt auf einem Felssporn, zu dessen GroRe
und Hohe sich jedoch noch nichts ndheres aussagen laBt. Auf der Kiigilkkale konzen-
trieren sich die Oberflachenfunde auf die hellenistische Zeit.

Der ZeGreg Tepe ist ein natlrlicher felsiger Hlgel von (ber 300x200 m.
Grundfliche. Sein FuB ist offenbar ringsum von der Siedlungsterrasse bedeckt. Er
erhebt sich etwa 35 m. Uber die Terrasse und ist ebenfalls NW-SO orientiert. Am
Nordosthang ragt an einigen Stellen der gewachsene Fels aus der Oberflache. An
solch einer Flache konnten einige napfchenartige Vertiefungen festgestellt werden. Ob
sie tatsachliich kinstlich sind oder ob es Naturspiele sind, kann erst durch eingehen-
dere Untersuchungen ermitielt werden. In den SGdhang wurde das antike Theater
eingetieft. Das Vorhandensein eines solchen war eine grofie Uberraschung, da es
weder in antiken Texten noch in spateren Reisebeschreibungen Erwahnung fand.

Systematische Dokumentation in der sog. Gartenstadt

In der letzlighrigen Kampagne wurde mit der Dokumentation der Architektur-
bidcke im Bereich der sog. Gartenstadt oder Mittelstadt begonnen. Die halbausge-
grabenen Blocke liegen noch in den Feldern, sofern sie nicht sofort bei der Freilegung
zerstort wurden. Gelegentlich wurden sie auch an den jeweiligen Feldrand verschleppt.
Die einzelnen Gartenparzelien wurden systematisch abgegangen und alle angetroffe-
nen Steinblocke registriert. Die ormmamentierten Blécke wurden gezeichnet und
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fotografisch dokumentiert. Unter den herausragenden Fundsticken sind mehrere
Kassettensteine bzw, -fragmente sowie Sockel und andere verzierte Blocke, die in den
Garten unmittelbar nordwestliich des Zefreg Tepe angetroffen wurden, Sie stammen
offenbar von einem rémischen Menumentalbau, sind aber in der Foligezeit mehrfach
als Spolien verwendet worden. thre in situ Lage weist daher nur autl den letzten
Verbauungszustand hin. Aufféllig ist ihre Anordnung in nahezu genauer Nord-Siid
Richtung an der Stells, an der die Nord-Sid verlaufende HauptstraBen-Achse der
rémischen Stadt zu vermuten ist (Abb. 2; die geschwérzten Punkte kennzeichnen
diese verzierten Bidcke). Eine weitere Anhaufung von Marmorblocken ist in den Garten
westlich des Zefreg Tepe festzustellen. Hier deutet eine Raubgrabung auf sinen
groBen offentlichen Platz mit einem groBen Steinplattenpflaster hin. Hier ist die Agora
zu vermuten. Die restlichen Steinblécke sind meistens einzetn in den Garten anzutre-
ffen. Die systematische Katalogisierung wird noch einige Zeit in Anspruch nehmen.

Die urspringtlich geptante Aufnahme der Spolien im Dorf Bliyliknefes konnte aus
Zeitgrunden nicht mehr in Angriff genommen werden. |hr Beginn wird Schwerpunkt der
diesjaghrigen Kampagne seir.

Erste Untersuchungen am Theater

In Zusammenhang mit der Gelandeaufnahme konnte das "Negativ' des
Theaters vermessen werden. Trotz der stark verwitterien und zerstdrten
Falsoberflache gelang es, an einigen Stellen noch urspriingliche Falsstufen ausfindig
zu machen. Diese wurden ebentalls eingemessen. Eing vorlaufige Ausweriung dieser
Daten erbrachte erste Hinweise auf dieses Bauwerk. Uberraschend ist seine Gréfie:
die Lange der Theaterfront betragt etwa 130 m. (Abb. 3). Schon allein der Vergleich mit
dem weltbekannten Theater in Ephesos mit einer Front von 145 m. deutet an, welche
Bedeutung Tavium gehabt haben muB. Die Gesamthdhe der Cavea von Ephesus liegt
bei 30 m., in Taviwm sind es immerhirt etwa 20 m. Bamit dirfte das Theater mindestens
10.00C Sitzplatze aufgewiesen haben {zum Vergleich: Ephesus: 24.000, Miet:
15.000).

Auf dem topographischen Plan lassen sich drei Abschnitte unterscheiden: einen
steileren mittleren sowie jeweils einen flacheren unteren und oberen. Sie deuten offen-
bar die drei verschiedenen Range an. Die Grenze zwischen dem unteren und dem mit-
tleren Rang ist heute noch deutlich im GelAnde erkennbar. Auf dieser Hohe zieht sich
ein "Steinglrtel" entlang, der méglicherweise eine Diazoma -einer der beiden horizon-
talen Umgénge- anzeigt {Abb. 4, 5). Hier sind die untersten erhaltenen Stufen
erkennbar. Der untere Rang (Abb. 4} wére demnach mindestens 4m hoch, der mittlere
etwa 12 m. und der obere mindestens noch einmal 4 m. (Abb. 5). Hier ist jedoch mit
einem weiteren substantielien Aufbau zu rechnen, der das Abflachen des Higelhanges
ausgteicht. Das Halbrund der Orchestra hat einen Radius von etwa 12 m. Es ist damit
zu rechnen, daB sich im Bereich der Orchestra sine bedeutende Menge Schutt befind-
et, so daB durchaus die Mdglichkeit besteht, die Felsstufen der untersten Range in
einem relativ unversehrten Zustand anzutreffen. Die festgestellten Stufen im Fels sind
wohigemerkt nicht die urspringlichen Stufen des Theaters, sondern steflen den
Untergrund dar, auf dem die Steinblécke der Sitzreihen errichtet wurden,

Grabungshaus

Ein groBer Teil der Arbeitszeit wurde in der Kampagne 1998 in die
Instandsetzung des zukinfligen Grabungshauses investiert. Es handelt sich um
Raumilichkeiten in der lokalen Gesundheitssiation. Diese Gesundheitsstation wurde
Mitte der siebziger Jahre von der tUrkischen Regierung groBzigig angelegt, da von ihr
aus insgesamt 21 Dobrier versorgt werden muBien. inzwischen verwaisen die
Gesundheitsstationen alimanlich. Von den 4 Wohnungen waren im Vorjahr gerade
noch zwei belegt. Wir danken dem Leiter des provinzialen Gesundheitsministeriums,
Herrn Dr. Erdogan Aydin und den zusténdigen Stellen im Gesundbeits-Ministerium in
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Ankara flr die Genehmigung der Nutzung der freistehenden Wohnungen. Diese
muBten zundchst einmal von Grund auf renoviert werden, was bedeutend mehr Zeit
als eingenlant in Anspruch nahm.

Verschiedene Stellen der Provinz-Verwaltung Yozgat haben ein groBes
Interesse an der Durchfihrung des Projektes gezeigt.

Dieses solt dann dem Museum Obertragen
werden, so daf es fiir archdologische Zwecke genutzt werden kann. Hier kénnen dann
das Grabungshaus, die Depotraume und der Ausstellungsgarten fiir das Projekt
Tavium entstehen., Dies wére mit Sicherheit ein optimaler Ausgangspunkt flr die
Durchfihrung eines t&ngerfristigen Projektes. Erste Mafinahmen zur Umgestaltung
des Geléandes wurden bereits eingeleitet. Das freie Getdnde im Osten wurde ter-
rassiert, um Raum sowohl fir den Scherbengarten als auch flir den Steingarten zu
schaffen. Hier sollen dann die geborgenen Steinblécke aufgestelll und der
Offentiichkeit zugangtlich gemacht werden.

Zielsetzung der Grabungen auf der Biylikkale

Das Projekt Tavium beinhaltet zwel Schwerpunkie: zum einen die Erforschung
der Stadt Tavium von hellenistischer bzw. galatischer bis in die byzantinische Zeit. Der
andere Schwerpunkt ist die Erforschung der Bedeutung dieses Ortes in vorhellenistis-
cher Zeit, Ihr Ziel ist es, herauszuarbeiten, weshaib die Galater bei ihrer Ansiediung in
Zentratanatolien um 274/272 v. Chr. Tavium als den einen Zentralort ihres
Stammesgebietes ausgewahit haben. Entscheidend dafir ist die Bedeutung, die der
Crt bereits in hethitischer Zeit ertangt hatte. Zu erforschen ist hier die Entwicklung von
Zentratorten in der gesamten Region seit der Frihen Bronzezeit, Antworten higrauf
erwarten wir von den Untersuchungen auf der Blylkkale. Ihr Ziel ist die Ersteflung
einer gesicherien stratigraphischen Abfolge von hethitischer Zeit bis zu der Ankunft der
Gaiater. Eine erste Begehung hat bereits angedeutet, daB mit einer vollstandigen
Schichtenabfolge seit der Frihen Bronzezeit gerechnet werden kann.

Von besonderer Bedeutung flr den zentralanatclischen Raum ist der Ubergang
der Spétbronzezeit zur Eisenzeit, also die Ereignisse, die zum Untergang des hethitis-
chen Grofireiches flihrten und der darauffolgende Entwickiung in disser Region, Die
Erforschung der Eisenzeit in diesem Gebiet hat in den 80er Jahren zu einer Reihe
neuer Erkenntnissen geflhrt. Wesentlich haben die Ergebnisse der Grabungen in
Gordion, Troja, Masat, Kaman-Kalehfyitkk und Bogazkdy dazu beigetragen.
Untersuchungen in und um Tavium/Blylknefes bieten die Mdglichkeit, dieses noch
nicht systematisch erforschte Gebiet zwischen den beiden letzigenannten Crten, also
am Mittellauf des antiken Kappadox (hetite Dalice Irmak), zu erschiieBen. Dabei hieten
die Fragesteliungen bezlglich der Kulturkreisabgrenzung der friiheisenzeitlichen
bemalten Keramik von Kaman-Kalehdyilk Schichten iid und llc gute Ansatzméglich-
keiten, deutet sich doch hier eine nach Osten orientierte Bemalungstradition an.

Zusammeniassung und Aussichten

Zu den wichtigsten Ergebnissen, die bisher in und zu Tavium erzieit werden kon-
nien, zahlt die Tatsache, daR Tavium als stadtischer Zentralort nicht erst in rémischer
Zeit mit der Provinzgriindung geschaffen wurde, sondern bereits in hellenistischer Zeit
als Gberregionales Zentrum bestanden haben muB. Das Theater ist sicherlich in rémis-
cher Zeit ausgebaut und zur jetzt erkennbaren GrdBe erweitert worden. Die
urspringliche Antage diirfte jedoch in hellenistische Zeit zuriGckgehen. Dasselbe mag
fiir den Tell der Stadtmauer im Bereich der Mittelstadt zutreffen. Damit ist die
Vorstellung, Zentralanatotien bzw. Galatien sei in antiker Zeit vor der Erhebung zur
romischen Provinz weder hellenisiert noch urbanisiert worden, hinfallig. Vermutlich
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waren es die Galater -also die Kelten- selbst, die mit ihrer SeoBhaftwerung den
Hellenisierungsprozef und die (antikel) Urbanisierung in Zentralanatolien eingefiihrt
und vorangetrieben haben. Dies zu erkunden ist eine der Hauptaufgaben des
Projektes Tavium.

Genehmigung konnten wir in der Zeit zwischen dem 15, August und dem 7. September
neue Beobachiungen und Untersuchungen an den Ruinenanlagen und in der
Umgebung des Gollldag anstellen. Dabei war uns die siets freundschaftliche
Unterstiitzung des Direktors des Museums in Nigde, Herr Erol Faydall, der Vertreterin
der Antikendirektion, Frau Sema Dayan, und des Direktors des Werkes Aksaray von
Mercedes-Benz, Herr Hans-Peter Heinstein, eine groBe Hilfe, ohne die die Arbeiten
kaum héatten erfolgreich verlaufen kénnen?.

Von den in unserem Arbeitsprogramm vorgesehenen Vorhaben muBten wir
allerdings nicht nur auf die Fortsetzung des 1996 begonnenen Surveys auf dem Tav-
santepe verzichten sondern haben auch Detailuntersuchungen im Orthostatenraum
des Zentraien Gebaudekomplexes (K-L/9-11)® sowie zu Fragen der Zugangstiren in
dessen Umfassungsmauern zurickgestellt, da wir bei unserem Eintreffen auf dem
Gallidag hier gréBiere, offenbar durch Raubgrabungen oder durch puren Vandalismus
verursachte Zerstérungen wahrgenommen hatten.

Einen Schwerpunkt der Arbeiten bildete die weitere Untersuchung und
Kartierung der Bebauung in der sog. Sudstadt in den Abschnitten L-M/6-8 (Abb. 1,2)
mit iberraschend klaren Ergebnissen: Wahrend sich in der direkten Nachbarschaft des

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Gebédudesinheiten finden wir jenen Grundtypus einer Raumgruppe wieder, den wir
zuvor schon in dem sog. Gebauderiegel im Nordosten des Zentralen Gebau-dekom-
plexes (L-N/12-13)8 haben beobachten und genauer analysieren kdnnen: An einen Hof
gliedern sich flinf Rdume an, deren einer sich iwan-artig zum Hof hin dffnet. Gereint
und gespiegelt zeigen diese Raumgruppen gewisse Varianten, etwa in der Lage des
lwans oder in der méglichen Erschlieflung der einzelnen Raume, die sich nach den
Ergebnissen der Sondagen von 1994 im genannten Gebauderiegel leicht definieren
lassen.

Mit dieser, durch ein System wvon Gassen geordneten und in gleichartigen

fremdes Element vor uns, das bel einer Interpretation der Gesamtanlage auf dem
Gollidad von einigem Gewicht wird sein missen.

Die genauere Untersuchung und Gelandekartierung im Bereich eines mdglichen
Tores im Osten der Umfassungsmauer (R/10), dessen Existenz verschiedentlich
angenommen worden war, hat nur insofern zu einem Ergebnis gefuhrt, als daB jeden-
falls eine gréBere Toranlage, wie sie sich im Suden und im Westen des Mauerringes
befinden, schon wegen der Geldndesiiuation nicht hat bestanden haben kénnen. Sehr
wohl aber konnte dort eine kleine Tur dergestalt existiert haben, wie wir sie zahireich
besonders im Norden der Umfassungsmauer beobachtet haben. Eine genauere
Aussage jedoch ist hier chne eine regelrechte Ausgrabung nicht méglich.

Ebenso haben unsere auf das sog. Kastell (F-G/13) gerichteten Arbeiten nicht
zu einer wirklichen oder gar abschlieBenden Klarung von dessen ehernaliger Gestalt
und Bedeutung im Gesamtzusammenhang fGhren kénnen. Zwar zeigen sich in diesem
ca. 40 x 100 Meter messenden, anndhernd rechtwinkligen und direkt an die nérdliche
Umfassungsmauer anschlieBenden Baukomplex zahlreiche Mauerziige, die durchaus
uneinheitlich sind und von denen einige eine ausgepragt sorgfaltige Bautechnik
aufweisen, doch wurde auch hier deutiich, daB ohne Ausgrabung die Entschllisselung
dieses an exponierter Stelle hoch (ber dem Kratersee gelegenen Bauwerks nicht
méglich ist.

Gewisse Klarungen habe sich dagegen auf einem anderen Arbeitsfeld unseres
Surveys des Jahres 1998 erzielen lassen. Zeigte sich bisher schon, daB die beiden
Aufwege zu den grofien Toraniagen im Siden und Westen der Umfassungsmauer von
Sldwesten her heranfiihren?, so konnten diese Wege nun bis auf ein westlich des
Golludag gelegenes Plateau verfolgt werden (Abb. 3). Das in den Sommermonaten
heute als Viehweide genutzte Land ist mit einigen Brunnen versehen sowie von
mehreren Yaylas und einem Friedhof eingenommen und dehnt sich nach Sldwesten
bis auf den Kigik Gollidag aus, in dessen mittlerer Senke sich in den feuchten
Monaten des Jahres das Regenwasser zu einem flachen See sammelt. Der ginzige,
ginigermaBen unbeschwerliche, von hier in die Ebene hinabgeleitende Weg flhr
haute nach Westen zum Dorf Bozkdy, und es ist sicher erlaubt anzunehmen, dafi auch
der antike Weg hier einst verlief, denn im Sidwesten, Slden und Sidosten endet die
Hochebene jeweils in recht steilen Gelandeabbriichen, die dem Auf- und Abstieg erhe-
bliche Hindernisse bereiten. In der Ebene mubl dann die historische Wegeverbindung
nach Stden zur oberhalb des Tavsantepe stdlich van Ciftlik gelegenen und mit einer
Bildstele {einer Gottheit?) besetzten PafBhohe® in der Melendiz-Bergkette geflhrt
haben, und weiter nach Tuwana/Tyana, dem heutigen Kemerhisar.

Mit den Arbeiten des Jahres 1998 ist der Survey auf dem GéllGdagd und in sein-
er Umgebung zundchst abgeschlossen. Natiirlich kénnte man einzelnen, immer wieder
neu auftretenden Fragen weiterhin nachgehen, dech sind unsere Arbeiten nun soweit
vorangeschritten, daf sich die Ergebnisse zu einem einigermalien geschlossenen Bild

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der baulichen Gesamtanlage flgen, soweit das mit den Mdglichkeiten eines Surveys
hat erreicht werden konnen. AnschlieBen miften sich nun Ausgrabungen in wenigen,
durch die Ergebnisse des Surveys bestimmten und so in ihrem Umfang auf ein
Minimum begrenzten Abschnitten. Derartige Ausgrabungen kénnten dann zu weiteren
Klarungen bei den baulichen Anlagen fithren, bergen aber schlieflich auch die
Maoglichkeit in sich, historische Zeugnisse zu Tage zu firdern, die entscheidende
Aussagen tber Bestimmung und Bedeutung sowie Uber den AnlaB der Errichtung und
den InHiator der Gesamtanlage auf dem Gdllidad machen oder auch nur andeuten.
Denn bisher wissen wir hieriber nichts wirklich Gesichertes. Allein der Rahmen fir
eine Deutung wird sichtbar: Wenn die bei den friheren Ausgrabungen aufgefundene
Bauplastik sowie die wenigen dibrigen deutbaren Materialien die Bauaniagen auf dem
Gollidag in das spate 8. Jahrhundert v. Chr. verwiesen haben, dann haben der Survey
und die Bauuntersuchungen der letzten Jahre eine, jedenfalls teilweise, kultische
Bestimmung wahrscheinlich gemacht. Die ungewohnlichen Bauanlagen auf dem
Gdllidag, die in Anatolien bisher ohne Parallelen sind, denen man zugleich aber gine
erhebliche Bedeutung in Tabal und fir das Selbstverstindnis seiner Herrscher
zumessen muB, werden die Forschung auch weiterhin beschéaftigen missen.

Im Rahmen eines von uns im Herbst 1997 durchgeflhrten Surveys in der
stdlichen Kommagene hatte sich Doliche, das heutige Duiiik, ca. 10 km. NW ven
Gaziantep gelegen, als ein besonders wertvoller Fundplatz herausgestslitt,
Insbesondere die Entdeckung eines Mithrums am FuBe des antiken Siedlungshiigels
von Doliche, des Keber Tepe (Abb. 1), dokumentierte nachhaltig die Bedeutung
Doliches als religidses Zentrum.

Bei dem Mithrdum von Doliche handelt es sich um das erste gesicherte
Mithrium im kleinasiatischen Raum sowie um eines der gréBten im gesamten
imperium Romanum. Darlber hinaus gehdrt das Mithrdum zu den wenigen Kultstaiten
fur diesen Gott, die in einer natirlichen Héhle angelegt wurden (Abb. 2, 3).

Angesichts des Neufundes und der 1997 deutlich gewordenen weiten
Ausdehnung des Siedlungsgebietes von Doliche? solite die Frage nach der
topographischen Situation der antiken Sledlung und ihrer historischen Bedeutung?

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1. Topographischer Survey

In der Zeit vom 22.09. bis 27.09.98 wurde ein topographischer Survay in Doliche
und Umgebung durchgefthrt. Unser Interesse galt zunachst dem bislang noch uner-
forschten Gebiet zwischen dem antiken Siedlungshigel und dem Dulik Baba Tepesi,
dem wahrscheiniichen Standort des Zentralheiligtums des Juppiter Dalichenus (Abb.
1). Dabel war von besonderem Interesse, ob sich Hinweise auf einen Prozessionsweg
zwischen Siedlung und dem ca. 3 km. entfernten Heiligtum erkennen lieBen. Wie
schon R. Ergeg in seiner Dissertation vermutet hat, machen die topographischen
Gegebenheiten den Verlauf einer solchen Verbindung zwischen Stadt und Heiligtum,
ausgehend von den sldéstlichen Auslaufern des Keber Tepe ca. 500 m. entlang der
heutigen Bahnlinie und dann in einer sich deutlich im Gelande abzeichnenden
Talsenke in sUdwestlicher Richtung auf den Daldk Baba Tepesi wahrscheinlich. Antike
in situ befindliche Uberreste liefen sich im Gelande allerdings nicht mehr ausmachen.

Als aufschiufireich fir die Geschichte Doliches in der Spatantike erwies sich die
Begehung des siidéstlich vom Cimsit Tepe gelegenen antiken Steinbruchs von Doliche
{Abb. 1) mit seinen in senkrechten Wanden anstehenden hohen Kalkformaticnen (Abb.
4). Dort lieBen sich mehrere in den Fels geschlagene, bislang noch unentdeckte
christliche Symbole erkennen {Abb. 5), Hinweise auf die Existenz einer christlichen
Gemeinde in Doliche, das in der Spitantike bekanntlich Sitz eines kieinen Bistums war.

Ferner suchten wir die umliegenden Dérfer Karahly(k, Etebek, Bedirkdy, Erikge
und Samkdy auf (Abb. 1), in denen aufgrund der unmittelbaren Nachbarschaft und
geringen Entfernung zu DOlik/Doliche antike Uberreste erwartet werden konnten.
Jedoch ergaben weder die Gelandebegehung noch die Befragung der Dorfbewohner,
die uns immer wieder auf Dllk/Doliche verwiesen, irgendweiche Hinweise. Dieser
negative Befund bestatigt aber letztlich die herausragende Stellung Doliches als
Siedlungszentrum im sidkommagenischen Raum.

2. Vermessungsarbeiten®

Parallel zum Survey in Deliche und Umgebung begannen die
Vermessungsarbeiten fir die Erstellung eines topographischen Gesamtplanes.
Aufgrund der besonderen Bedeutung des 1987 neugefundenen Mithrdums von
Doliche konzentrierte sich die Vermessung im Jahre 1988 auf den Westhang des
Keber Tepe (Abb. 6}, an dessen FuB sich das Mithraum befindet.

Far die Vermessung wurde ein jokales nach magnetisch Nord ausgerichtetes
Koordinatensystem angelegt. Als Ausgangspunkte fir den daran angeschiossenen
Polygonzug dienten entlang der Eisenbahntrasse zwei bereits vorhandene und dauer-
haft vermarkte Punkte (PP 100: rechts BOCO, hoch 12000, Hohe 900 m). Davon aus-
gehend konnten die weiteren Polygonpunkte durch direktes Anzielen tachymetrisch
bzw. durch rickwartiges Einschneiden bestimmt werden.

Fir die topographische Gelandeaufnahme wurde in regelméfigen geneigten
Gelandeabschnitten in einem Raster von zehn Schritten, ansonsten von finf Schritten
Punkte dreidimensional gemessen. Die Vermessung von Kanten, Geldndebriche und
Gefatlwechsel erfolgte zus&tzlich in einem Abstand von drei Schritten und an markan-
ten Knick- und Bruchstellen. Aus der Oberflache herausragende Felsen wurden
schematisch aufgemessen, bearbeitete Kanten und Ecken wirklichkeitsgetreu
aufgenommen (Abb. 7).

Neben den Vermessungsarbeiten auf dem Keber Tepe sollte der Hohiraum der
Mithras-Héhle geometrisch erfaBt werden. Dazu wurden zusatzlich zum Grundriid
(Abb. B) ein Léngsschnitt und mehrere Querschnifte eingemessen (Abb. 9).
Eingebunden in den Palygonzug, wurden dazu zwei Bodenpunkte in der Haohle bes-
timmt, zusatzlich im Kuftraum funf und im Eingangsbereich des Mihraums drei

Wandpunkte bestimmt und mit PaBpunkten signalisiert. Der Grundri wurde an
markanten Felsecken in Stehhdhe erstellt. Zusatzlich konnten alle Ausarbsitungen,
Uberhange, Nischen und Becken tachymetrisch aufgenommen werden.

_Far den Langsschnitt wurde durch die gesamte HOhle eine einmal geknickte an
die Ortlichkeit angepalite Basislinie bestimmt (Langsprofil AB; Abb. 10), Die
Querschnitte liegen rechtwinklig zu dieser Linie (Abb. 10) und orientierten sich an
markanten Stellen, so daB in Kombination mit dem Grundri3 eine maglichst realitat-
snahe Darsteilung der Héhle erreicht werden kann. Um die Querschnitte zu bestim-
men, wurde ein Rotationstaser eingesetzt. Die Lage der Schnitte wurde durch jewsils
zwei Punkte bestimmt, die Schnitte durch Winkelmessung und Transformation der
Strahlen auf die DurchstoBebene aufgemessen.

3. Grabung im Mithréum

Neben der geometrischen Erfassung des Hohlraumes des 1997 entdeckten
Mithraums wurde auch mit der Grabung im Mithrdum selbst begonnen. Dabei stand die
DurchfUhrung unverzichtbarer Freiiegungsarbeiten als vorbereitende MaBnahmen fir
die 1999 vorgesehene Grabungstatigkett im Mittelpunkt. Insbesondere der Zugang
zum Mithraum muBte aus arbeitstechnischen Grinden erweitert und tiefergelegt wer-
den,

Gegen Ende der Kampagne konnte noch ein ca. 3 x 4 m. groBer Schnitt an der
NW-Ecke des Kultraumes unmitielbar vor den stufenartigen Abarbeitungen angelegt
werden, Der Aushub bestand im wesentlichen aus verschieden groBen Kalksteinen,
Ziegelfragmenten und Fragmenten grober Gebrauchskeramik. Da sich hier keinerlei
Schichtenfolge nachweissen lie3, ist von einer (beabsichtigten ?) Verschuttung des
gesamten Kultraumes auszugehen, Der Grabungsschnitt wurde zum Ende der
Kampagne verkleinert und auf einem Niveau von 805, 8% m. der anstehende Fels erre-
icht (Abb. 11).

4. Neufund eines weiteren Mithrdums in Doliche

Bei den Vermessungsarbeiten im Eingangsbersich des 1997 entdeckien
Mithraums erwies sich sin stark verschitteter Hohlraum als Zugang zu einem weiteren
Mithraum. Der etwa 15 x 30 m. groBBe Kultraum liegt etwa parallel zum ersten Teil der
Hbhle, der sich heute als langer korridorartiger Gang darstellt und zum Kultraum des
1997 gefundenen Mithrdums fihrt. An der dem Zugang gegeniiberliegenden Wand
befindet sich an erhhter Stefle in den Fels gearbeitet das etwa 2,50 x 1,80 m. groBe
Kultrelief (Abb. 11).

Wie im 1. MithrBum? ist das Kultbild im oberen Teil stark beschadigté. Mithras,
der obere Teil des Stieres sowie die Kbpfe der beiden Fackeltrager wurden vélliig zer-
stort. Jedoch sind die Umrisse des Stieres, der beiden Fackeltrager sowie einiger der
zur Mithraslegende gehérenden Tiere ebensa deutlich erkennbar wie die Képfe des
Sol und der Luna in den Zwickeln oberhalb des Bogens. In der Anlage des Kultbildes,
insbesondere des unausgeflihrten Bogens, der die Stiertdtungsszene umschlieBt, der
Darstellung des sich aufbdumenden Stieres sowie in der Reduktion auf die zentralen
Figuren des Mythos &hnelt das Kultbild dem im 1. Mithraum sehr.

Bemerkenswert ist vor allem die Tatsache, dai die beiden Mithraen — von denen
jedes fur sich schon in seiner Monumentalitat beeindruckt — nebeneinander in den

Zum zeitlichen Verhdltnis der beiden Mithréen zueinander 146t sich zum jetzigen
Zeitpunkt noch keine konkrete Aussage machen. Vieles spricht dafllr, daB die beiden
Kultreliets von Doliche zeitlich nicht weit auseinander liegen. Zweifelschne war aber zu
einem bestimmten Zeitpunkt die Zahl der Mithrasanhanger so groB geworden, daB
man sich gendtigt sah, fir die wachsende Mithrasgemeinde ein weiteres Mithrdum
anzulegen und die benachbarte Hohle als Kultstatte auszubauen.

Mit dem Neufund eines weiteren Mithraums in Kommagene, wo die Verehrung
des Gottes Mithras auf eine lange Tradition zurtickblicken kann®, darf zweifelsohne die
Hoffnung verbunden werden, weiterfihrende Erkenntnisse zu gewinnen, die zum
Verstandnis dieses Mysterienkultes beitragen kénnen. Angesichis unseres geringen
Wissens sowohl Uber die Rituale dieses rémischen Mysterienkultes als auch Uber
dessen geographische wie zeitliche Urspringe, sclite die einmalige Gelegenhait zur
intensiven Erforschung dieser beiden Kultstatien genutzt werden. Nur so |48t sich der
Frage nach einer sperifisch kleinasiatischen/ kommagenischen Auspragung der
Mithrasmysterien wie der Kultstéitten {Ur diesen Gott selbst nachgehen. Zweifglsohne
werden Kommagene bzw. Doliche in Zukunft eine wichtige Rolle spielen missen bei
dem Versuch, auf die zahlreichen Fragen, die sich um den Mithras—Kult ranken1?,
Antworten zu geben.

Die Thermalbader in Kaplicar werden erstmalig in einem Reisebericht des des
18, Jhs. erwdhnt. Gegen Ende des 18. Jhs. versiegten die heien Quellen infolge
eines Erdbebens. In der Neuzeit konnten sie aber wieder zu einem regen Badebetrieb
genutzt werden?,

Am westlichen Rand der modernen Badeeinrichtungen fanden sich Reste
groBerer (tberwdlbter R&ume. Die hier liegenden GuPmauerstiicke zeigen noch den
Ansatz der urspringlichen Deckenwdlbung. Unmittelbar vor diesem Bereich fand sich
eine fragmentierte weibliche Gewandstatue aus Marmor, die demnéchst von M.
Kadoglu in den Asia Minor Studien publiziert wird. Die gefundenen Reste deuten auf
jeden Fall auf einen Badebetrieb bereits in rdmischer Zeit hin. Bei dem Aufbau der
modernen Badeeinrichtungen wurden allerdings vorhandene Fundamentreste von
Vorgangerbauten komplett Uberbaut, so dafl Aussagen Uber das urspringliche
Aussehen und die AusmaBe der antiken Badeeinrichtungen nicht mehr méglich sind.

in den Reiseberichten wird auch von zahlreichen Grabern auf den umliegenden
Hugeln berichtet, die einen Schwerpunkt der Untersuchungen im Sommer 1988 bilde-
ten3. In einem Streckenabschnitt von wenig mehr als hundert Metern Lange fanden
sich etwa 30 groBere und mindestens ebenso viele kleinere Graber, die vollstandig
ausgeraubt waren.

T. bis unmittelbar an die
StraBe heranreichend zahlreiche kleinere Graber und Sarkophagfragmente. Zum Teil
sind aufgrund sichtbarer opus caementitium-Strukturen am StraBenrand offenbar
groBere Grabanlagen durch den Bau der modernen Strale gestdrt worden. Denkbar
ist, daB der antike StraBenverlauf etwas hdher am Hang gelegen hat und die mod-
erne StraBe lediglich die sOdliche Randzone der Nekropole geschnitten hat. Zu dieser
Beobachtung paBt, daB zwischen zwei Reihen am Hang gestaffelter gréBerer
Grabbauten ein Freiraum von mehr als 10 m. Breite offenbar nicht mit Grabern belegt
wurde, und daB sich stdlich der modernen Strafle nach Geyikli Graber erst wieder dort
zeigen, wo die StraBe nach Gulpinar/Ayvacik umbiegt. Auch in der Antike kénnte hier
die Strafe zum Heiligtum des Apollon Smintheus in Gllpnar in unmitielbarer Nahe
vorbeigefithrt worden gefn.

Bei den groBeren Grabbauten sind opus caementitium Sackelbauten von
Bauten mit fonnengewdlbter Substruktion? zu unterscheiden. In den tonnengewdlbten

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Kammern fanden sich eine bzw. bis zu drei Nischen, in die evil. Urmen und in einem
Fall, nach Ausweis von Dubelldchern in der Wand, viglleicht auch ein kleines Relief
hineingestellt wurden. Bei den Sockelbauten ist die Aufstellung eines Sarkephags im
oberen Bereich des Grabbaus denkbar. Von den urspringlich vorhandenen
Grabaufbauten hat sich hier nichts erhalten, jedoch finden sich vor dem Rundhoftor im
Osten der Befestigungsaniage von Alexandria Troas im GrunariB &hnliche Sockel mit
erhaitenem runden Aufbau.

Hinsichilich der verwendeten Bautechnik sind deutliche Unterschiede
festzustelien.

Antalya il merkezinin batisinda uzanan ve Antikcagda Lykia Bolgesi'nin dogu ve
kuzeydogu; Pisidia Bélgesi'ninse "Milyas” adiyla taninan guneybat! boliminu olusturan
daglik-yaylahk alan, 7. A. B. Spratt, E. Forbes, W. M. Ramsay, A. M. Woadward, H. A.
Ormerod, R. Paribeni, P. Romanelli, E. Petersen, F. von Luschan, R. Heberdey, E. Ka-
linka, G. E. Bean, Ch. Naour gibi gezgin yahut bilim adamlar: tarafindan degisik zaman-
larda gesitli aragtirmalara konu edilmekle birlikte, tarih, tarihf cografya ve epigrafya act-
sindan ok iyl arastirilip gerektigi sekilde dederlendiriimemig bir yore clarak oteden be-
ri ilgimizi cekmekteydi. Anilan cograff alanda yapilacak sistematik ylzey aragtirmalari-
nin buradaki yerlegme yerleriyle ilgili birgok soruna ¢6ziim gsetirecedi dis{incesinden
hareketle, 1980 yilinda, ybrenin epigrafya ve tarihi cografyasini ilk kez basl basina bir
praje gergevesinde, bltln olarak ele almak Uzere girisimde bulunduk. Avusturya Bilim-
ler Akademisi Klglkasya Komisyonu'nun etkinligi olarak tarafimizdan hazirlanan sz
konusu proje, Kuitdr Bakanhd Anitlar ve Mlzeler Genel Mudirligi'nden gerekli iznin
saglanmastyla, aym yil ekibimizce uygulamaya konuldu.

1880 yihindan bu yana, ayni projenin diger balumand olusturan “Termessos ve
Egemenlik Alani Epigrafik-Tarihi Cografi Yiizey Aragtirmalari” etkinliklerine paralel ola-
rak yurGttugamuoz bu galigmalar, simdi onuncu sezonuna ulagmis bulunuyor. Baslang:-
cindan bu yana gegen dokuz karmpanyada, kararname (dekret), mektup, onur yaziti, ol-
mus kigilere iliskin onur yazttl, adak yaziti, sinir yaziti, mimari yazit, miltasi, liste, heykel
dikme, mezar yazitt kategorileri gibi gesitli tlr ve nitelikte, 200'e yakin, yeni ya da ya-
yimtanmig yazit Uzerinde caligimigtir.

Proje kapsamindaki aragtirmalann birinci yili olan 1990 sezonunda ¢alismalara
Elmali'dan basianmtg ve ilgeye bagl kdylerin &énemli bir kisminin yani sira, Korkuteli |i-
gesi'nin bat kesimindeki birkag koyle, mevki taranmigtir. Bu calismalar sirasinda Eima-
Il ligesi'ne bagh kdylerden Ovacik, Kugik Sogle, Islamlar, Bayindir ve GtimUsyaka'yia,
Yarangedidi mevkiinde; ayrica Korkuteli licesi’ne baglh Blydk Ali Fahrettin Yaylasrnda
toplam 17 yeni yazit ele ge¢mis olup, bunlardan 15", projenin finans kaynagi Avustur-
ya Bilimler Akademisi'nin "Sitzungsberichte” serisi icinde, “Neue Inschriften aus Nord-
Lykien I" adiyla, 1992 yiitnda yayimlanmigtir?.

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Avusturya Bilimler Akademisiyle bitlikte hazirladi@imiz program uyannca Ter-
messos arastirmalarina iliskin yayin faalivetinin éncelik kazanmas dolayisiyla bu sem-
pozyum cercevasinde simdiye dek sadece 1990 ylina ait balima hakkinda bilgi suna-
hildigimiz? s6z konusu proje kapsaminda gergeklestirilen 1981 ve 1992 galigsmalar da,
1990 yilindaki buluntu durumuna gére, Elmall ligesi sinirlari iginde yogunlasmigtir. Yce-
ye badl kdylerin hemen hepsinin ziyaret edildigi bu ¢alismalar sirasinda, Avsar, Akgay,
Tavullar, Yaprakl {GOga), Macun, Haciyusuflar koylerivle, Yuva Beldesi yakinlarindaki
Kildenli, Girdev GOl ¢evresindeki Mescit ve Pazarcik mevkilerinin yani sira, Elmali Be-
lediye Binasi insaat ve Korkutell baraj alanindan gelmek Uzere toplam 18 yeni yazit ele
gecmis olup, buluntulann ¢oguniudu mezar yaziti niteligindedir.

1993 yilindan itibaren galigmalann agirlik noktasi, Elmali yoresindeki aragtirma-
larin hemen hemen tamamlanmig olmasi goz énunde tutularak, Korkuteli ligesi'ne kay-
dirlmig ve 1898 sezonu da dahit olmak Uzere, ilge merkeziyle, badli kdy yahut mevki-
lerde gergeklestiriien dort kampanyalik ¢aligma sonucunda, yeni veya yayimlanmig, 70
civarinda yazit deferlendirmeye alinmistir. 88z konusu yazitlar ilge merkezinden bas-
ka, incelemeye tabi tutulan birgok yerlesim biriminden Bayat, Yelten, Kozagacl, Imecik,
Korucak (Bayatbademlesi KdyU), GGmuasll (Kevzer), Kaguk Ali Fahrettin Yaylas), S6-
gt (Manay), Mamatlar, Cakirll {Imrahor Kaéyl), Blyuk Al Fahrettin Yaylas) {Kirkpinar),
Nebiler Yaylasi, Kizilcadagd (Piyadin), Kizilaliler, Yukarikaraman Yaylasi, Yesiloba, Yazi-
lar (Givgalar Koyi), Kugukil, Giglik Yaylasi, Karabayw Yaylasi kby yahut mahallelerin-
de ele gecmis olup yazitlarin blyiik codunlugunu gene mezar yazitlart clusturmaktadir.
Ayrica, Elmali-Korkuteli siminindaki Tatgedigi (eski Nohutbeti) ve Korkuteline bagli Ne-
biler Yaylasi yakinlanndaki Goggedigi mevkilerinde, dogal kayaliklar Uzerinde sapta-
nan, Balbura kentine ait iki sinir yazitini, dikkate deger buluntular olarak zikretmemiz
gerckir. Keza, Elmalimin 15 km. batisinda, Sinanbucad mevkiinde Prof. Dr. Machteld
Mellink tarafmdan hulunarak Eimal'daki mize deposuna nakledilmis olan bir mezar ya-
zit, icerdidi TiPnoesug ethnikon'u dolayisiyia, daha 6nce yayimlanmig iki yazitta® gegen
Elbessos kasabasinin lokalizasyenuna yeni bir boyut kazandirabilecek nitelikte onemli
bir buluntudur: Isim benzerlidi dolayisiyla, Oinoanda kentinin yaklasik 12 km. dogusun-
daki Elbis Dagl balgesinde yer aldidt tahmin edilen4 Elbessos'un, yazitin ele gectidi ti-
mullsun yakininda bulunan 6ren yeri olmasi, buna gére de, Oinoanda teritoryumunun
dogu sinirinin —Sinanbucadi’ni da kapsayacak gekilde- daha dogudan gegmesi gerek-
tigi sonucu artaya ¢ikmistir.,

Yeni yazitlar agisindan oldukga verimli gegen 1994 ve 1995 kampanyalarinin be-
lirrmemiz gereken bir ézellidi, birkag yerin toplu halde buluntu vermesidir. 1994 vilinda,
Korkuteli llge'sinin 33 km. guineybatisinda yer alan Mamatlar Kéyl'ndn 1 km. kuzeyin-
deki eski koy mezarliginda ve iige merkezinin 30 km. guneybatisindaki Kiztlaliler K&-
yaniin 8 km. batisinda, Kapitas mevkiinde bulunan, Kizilaliler'le Kizilcadad (Piyadin)
koylerinin ortak milkiyetindeki eski mezarhkta yaptigimiz gbzlem ve incelemelerde An-
tikgaga iligkin, yazit kapsayan birgok tasin eski kdy sakinleri tarafindan yeniden kulla-
nimis oldugunu saptadik. ligili kdy muhtarliklar ve kéyidierle yaptigimiz gdrismeler
oclumlu sonug verdi; onlarin rizasint alarak faaliyete gegtik. Her iki mezarlikta sistema-
tik bir ydntemle gerceklestirdigimiz tespit ve belgeleme galigmalanndan sonra, bir ara-
ya topladigimiz 15 yaziti glvenlikleri agisindan yerlerinde brrakmanin sakincali olabile-
cegdini duglnerek, kdy muhtarlarinin da yapiel yaklasimlariyla, trakidrlere yikleyip Ma-
matlar Koyl Camii'nin énfindeki meydanda, Kizilaliler ve Kiziicadag (Piyadin) ilkokulla-
rinin bahgelerinde yan yana dizmek suretivle koruma altina atdik.

1995 yili calisma programi, 1994 sezonundaki etkinliklerimiz sirasinda belirlenen
esaslar dodrultusunda uygulamaya kondu. 1984 yihinda Mamatlar ve Kizllaliler-Kizilca-

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dag'a (Piyadin) ait Kapitag eski mezarliklarinda yapti§imiz belgeleme ve uygulamalarin
benzerini bu kez, gene Kizilaliler Kéy’nlin 2 km. gineyinde, Bahgeyaka Koyl yolu
Uzerinde yer alan ve vaktiyle "Akoglan Mezarhid:” olarak bilinen eski mezarlikta gercek-
legtirdik. Buradan elde edilen 9 yeni yazit, belgeleme iglemlerinden sonra topluca K-
er!jalil’?r KoylI'ne gétirerek, bunlarin ilkokul bahgesinde giveniik altina ahnmalarini sag-
adiks.

Boylece, iki sezonluk bir calisma sonucunda, aralarinda biri sonradan mezar ta-
si olarak kullamimig, Imparator I. Constantinus Devrine ait iki miltaginin da bulundugu,
24 adet yazili tagtan olugan, orijinal ve ilging bir buluntu topluludu elde edilmis ofdu. 22
tanesi mezar yaziti niteligini tagiyan koleksiyon iginde, Kleon ve Lucius Valerius Maxi-
mus adiarinda, Roma lejyonlanindan emekli iki askerin (veterani) mezar taglan da yer
almaktadir ki, bunlardan Lucius Valerius Maximus'a ait olani, ¢ift dilli (Latince ve Hel-
lence) olarak kaleme alinmig olmasi dolayisiyla ézellikle dikkati ¢ekmektedir. 862 konu-
su mezar taglarinin, Mamatiar, Kizilaliler ve Kizilcadag (Piyadin) kéylerinin eski sakin-
leri tarafindan, bagta Tyriaion (Kozagaci) kenti nekropolu olmak Gzere, yakin ¢evrede-
ki antik nekropollerden devsirilerek koylerinin ilk mezarliklarinda, mezar tagi olarak kul-
lanildikian anlagiimakiadir.

Korkutel ve Eimall yorelerinde sz konusu proje etkinlikieriyle ilgili eksikliklerin
giderilmesini ve son olarak baz kontrolieri hedef alan 1996 yili calismalarinin amacina
ulagmasindan sonra, anilan ybrelerdeki tarama ve belgeleme faaliyeti bly(ik élglde ta-
mamlanmistir.

Korkuteli ve Elmall yorelerindeki arazi galigmalarinin hemen hemen tamamian-
mis olmasi dolayisiyla, 1997 yilindan itibaren, proje etkinliklerinin agirlik noktas: Kuzey
Lykia'dan Dogu Lykia'ya, Gandir Vadisi ve gevresine kaydinlmigtir. Oncelikle, yeni arag-
tirma alarmnin taninmasi ve gelecek yillardaki aragtirma stratejisiyle ¢alisma programi-
nin hazirfanmasi amacina yonelik olarak gergeklestirilen 1997 ¢alismalarina, merkez il-
¢eye bagl Hisargandir Koyl'nden baslanmistir. Adi gegen kdy ve cevresinin pilot bolge
olarak belirlenmesi dolayisiyla Gedeller Mahallesi havalisinde yoguniasan galismalar
sirasinda, dnce 86z konusu mahalle merkezi ve yakin ¢evresi taranmig; daha sonra ise,
Akgaisa, Gokdere ve Incircik mahalleleri aragtirmaya tabi tutulmustur. Anilan yerlegim
binmleri gevresinde yer alan Arabintepe, Armutguk, Arpalik, Bayukdipsiz, Cumayani,
Catalcam, Cinarcik, Deveboynu, Dipyurt, Hantepesi, llica, Iceribodaz (Karaganintepe-
si). Kizilcatepe, Kiglkdipsiz, Palamutlar, Tilkilik, Zindantasi/Kale mevkilerinin yani sira,
Hurma Kdyl'ne bagh Kizilcapinar ve Kocakdy mevkilerinde yapilan arastirmaliar olduk-
¢a verimli gegmig; incelenen yazitlar, yorenin dzellikle mezar yazitlan, dolayisiyla me-
zar kuitari agrsindan baylk bir zengintik ve gesitliliie sahip oldugunu gostermistir.

Patara “Yol Kilavuz Aniti'nda” (Stadiasmus Provinciae L yciae)s zikradilen ve son
zamanlarda Dr. Johannes Noll¢ tarafindan, Hellenistik Cagda iliskin, kita lejandii bir grup
sikkeden’ hareketle Saraycik Mahallesi Asaritk mevkiindeki dren yerine lokalize edil-
mek istenen Kitanaura adl yerlesmenin, Stadiasmusta “Termessosiulann Kitana-
ura'sl” olarak gecmesi® Termessos kentiyle iligkilerini gindeme getirdiginden ve Ter-
messos arastirmalanina iliskin nihal yayin faaiiyetimizin de son agamasina gelmis olma-
sinl gdz éniinde tutarak, konuya agiklik kazandirma digincesiyle, 1998 calismalarina
shz konusu dren yerinden baslamayi uygun gordilk.

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Antalya’nin yaklaglk 80 km. gilneybatisinda, Kemer ligesine bagh Goleik Ké-
yi'nin Saraycik Mahallesi yakinlarinda, Asariik adi verilen mevkide, akropofis olarak
tanimlanabilecek bir tepe ve ¢evresine yaylimig durumdaki éren yeri itk kez, 1842 yilin-
da T. A. B. Spratt - £ Forbes ekibi tarafindan kesfedilmig® ve “Marmara” yahut “Apol-
lonia” olmasi olasiliklan Uzerinde durulmustur'o. Ekibin meydana getirdigi haritada yer-
lesmenin “Apollonia” olarak isaretlendigini gorliyoruz. Ayni tarihlerde éren yerinde ince-
lemelerde bulunan August Julius Schinborr’sa, Diodoros'un bir pasajindakilt ifadeye
dayanarak buray “Marmara” olarak idantifiye etmek istemigtir'2. Oren yeri daha sonra,
1882 yilinda, Ot Benndorf tarafindan da ziyaret edilmistir. Arastirmaci, séz konusu
yerlesmenin, ifade etligi anlamla ilgill disincelerini de igeren bir tarumin yapmisgtir's.
geg Antikpadgda Hiristiyanhdin yayilmastyla birlikte dnem kazanarak bagimsiz bir pisko-
posluk konumuna ulagtiy ve Hieroklesteki'* énpov Kavaopa, piskopos listelerindeki
(Notifiae episcopatuurm) Auxmtavoopd, Atkitovoupa, Adukntavoupo ve dider cesitii
yazilis bigimlerinden’S dolay) adinda bir deformasyonun meydana geldigi anlagilan Ki-
tanaura’nin, gergekten, son zamanlarda iddia edildidi gibi Saraycik yakinlarindaki ren
yeri mi oldugu'® konusunun aydinlatiimasina dncelik vererek arastirmalarimizi bu yén-
de gelistirdik. Basta akropolis olmak Uzere, yerlegim alaninin gesitli yerterinde, ayrica
nekropol alaninda on bes gin slreyle yaptigimiz yogun ¢alismalar, tim cabalanimiza
karsin, yerlesmenin adinin saptanmas agisindan sonugsuz kaldi. Isim konusunda en
kUgtik bir ipucu dahi elde edememekle birlikte, calismalar sirasinda 5 yeni mezar yazi-
tinin ele gegirilmesi, ayrica daha énce yayimlanmig ki mezar yazitimin? yanlis okundu-
gu belirlenerek corrigendurm’lanimin yapilmasi, tesellimiz oldu.

1298 arastirmalannin odaklastigi ikinci ¢alisma alanint alugturan Trebenna antik
kenti ve teritoryumuysa, gerek yazit sayis ve kalitesi, gerekse bunlardan elde edilen
sonuglar bakimindan oldukga verimliydi. Antalya’nin yaklagik 30 km. batisindaki Cag-
larca Koyo'nin 4 km. dogusunda, Sivridad’in kuzey eteklerinde, Antalya Ovasi'mni bati-
dan cevreleyen tepealik alanda kuruimus olan Trebenna’nin bulundudu yer, buglin Asar
mevkil adiyla anilmaktadir. Esas itbanyla, akropolis fonksiyonuna sahip, Doyran Cayl
Vadisi'ne ve Antalya Ovasi’na haékim bir tepenin etrafinda gelismis olan antik kentin,
dort bir yanina dagiimis nekropolleri dahil, gesitli yerlerinde gergeklestirdigimiz yirmi
ginlik sistematik bir galisma sonucunda 19 yeni yazit tespit ettik. DokUmantasyonlar
yapilan bu 19 yazittan biri adak, biri Imparator Hadrianus’la ilgiti onur yazitidir; biri bir
imparator mektubunun baslangigc kismina iliskindir. Yazitlarnin geti kalaniysa mezar ya-
zitl niteligindedir.

S0z konusu buluntular iginde, Caglarca Kdy('ndeki evlierden birinin duvannda
yapi tagl ofarak kullanilmis olan ve Imparator Marcus Aurelius tarafindan Trebenna yo-
neticilerine veya halkina génderiidigi anlagilan bir mektubun bastangi¢ kismini tagiyan
bir stel pargasi 6zellikle zikre deger. Onemti bilgiler igerdigi kenusunda slphe bulunma-
yan bu yazitin devamini ele gecirebilmek igin gerek stzu edilen ev ve gevresinde yap-
wgimiz gdrasmeterden, gerekse dren yerindeki arastirmalardan, ne yazik ki, sonug ala-
madik. '

Trebenna 1898 galigmalar ayrica, daha 6nce, ltalyan aragtirmacitar R, Paribeni-
P. Romanelli tarafindan yayimlanmig 5 mezar yazitiyla®®, Avusturyall K. Lanckoronski
ekibi tarafindan yayimlanmisg bir mezar yaz:itinin20 hatalt okundugunu ortaya gikarmis ve
58z konusu yazitlann corrigendum’larinin yapiimasina vesite olmustur.

1998 kampanyasinin dzellikle son haftalar, gelecek yillara iligkin calisma esas-
laririn ve programiarmin belirlenmesini hedefleyen, genis caphl, bir bilgt toplama ve de-
gerlendirme faaliyeti geklinde gegmistir. Altinyaka (Gddene) Beldesi; Hisargandir, Yar-
basicandin, Ugoluk, Hacisekililer, Citdibi, Kuzca, Ségttcumasi, Ovacik, Gedelma koy
ya da mahalieleriyle siwrlanan, bir &n-calisma niteligindeki bu arastirmatar sirasinda,
kisa slreli olarak, pek ¢ok antik yerlesme yerl, nekropol alani veya minferit mezar zi-
yaret edilmistir.

Buradaki calismalar strasinda Tan-
ri Hermes igin bir adak yazit: ele gegiritmis; ayrica, daha énce yayimlanmis bir mezar
yazit12t yeniden gbzden gegirilerek gerekli dlzelimeleri (addendurn-corrigendum) yapi!-
misttr.

Termessos ve egementlk alant yazitlaryla ilgiti aragtirma ve yayin faaliyetine
agirhk vermemiz dolayisiyla 1981 yihindan bu yana hakkinda sizlere bilgi sunamadigt-
miz, buluntularinin degerlendiriime asamasi devam eden, “Dogu ve Kuzeydogu Lykia -
Giineybati Pisidia Epigrafik-Tarini Cografi Yizey Aragtirmalart Projesi” kapsamindaki
1991-1998 calismalarini béylece dzetlemis bulunuyoruz.

Aragtirma alanini olusturan Dodu ve Kuzeydogu Lykia - Glneybatt Pisidia (Mil-
yas) Bolgesi, bilhassa Elmali - Korkuteli yoreteriyle Candir Vadisi ¢evresi Antikgajda
kentlesmenin zayif cldugu bir béigedir. Yerlagmelerin daha gok kirsal yerlesmeler nite-
liginde olmasindan dolayt, ele gegen yazitlanin da, biylk ¢ogunluunu mezar yazittari
olusturmaktadir. 86z konusu yazitlar itk bakista sterectyp olarak gériinehitirse de, her
seyden tnce, ik kez belgelenen, Luwi kiékenli birgok epikhorik sahis adini icermeler
dolayisiyla dnemiidir.

Dokuz yiliik ¢alismanin simdiye dek elde ettifimiz en somut sonucunu, yazitlar-
dan Trebenna kentiyle yakin bir iligki icinde oldugu antagilan Onobara’nin lokatizasyo-
nu otlusturmaktadir. Biim dinyasi Oncbara adiyla itk kez, Rudo!f Heberdey ve Ernst Ka-
linka'nin ¢aligmalan sayesinde tanisrmisti,. 1882 yilinda Lykia’da yaptikiarr epigrafik
arastirmalar srasinda Candir Vadisi'ni izieyerek Antalya'ya dogru Herlerken Gedeller
Koyl'nll (Mahallesi'ni) de zivaret eden Avusturyall iki bilim adami, kéylin hemesn giney-
glineydogusunda, yakiasik 15 dakikatik ylrlyls mesafesindeki, bugin Asarlik diye an-
lan mevkide kegfetltikleri iki mezar yazitinda hem Oncbara adint saptamiglar, hem de
bu yazittardan (ozellikle, Trebenna kentini édenecek mezar cezasini tahsite yetkil kilan
ikinci yazittan) hareketle Onobara'nin Trebenna'ya ait olabilecegini disinmusterdir22,
Béylece, Onobara’nin, Heberdey ve Kalinka tarafindan 1895 yilinda bir kez daha ziya-
ret edilen Asartik mevkiine lokalizasyonu glindeme gelmistir. Nitekim, H. Kiepert hari-
tasi Adalya paftasinmn 1914'te yapilan yeni edisyonunda Cnobara, Gedeller yakinlarin-

Sz konusu
mevkide daha sonra, itatyan arastirmacitar C. Anti ve V. Viale tarafindan, birkag yeni
mezar yaziti daha bulunmustur. Hepsi l8hitler Gzerinde yer alan bu yazitlann iki tane-
sinde Onobara ethnikonu, Trebenna ethnikonuyla birlikte gecmektedir?4; bir tanesinde
Cnobara ethnikonunun yaninda muhtemeten, gene Trebenna ethnikonu yer almakta-
dir?s; pir tanesiyse, Trebenna kentini Sdenecek mezar cezasini tahsile yetkili kilmakta-
dir28. Anlasilacad Uzere, bu belgeler de, Oncbara’nin Trebenna kentine baglihigini ve
Gedeller Mahallesi civarinda aranmast gerektidini gbstermistir.

Avusturyalt ve daha sonra ltalyan arastirmaciardan giniimi(ze dek gegen sire
icinde Cnobara'nin tokalizasyonu konusuyla hemen hemen hig ilgitenilmemistir, Sade-
ce, Prof. Dr. SBemavi Eyice tarafindan 1977 yiinda yazidmis olan ve Trebenna'yt konu
alan bir makalede Onobara'ya Trebenna kentine bagh bir kasaba clarak deginiimekte
ve R. Heberdey'le E. Katinka'nin kesifterine atifta bulunularak, Oncbara'nin Gedeller
Koyl (Mahallesi} yakintarinda yer alcigt belittimektedir??, Ladistav Zgusta da, Onoba-
ra’nin Trebenna kentinin bir demosu clmasi olasiigindan séz etmekte ve ayni sekilde,
buglinktl Gedeller yakininda bulundugu gbrisine katimaktadir28.

Cnobaranin lokalizasyonu konusu, Akdeniz Universitesi Klasik Arkeoloji Anabi-
lim Dal: 6gretim Uyelerinden Dog. Dr. Nevzat Cevilin bdlgedelki calismalarnyla yeniden
gindeme gelmistir. Dr. Cevik ve ekibinin 1994-1995 yillarinda “Kent Antalya'nin Arke-
olofik Envanteri Projesi” gergevesinde gergeklestirdigi Konyaalti - Arapsuyu ¢alismaia-
rt sirasinda Hurma Kéyl'ntin giineybatisinda, Uzmeek {Hurma) Dagdi'nmn kuzey etek-
lerindeki, adi bugtne dek kesin ofarak belirlenemeyen yerlesme verine ait kalinttlarda
da genig kapsamit bir ylzey aragtirmast yapimig ve elde edilen sonugtar billm dinya-
sina sunulmustur. Gevik, 1897 yiiinda yayimladigr iki makalesinde Hurma Koyl yakin-

Bu arada, Ge-
defler'in dogusunda, Karadad ve Sivridagd'la, bunlarin gtineyindeki Camlar Dadi arasin-
da kalan ve “Deveboynu” olarak adlandirifan, kiziigcam ormaniyia kaph mevkinin cevre-
sinde Geg¢ Antik-Erken Bizans ddnemlerine ait bir ¢iftlik evine rastladik. Esas itibariyla
Karadag'in tepesinde yer alan bu giftlik evinden kuzeye, Gokdere Vadisi'ne dogru de-
vam ettigimizde, gene aynt donermiere ait diger bazt kalintilarta; dogu, yani deniz yo-
ninde ilertedidimizde de, bir kismy yazit igeren thitlerle karsilastik. Fakat, daha énce
koytiterden ayni istikametieki Biylkdipsiz mevkiinde bulundugunu &drendigimiz {ahit-
lere ulasamadik; dolayistyla, bunlann arastirimasini dnimizdeki yillara biraktik,

Gedeller’e yaklasik iki saatlik bir yariyGs mesafesindeki Deveboynu mevkiinde
gergekiestirdigimiz Ug guntik bir ¢aligma sonucunda, birt onur, besi heykel dikimi, ikisi
mezar yazitt olmak Uzere, 8 yeni yazit efe gegirdik. Kegfedilen yazitlardan besinde Tre-
benna ethnikonu Oncbara ethnikonuyla birlikte (TpeBevvotns ono OvoBapwv sekiin-
de) gegcmekte; bir tanesindeyse, Trebenna ethnikon'u (TpeBevvarng) tek basina yer al-
maktadir. Deveboynu yazit buluntulart boylece, Heberdey ve Kalinka’nin Onobara'yvia
ilgili distincelerine yent bir boyut kazandirdif gibi, bu yerlegmenin yeri konusundaki te-
reddiitleri de ortadan kaldirmaktadir. Gerek Heberdey-Kalinka, Anti ve Viale'nin Gedel-
ler gevresinde kegtettikleri, gerekse ekibimizce Deveboynu'nda ele gegirilen yaziarda-
ki TpeBevvortng omo OvoPopav kalip formu bizl, Trebenna'nin Onobara'yia muhteme-
len bir sympolitefa (slyasal birlik} hatinde bulundugu sonucuna gdtirmektedir®4: Ono-
bara, stz konusu sivasal birlik gergevesinde Trebenna fopraklarina katilmis olmakdiy,
Diger taraftan, Onobara'nmn Asarlik mevkiindeki ren yerine lokalizasyonuyla iigili goriis
yaniis dedil, fakat eksik bir goristlr. Deveboynu yazitlarina ve arkeolojik kalinufarina
gbére, Onobara, Deveboynu mevkii merkez olmak zere, Gedeller Mahallesi ¢evresin-
deki, Asarltk dren yeri dahil, tim yertesim birimlerini ve nekropol alanlannt kapstyor ol-
mahydi.

Anlagitacagl (zere, bizim Viale'den ayriidi§imiz nokta, Onoba-
ra’nin merkezi konusundadir, Viale'nin Trebenna ve Onobara ethnikonlarinl kapsayan
tek yazitina kargilik, bizim aynt ethnikonlar igeren 8 yazitimiz, ayrica arkeolojik kalinti-
lar | ekibimizin gorasinin cok daha adir bastigini agikga ortaya koymaktadir. Her ne
olursa olsun, Onobara, Trebenna kenti teritoryumunun gtiney ve glineydofusunu clus-
turan bdigeye, yani Gokdere Vadisi dolaylarina tekabll etmelidir3s,

Kanimizea, Typallia’dan Candir Vadi-
si'ni izleyerek Trebenna'ya dodru uzanan ana yoldan, buglnkl Gedeller Mahallesi ya-
kinlarinda doduya dogru tali bir yol ayriliyor ve bu tali yol, Deveboynu mevkii cevresin-
deki &ren yerini merkezi olarak kabul ettigimiz Onobara bélgesine ulagtiktan sanra, ya
Karadag ve Sivridag'la Camlar Dadi arasinda kalan Deveboynu'nu takiben Sigan Ada-
s'min {anttk Atetebusa/tyrnatia) karsilaninda kiyiya vanyor ya da Gokdere Bogazi'n
boylayarak kuzeydoguya dogru ilerliyor ve buglnkl Tanektepenin bulundugdu tepelik
alanin hemen kuzeyinde denize kavuguyardu. Boylece, Trebenna kentiyle, aralarinda-
ki sympaliteia'dan dolay) onun topraklan {teritoryumu) iginde sayllan Cnobara arasin-
da, Candir Vadisi'ni izleyen ana yolla baglantli otarak iletisim sagdlaniyor olmalydi.
Onumizdeki yillarda yapmay: plantadidinmz genis kapsamh arastirmalarla sorunun ke-
sin otarak gdzimlenecedine inantyoruz.

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PiSIiDIA ANTIOKHEIA TIYATROSUNUN YAZITLARI

Bu aragtirma imk&nin: taniyan Kiittr Bakanhi§ Amitlar ve Mizeler Genel Midr-
I’ nin basta Sayin Genel Midurd olmak Gzere, tim galisantarina igtentikle tegekkiir
ederim.

Pisidia Antiokheia'sinda yiltarca kurtarma kazisi ve gevre diuzenleme calismala-
rint strdiren Dr. Mehmet Taghatan birkag anitsal yapinin yan sira tivatro binasinin bi-
yik bir b&IOmOnd gin 1sigina cikarmistir. Ozellikle 1998 yilinda adi gegen yapida elde
editen yazitlar bizim konumuzun 6zund teskil etmektedir,

Bilindigi gibi, Pisidia Antiokheia’s| Helienistik Devirde yani Seleukid Krathdy ice-
risinde dnemii bir kent idi. Ancak M.Q. 25 yiinda Galatia eyaleti kuruldugunda Sele-
ukidterin Antiokheta isimli sehrinin yerinde Roma imparatoru Augusius "Colonia Ca-
esarea” adinda Bah Anadolu'nun en 6nemli Roma kolonisini tesis etti. Bu yeni Roma
sehrini clusturan nifusun ekseriyetli 5, legiondan, bir kismy ise 7. legiondan emekit as-
kerlerden, yani veterantardan olugmaktaydt. Tabli bunun yanisira kent igerisinde farkh
milletlere mensup insanlar da vardt, Eskiden beri bu bélgede oturan Frigler, Grekler, ve
Yahudiler. Bu donemde kent oldukea gelismig, parlak donemini yagamakta idi. Bu ne-
dente, sehrin birgok yerinde sivil yapilardan ¢egmeler hamamiar ve tivatro gibi énemli
yaptar inga editmistir.

Antiokheia tiyatrosu diger tivatrolardan 6zellikle mimari agidan farkh bir yapiya
sahip bulunmaktadir. Soyie ki Hetlenistik Dénemde bir yamaca inga edilen 5.000 kisi-
lik kapasiteye sahip bir tiyatro vardi. Bu tiyatronun hemen yanindan dofu-bati istika-
metinde uzanan sehrin ana caddelerinden biri gegmekteydi (Resim: 1). Ne var ki, An-
tiokheia’'mn tiyatrosu Roma Cafinda glney y&ne dogru genisletilmistir. Yukarida s6zi-
nii ettigim ana cadde bu tiyatronun giiney oturma stralarinimn altindan 60 metrelik bir ti-
nefle gegerek Augustus taptnagina utagmaktadir,

Bu yapinin ézelliginden kisaca bahsettikten sonra, bu tiyatronun oturma siralan
(Resim: 2} {izerinde yer alan yazittarr agiklamak istiyorum. Bu oturma yerleri, hem 6n
taraflarinda, hem de kismen oturma yiizeyinde yazit tagimaktadir. Ust ylzeyinde bulu-
nan yazilar, kisaltmatardan olusmaktadir. Fakat bu oturma stralarimin én yiizlerinde
yer alan yazitlar bize ilging bilgiler vermektedir.

Anadolu antik tiyatrolaninda boyle yvazittara sik sik rasttanir, Genelde bu yazitla-
rin anlami oturma yerterinin belirli gdreviiter veya kurumiara aynian verleri gistermek-
tedir. Tabii ki sehirlerin Ust dizeyde olan, énemli kisileri en lyi yerlerde cturmaktayd.
Antiokheia'da da bdyle idi. Ornek olarak, “rahipterin yeri” yazitini okuyoruz: Tek kisinin
oturdudu blokta bazen ancak ikiser harfin yer aimast, aynilan yerin ne kadar genis ol-
dugunu actkga gostermekiedir.

Bunun yaninda “sporcularn tegkitati” yazitini okuyoruz. Bu sporcularin cemiyeti
grup halinde sehirden sehre festivalden festivale dolagiyordu: Uyelsrt spor yarismala-
rma katihp kazandiklart ile yasamlarim srdirtyorlardi, ginimizdeki sporcular gibi,

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Bu sporculara ait teskilatin birgok yerde bilindigi diger tiyatrolarda gbze carpan
yazitlardan anlasiimaktadir. Her sehirde de dnemli rahipler bulunuyordu. Ancak bunia-
rin yani sira Antiokheia sehrinin 6zelliklerinden biri de, bu tivatroda ortaya gikiyor: Otur-
ma yerlerinin birgcogu, baska sehirlerin vatandaslari igin ayrnilmaktayd. Iste gérlyeruz,
drnek olarak: “Philemelion halkt ile hemfikir clma”. Bu Philometion, simdiki Aksehir, An-
tiokheia'nin komsu sehirerinden biriydi; Sultan Dagr'mn diger tarafinda bulunmaktay-
di. Yaztt "homonoia"dan yani “ayni goriste clmak™an bahsetmektedir. Philomelion va-
tandaslarinin Antiokheia'da davetli oldukarindan dolay, iki komsu gehir arasinda higbir
hudut kavgast veya anlagsmazlik olmadifini bdylece égrenmig olmaktayiz.

Fakat bunlarin yaninda daha bagka davetliler Antiokheia tiyatrosunda yer aliyor-
fardi. Kornsu sehirlerin yani sira uzak kentlerden gelenler de vardi. Ckududumuz ya-
zitlar bunlarin da daimi yerler oldufuna isaret etmektedir. Fotografta gorilen kismen
asinmis oimakla beraber, tespit ettigimiz bu yazitta "Synnada’lilarin belediye meclising
ait” sdzclklerini okumaktayiz. Bu oturma yerterinin o sehrin enciimenlerine ait oldugu
ortaya gikmaktadir. Hemen ifade edelim, Synnada gunimuizdeki Afyon / Suhut licesi-
'nirt eski adidir. Yalvag ve Suhut arasinda bahsettigimiz Philomelion veya Aksehir, fa-
kat Aksehirin iterisinde Dinar, eski unlt Apameia sehri, bulunmaktadir. Ancak burada
flging olay, Apameia‘dan bahseden higbir yazitta Antickheia tivatrosuna rastlayamadik.
Hem de bir bagka oturma sirasinda gérldigd (Resim: 3, 4) “Apollonia sehrinin vatan-
daslarina ait yer" yaziimaktadir. Apollonia, Isparta / Uluborlu ligesi'nin eski ismidir. Phi-
lomelion, Apcllania, Synnada isimleri meveut olduktan sonra, nasil Apameia bulun-
mayabilir?

GunUmuzde yapinin cldukea tahrip gbrdidl anlasiimaktadir (Resim: 5). Belki de
Apameia halkina ait olan oturma yerlerinin kaybolan eturma siralarinin arasinda oldu-
gunu sdylemek fazla hatall olmayacaktir. Clnkl bu ylzyiin baginda Yalvag'a yakin
olan Hisarardi KoéyU'nde Ingiliz aragtirmact William Ramsay'in, bir ev duvarinda devsir-
me malzemesi olarak kullaniimis hir tas Gzerinde buldugu yazitta “(Claudio) Seleuke-
ia'llar ile anlasma...” dan bahsedilmekte idi. Ancak Ramsay, bu yazitin esas yerini tes-
pit edememistir. Bugln ise, Dr. Taghalan'in yaptigi kazr sonrasinda, bu oturma tasinin,
yerinde olmayan cturma siralarina ait eldugunu saptamtg bulunmaktayiz.

Burada goérdlen tivatro yazitlarinda ortak bir noktanin varhdim tespit etmis bulu-
nuyoruz. Bu yazitlarda "homonoia® (Resim: 6} yani kentler arasinda yapilan anlagma-
larda taraflanin hemfikir clduklar ve uyum igerisinde bir arada buldunduklan anlasil-
maktadir. Aslinda bu “homonoia” gelenedin sikkelerde gok aglk bir bigimde gérir(z.
Ornegin, Antiokheta ve Ikonion {Konya) adlarina basttan ortak sikkelerde her iki sehrin
ad| birlikte anidmaktadir.

Buna ilaveten Ug yazittan stz etmek Istivorum. Bunlardan birt William Ram-
say'in 1924 yilinda yaptigl kazida bulunmus olup bugln Afyon Mizesi'nde korunmak-
tadir (Resim: 7). lkinci yazit ise William Calder tarafindan 1912 yilinda vayintanmistir.
Ancak bu yazitin nerede oldugu bilinmemekteydi. 1997 senesinde asistanim Dr. Guy
Labarre tarafindan bu yazitin yeri tespit adilmigtir. Uglncu yazita gelince bu, grubun
en énemilisidir, bu yazit Dr. Mehmet Taglialanin vaptigi kazilar sirasinda yeniden orta-
va ¢ikarimistir,

Sozinl ettigimiz her G¢ yazit yukarida degindigimiz gibi "homonoia” gelenagini
aksettirmektedir. Birinci yazit, Galatia eyaletinde bulunan Tavium (yani Biyiiknefes)
sehrinin Antickheia kentine diktirdigi sehir tanrigasina ait olan bir heykelin variijina isa-
ret etmektedir. lkinci yazitta ise bir Roma kolonisi clan Lystra'nin {Hatunsaray) tarafin-
dan kardes sehir ofarak Pisidia Antickheia'sina diktiriten bir heykelden sz ediimekte-
dir. Bunlardan (glncisi) Dr. Taghalan tarafindan Antiokhela’nin ana girig kapistnin seh-
re bakan kisminda yer alan genis meydanin kuzeybatl késesinde ortaya gikanlimistir,
Yazitl bu heykel kaidesinde diderlerinden farkl bir durumla karsilasiyoruz. Bu yazitta
yukarida belirttigimiz (Claudio) Seleukeia sehrinin Pisidia Antiokheia'sina gostermis ol-
dudu samimi dostlua kargilik, Antiokhela sehrinin de bu kente bir heykel diktirdigini
ofrenmekteyiz.
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Diger iki heykel kaidelerinin aym meydanda yer aldigin! blyilk bir ihtimalle séy-
leyebiliriz. Buna gdre, Pisidia Antickheia'sina girenlerin, ana qiris kapisindan gegtikten
sonra, bu meydanda ilk rastladikiar heykellerden birkag! bunlar olmali idi.

Sonug olarak, Antiokheia gehrinin ne kadar énemli oldugu bu yazitlardan agikga
anlasiimaktadir. Augustus Ddneminde bir Roma kolonisi olarak kurulan Pisidia Antiok-
heia’sinin basgta bulundugu bélge olmak Uzere, diger sehirler arasinda da gerek kG-
rel gerekse sosyal etkinlikler bakimindan énemli bir merkez oldudu ortaya ¢ikmakta ve
bunu da sivil yapllarin yegunlugu kanitlamaktadir,

1988 habe ich die im Jahre 1985 begonnene historisch-epigraphische
Erforschung der Kibyratis fortgesetzt, mufite mich aber auf eine nur einwdchige Reise
beschranken’. Dennoch konnten wieder zahlreiche neue Inschriften aufgenommen
und schon bekannte revidiert werden. Besonders in Kibyra selbst und in der am FuB
der Ruinen liegenden modernen Stadt Gélhisar wurden durch die unermudiiche
Energie und das Organisationstafent des Ruinenwdachters Isa Eryurt eine Anzahl noch
unbekannter Denkmdaler ausfindig gemacht und an einen sicheren Ort zur
Aufbewahrung gebracht.

Eine wichtige Aufgabe war die Revision der groBen Ehreninschriften im Theater
van Kibyra, da sie bisher nur in unzureichender und teilweise verwirrender Farm pub-
liziert worden sind. Es handelt sich um Ehrungen, die zwei verdienten Mannern van
den Phylen der Stadt zuteil wurden, namlich dem Quintus Veranius Philagrus und dem
Zeuspriester Marsyas. Die Ehreninschriften flr Philagrus sind ziemlich umfangreich,
und die Fassungen der einzelnen Phylen weichen an einigen Punkten voneinander ab,
was bei den bisherigen Publikationen nicht deutlich wird2, Das Ziel der Revision war es
samit, die Grundlage flr eine Ubersichtliche und grindlich kammentierte Neu-Edition
der Texte zu schaffen. Im Falle des Marsyas waren bisher drei Text bekannt und pub-
liziert3, gin vierter fand sich unter den Abschriften von R. Heberdey in Wien, und ein
funfter kam schlieBlich bei der Revision im Theater selbst zutage. Leidsr sind nur die
Namen der Phylen in den publizierten Inschriften lesbar; es sind die ¢uin Movoowou
Kootopog, die ¢vin Zipopxov wou TiBepov Zwwopkov und die oukn IThomwvog
Keadlikieous Die in den beiden anderen Texten genannten Stadtviertel kénnen nur
unvellstandig entziffert werden; moglicherweise kann man eine dvin Opeotov rekon-
struieren, und vielleicht eine nach dem Kaiser Tiberius benannte éuin Tiepron
Koenoupog Zefogtov, was sich gut in den historischen Zusammenhang einpassen
lieRe, da Tiberius der Stadt nach dem verheerenden Erdbeben des Jahres 23 n. Chr.
grofizlgige Aufbauhilfe gewéahrie.

In Gélhisar nahm ich neben einigen Grabinschriften eine Ehrung durch das Volk
und die Rémer auf, die sich den schon bekannten Inschriften gleichen Inhalis zuge-
sellt. Ansonsten ist aus der Stadt nur noch .ein Nachtrag zu einem Fund des Jahres
18995 zu machen. Es ist eine lateinische Inschrift, die teilweise unvollstandig und teil-

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weise schwer zu lesen ist. Inzwischen hat sie sich als posthume Ehrung flr den
Vorsteher einer Station des Zollbezirks von Asia {"quadragesima portuum Asiae™) het-
ausgestellt, wodurch eine soiche erstmalig flr Kibyra bezeugt ist.

Ein weiterer Nachtrag betrifft die landliiche Gegend nérdlich von Kibyra. Im let-
zten Jahr habe ich an dieser Stelle die Vermutung geiuBert, daB der durch zwei
inschriften angeblich bezeugte antike Ort “Alastos™ in Wahrheit "Alassos” geheiBen
habe, was weitreichende Konsequenzen hat. Zundchst kann man dann namlich ein bei
Plinius genanntes Volk mit den Bewohnern dieses Dorfes identifizierens, und zweitens
erklart dies den Beinamen "Alasseng” einer am Ort verehrten Gottermutters. Die
l.esung des ersten, inzwischen verlorenen Steins (IGR |V 886) konnte aufgrund einer
in Wien befindlichen alten Abschrift schon verbessert werden, und eine Uberpriifung
des zweiten, heute in einem Teegarten in Tefenni aufgesteilten Monumentes (IGR IV
894) hat nunmehr den endglltigen Beweis erbracht, dai der Ort tatsichlich "Alassos”
hie. Zudem hat sich ergeben, daB der zu Beginn derselben Inschrift gelesene und
ohnehin schwierig zu erkldrende Titel oo koving nicht exisitert; vielmehr hat dardber
eine weitere Zeile gestanden, und der gesamte Text lautete: [ Yn] ep cwtnprog ko !
KPOKOTNC USWE.

Bei dem etwa 2 km. sldlich von Tetenni gelegenen Dorf Yuvalak befindet sich
gin isolierter Felsen, der an einer Seite mit Uber 70 Reliefs einer Reitergottheit bedeckt
ist, unter denen jeweils eine Inschrift gestanden hat. Die Reliefs und Inschriften wur-
den 1995 schon untersucht, doch auch wiederholte Versuche bei unterschiedlichem
Sonnenstand im Jahre 1888 haben nichi dazu flhren kénnen, die stark verwitterten
Inschriften auch nur teilweise zu lesen. Es ist lediglich zu sehen, daB der Gott stets auf
dieselbe Art und Weise {mit wehendem Mantel nach rechts reitend) dargestellt ist, aber
selbst seine Attribute sind kaum zu erkennen. Im modernen Dorf liegen zahlreiche
antike Reste verstreut, aber es ist nichts dabei, das auf eine nennenswerte Ansiediung
schliefRen lieBe; es scheint sich hauptsachlich um Teile von Gréabern zu handeln.

In der weiteren Umgebung von Kibyra wurde die Ruinnenstitte der rdmischen
Colonia Olbasa bei dem heutigen Bélenii untersucht, aber es kamen keine nschriften
zutage. Lediglich in Belenli selbst und einigen umliegenden Dorfern sind alte Steine
verbaut bzw. aufgestellt, die aber zum gréBten Tell schon publiziert sind.

In Yassigime nahmen wir einen leider fragmentarischen Sarkophag mit der
Darstellung des Perseus und der Gorgo nebst erkldrenden Inschriften auf, und in
Yarigh, dem antiken Takina, versuchten wir, die restlichen Fragmente eines vor einigen
Jahren publizierten Kaiserbriefes ausfindig zu machen; doch der hilfsbereite
Birgermeister konnte uns nur die Stelle auf einem Feld zeigen, wo man sie nach der
Zerschlagung des Steins vergraben hatte.

Antalya
Mizesi'nden katilan temsiicimiz Sayin llhan UnlGsoy daima arkadasgca ve yardima ha-
zir kisiligi ve ilgisi ile ¢alismalarimiza blylk élglide katkida butunmustur.

1998 kampanyas| sonucunda arastirma bélgemizin dzellikle blyiik yerlesimlerin-
deki calismalar onemii diglide sona erdirilmigtir (Marita: 1): Tasenin eksik olan topog-
rafik haritasi 2 m.lik minhani edriler ile hazirlanmug, Korba ve Trysa'da geriye kalan
kontrol caligmalar: bitiriimigtir. Hoyran yerlesimi tamamen belgelenmig ve éiguimastir
{Cizim: 1).

Kyaneai kentinde (Gizim: 2} surlarin icinde kalan kent planinin kontrol edilimesi
yaninda mimari buluntularin yaklagik - bazi tek tek érneklerde ise kesin - bir tarlhleme-
sini yapabilmek esas alinmistir. Bu amaca yonelik olarak bltlin akropol tepesinin ve
agoranin kuzeyindeki bilyik bir alanin yeni bastan belgelenmesinin yaninda, kentin ge-
ri kalan difer bolgelerinde de plan igin gerekii tamamlamalar yapilmistir. Kent plarn sim-
diki durumda son asil haline ulagmistir. :

Akropol tepesi Uzerinde burada bulunan ¢ok sayidaki sarniglara su toplamay!
sadlayan sistem araghnlmigtiy. Suyun sarniglara buyuk agik havuziar aracili§s ile degi,
bu havuzlarn Gzerindeki gabilar vasitasiyla ve kayaya oyulmus kana! sistemleri araci-
h§yla toplandigini, saptanan kanallar ve boru tesisatlan géstermigtir.

Agoranin kuzey kenanndaki bir yap, duvann iginden bulunan bir sikke sayesin-
de yaklagsik M.O. 100 civarina tarihlenmistir: Burada belki de bir stoa kargimiza grkmak-
tadir.

Agoranin kuzeyinde kent plani agisindan bakildi§inda ilging olan basgka bir bulun-
tu gbze carpmaktadir. 80 m. genigligindeki bir alan Uzerinde bulunan yapilar, 40 m. lik
uzunluklara sahip paralel seritler halinde kuzeybati-giineydogu dogdruitusunda, egik bir
acl olusturarak agoraya birlegsmektedir. Kesinlikle dnceden daha uzun olan bu serit ha-
lindeki parseller, kuzeyde ve gineyde bugtlin Ustlerinde gérilen yapi kalintisindan da-
ha eski olmalidir.

Bu yapilarnin dogrultusu Kyaneai'in plarm hakkinda genel bir izlenimi dogrulamak-
tadir. Agoranin etrafinda siralanan yapilar, esasinda kargilarinda yer alan suriara para-
lel ya da dik acili bir durumda inga edilmistir. Boylece agoray sanki ortak merkezli bir
daire halinde ¢evrelemektedir. SOphesiz, bu planlama Kyaneai'in M.OQ_ V. yiizythn ikin-
¢i yanisinda uygulanmig olan kurutusuna dayanmaktadir, ancak bu dénemden gerive
kalan yapi temelleri bayuk oranda Bizans ve Osmanh Ddnemi binalani ve &zeliikle ¢ift-
liklerle kangmigtir.

Bu-
nu Gzellikle kuzey sekttrdeki D kilisesinin bir hayvan agth olarak kultantimaya baglan-
masi gdstermektedir.

Bunun disinda Dog. Dr. E. Oner tarafindan yUratilen arastirmalar, kentin kuzey-
dogusundaki tepenin itinali bir sekilde, katmantar halinde otugturuldugu sonucunu ver-
mistir, Boylece bir kugatma tepesi tezi ya da bir deprem sonucu olugan moloz yidin: te-
zi gegerlilikierini yitirmektedir. Bu durumda, burada dogu kapis! éninde yer alan (¢ ka-
pilt takin temelinin atiimasi i¢in olugturulan bir dolgu ya da -betki daha olasi bir tahmin
olarak- ¢ok bilylk bir timills sz konusudur.

Gelecek kampanyada Kyaneai'da daha ayrintili sekilde yap1 belgelenmesi calig-
matar yuritilecek, biylece Kyaneai'in evre plantanint gikarmak mimkin olacaktr,

Trysa ve Hoyran ¢evresinde {Harita: 2, 3) gergekiestiriten ylizey tarama caligma-
lart, bolgenin Klasik Dénem sonras) Kyaneai polis teritoryurmnu Gzerindeki hanedantik
yertesimierinin yakm gevrelerinin birbirleri ile kargifastinlmasina yonelik arastirmayr so-
nuclandirmistir. Yeni arazinin toplam olarak 8 kmasi sistematik olarak taranmistir. Trysa
bolgesinde km2 ye 60 (3,5 kme de 212}, Hoyran bdlgesinde ise km? ye 49 (4,5 km? de
221) buturtu He ok yogdun bir butuntu dadthmi tespit edildi. Bu biyik bir farkla bugine
dek saptadiimiz en yogun buluntu dagtimidir. Tabif i bu buluntu sikhidma Hoyran boi-
gesinde her seyden once ¢ok sayidaki tanm yaptlan (pres tesisleri v.s.), Trysa bélge-
sinde ise sarniglar ve pres tesisleri neden olmaktadir. Tespit edilen giftlik yapitarinm sa-
yisi 35 ile bugline kadar alistlanin Uzerindedir, sUphesiz koy yerlesimlerinin sayisi 8 ile
gegen yiltardan daha yiksektir. Bunun yaninda Hoyran boigesinde Klasik Ddnem koy
yerlesimlerinin meveut olmasi anilmaya deger bir noktadir.

Klasik Gag yerlesim yaptst ve politik codrafya Uzerine fikir yiritmek igin eriglime-
si amaglanmis bilglierden de dnemli sonuglar cikartabilir: Klasik Caddaki hanedan yer-
lesimleri kargtastiridi@inda (Harita: 4} Trysa gibi Hoyran gevresinde de yerlegim sikhid
Avsar Tepesi'ndekinden disikidr. Ama hergeyden Onemlisi burada da Korba ve Tu-
se'nin yakin ¢evresinde oldugu gibi kuleli ciftlik evierinin meveut olmadigt gbriiliir. By
saptama bizim Avgar Tepesi'nin Klasik Cagda bdlgeye hikam siren verlesim oldugu-
na iliskin tezimizi dogrulamaktadir.

Hoyran ve Trysa gevresinin yerlesim yapisi Klasik Cagdan Bizans Cagma kadar
kronolojik olarak oldukca diizenli bir gérintll vermektedir. Cok sayida ve oidukga genis
alanlara yayllan ovalar ylizyillar boyunca tarima yénelmis halk icin burada dikkate de-
ger bir cekicilige sahip olmus olmalidir. Bu nedenle yerlesimlerin isk&ninin Klasik
Cagdan Bizans Cagina kadar devamiihgy slrpriz bir sonu¢ degitdir. Yukanda da anildi-
J1 gibl dncelikte Hoyran gevresinde tanmsal aktivitelerin yoguntugunu agik olarak ispat-
fayan kiguk zirai kompleksler (bir-iki odah yapilar, istikler, harman yerleri v.b.) gok sa-
yidadr,

Buntar diginda burada ayrica birkag ilging buluntuya deginmek istiyorum: Divle
Kéyimin biraz batrsinda, kictk bir Klasik Cag beylik konutu butunmustur (Gizim: 3) Bu
konut koytn hemen Gstlindeki akropolisin tizerinde yer alan dnemli Klasik Cag yerlesi-
minin gok yakininda bulunmaktadir {(Gizim: 4).

Trysa - Hoyran yolunu kontrol eden ve ¢ekirdegi yaklagik 100 x 100 m. genigli-
gindeki yertesimin yiizdlgimt nekropoller dahil edildiginde 240 x 300 m. yi bulmakta-
dir. Akropolde ve bugnki Divie Kdyl’'ntn hemen kenarinda sadece ana kayadan oyul-
mus bugln hala gorilebilen odalar yaninda, tepenin glney-gineybat yamaclarinda
Hellenistik ve Roma Imparatoriuk Cadinda siiphesiz degistiritmis ve kullaniimaya de-
vam edilmis olan duvar ve yapt katintilar korunagelmistir.

Cok sayidaki keramik butuntular, yerlesimin Geg Arkaik/Erken Klasik Doénemden
Ge¢ Roma Cagina kadar siirdtgan{ ispat etmektedir. Birkac pres tesisi le Rhodos lipi
amphora kulptart tarimsal ve ticari faaliyetiere delit olarak gosteritebifir,
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Yerlegimin erken donemlering ait bazi mezarlar bulunmustur. Yerlegimin kuze-
yindeki Klasik Cadja ait keramik buluntular: vasitasiyla tarihlenen timuits mezarlan, gi-
ney yamagctaki bir kaya mezar ve 6zellikle akropolden bir sirt aracihd ile ayrifan, 23 ka-
ya mezari igeren derin ve yuvarlak bir obruk dikkat cekicidir. Son bahsedilen kaya me-
zarlarindan yainzea birfsinin cephesi ahsap mimarnyi taklit eden slsleme elemanlar
gostermektedir; olasthkla bu mezar Klasik Dénem yerlegiminin en dnemli ailesine hiz-
met etmigtir. Likya mezarlan esas ofarak aile mezarlar oldujundan Klasik Cag verlesi-
minde yaklagik 25 aitenin, yani en azmdan 100 kisilik bir ndfusun ikamet ettigi schucu
cikaritabilir. Son olarak, elde yapilmis birka¢ keramik pargasi burada bir Prehistorik Dé-
nem yerlesimi de bulunmus olabilecedini tahmin ettirmektedir.

Bizans Déneminde Divle yerlesimi terk edilmigtir. Biraz énce so6zUni ettigim Kla-
sik Cafj beylik konutunun hemen asagisinda, glneybatida ver alan tarlalarin kenarin-
daki hafif egimli yamacta, Geg Antik ve Bizans gaglarina tarinlenebilir, 200 x 100 m. ge-
nigliginde ikinci bir kdy yerlesimi tespit edilmigtir {Cizim: 5). Pres tesisleri ve bulunan
curuf parcalarn yeriesimdeki tarimsal ve esnaf faaliyetlerine isaret etmektedir, Klasik
beylik yapisindan taginan bazi bloklarin burada spofie olarak ikinci kez kullanildi@) go-
ze carpmaktadir. Yerlesimin ortasinda bir kilise kurulmustur.

Bu yerlesim hareketler! bélgemiz igin tipik bir gelismedir: Yerlesimler zamanla
tepelerin zirvelerinden dizliklerin kenarlanina kaymaktadir. Diger bir tipik gelisme: Kla-
sik ve Hellenjstik Donemin yérede dagimnik bulunan ciftliklerinden Roma ve Bizans Do-
nemindeki koy yerlesimlerine dogru olan geligimdir. Divle'nin hemen dogusunda baska
bir koy yerlegimi daha saptanmigtir. Ayni bolgede Geg Klasik / Erken Hellenistik bir gift-
lik kompleksi tespit edilmistir (Ctzim: 8). Ayrica yine Hoyran yakinlarinda bulunan, dng
verandall klasik bir giftlik yapisi Avsar Tepesi'nde saptadijimiz evlere benzer bir temel
plant gbstermektedir.

Bolgenin tanmsal faaliyetlerinin en dnemli Granleri Gzim ve zeytindir; bunu tes-
pit edilen gok sayidaki teras kompleksleri de kantlamaktadir.

Cedrafyacimiz Dr. V. Hohfeld bolgemizin teras kompleklerinin dlgimini yap-
maktadir. Gene antik kéy yerlesimlerinden birisine bagdh bu tarm alanlan dncelikle,
Kyaneai teritoryumunda ¢ékis donemi clamayacadi, kdy yeriesimleri diginda ayni do-
nemden biyiik ¢iftlik yapilari lle de kanitlanan Geg Antik Caddaki, zeytinyagd: ve sarap
Uretimi kapasitesinin bir dereceye kadar tam bir tahlilini yapmaya olanak saglayabilir.

S6z0 edilen teras komplekslerinden birine sahip Yurtene yerlegiminin Roma im-
paratoriuk ve Geg Antik Dénem kalintilan; 2 pres tesisini, 6 sarnics, 8 ¢iftlik evini ve sI-
nir duvarlarn ile gevrelenmig tarimsal kdy arazisini kapsamaktadir (Cizim: 7). Arazi ken-
di icinde de sinir duvarlan aracihgi ile giftliklerin sayisina esit olan alti pargaya bélin-
mistar. Teraslanmig olan bu tarlalarda kesinlikle zeytin ve GzGm yetistiriimistir. Ayrica
hayvancihigin da dnemli oldufu slphesizdir. '

Trysa bélgesinde kampanyanin sonunda ¢ok farkll, ancak ilging bir bulunty sap-
tanmistir. Trysa Kalesi'nin birkag yiz metre dogusunda {Harita: 2) ve iyi karunmus bir
timolisin sadece 15 m. uzaginda bulunan, 1m. yUksekliginde orthostatlaria ¢evrilmis,
11,50 m. ¢gapindaki yuvarlak yapi su anda tam tarihi veritememekle birlikte, kesin erken
bir caga aittir. Gelecek kampanyada temizlenacek olan bu yapi ik bakigta sagirticr bir
bigimde Mykene akropolisi'ndeki B No.lu mezar gemberini hatrlatmaktadir. $SUphesiz
yapiin taban seviyesi ¢evresini saran ova ile heman hemen ayni seviyededir ve kis-
men goriinen kayalar ana kaya tzerindeki toprak tabakasinin gok algak oldugunu ve
dolayisiyla bugunku taban sevivesi alinda mezarlara olanak vermeyecegini goster-
mekiadir. Dolayisiyla bu yuvarlak alanin belki mezar kiltine bagl bir toplanti yeri - ofa-
sihkla bir orkhestra - oldugu akia yakindir.

Avsar Tepesinin batisi ve Kozakonad: Tepesinin glney eteklerinde (Harita: 4)
bircok timulils ve oda mezarlariyla bezenmis alanda 1992 yilinda saptanmig olan ka-
Iintilarin kontrol ediimesi de ayni gekilde dnemli yeni sonugtar dodurmustur. Birinei ola-
rak, yapilardan birkaginin bitki 6rtlistinden temizlenmesi, daha énce kuleli ¢iftlik olarak
yorumlanmis bir yapinin gergekte lyi islenmis bloklarla insa edilmis oldugunu, Klasik
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Caga ait blylk bir podyum mezar oldugunu agiga g¢ikarmigtir. Podyumun bati tarafina
bir mezar odasinin yapilmis ve eskiden podyumun uzerinde duran kuglk mezar paye-
sinin yapinin giney tarafina dusmis oldugu saptanmigtir. Bulunan paye Kyaneai'dak
Klasik Cagda ait Aslanli Lahit'in yanindaki kl¢Uk mezar payesine benzemektedir. Bu kii-
cuk payelerin mezar cdasina sahip olmaktan ziyade mezarlar isaretlemek amaciyla di-
kildigi asikardwr. Podyum mezarin birkag metre batisinda, yine yamaca insa edilmis, ba-
tiya bakan ylksek bir teras duvarina sahip baska bir mezar a¢iga gikarlmistir: Bunun
Avsar Tepesindeki Klasik Cad yamag mezarlanna benzeyen bir tipte oldugu kuskusuz-
dur.

Avgar Tepesi kalesinin gdris alani icine giren yaklagik bir dizine mezara sahip
Kozakonag nekropelinun tamarmindan, Avsar Tepesi'nde bulunan malzemeyle kargi-
lagtirilabilecek Arkaik ve Klasik ¢adlara ait keramik buluntutarl yaninda - tumulUs ben-
zeri ama daha gok dortgenimsi bir forma sahip blylk bir mezardan - konsantrik daire
bezemeli (proto?)geometrik bir parga ele gecmigtir. SUphesiz KigGk Asya'nin batt ve
glneybatisinda bu motifin ortaya gikma stresi M.O. 7. ylzyilin ik yanisina kadar uza-
yabilic. En azindan bu parga, mezari yaklasik terminus post guem non olarak tarihie-
mekte ve Avsar Tepesi gcevresinde, simdiye kadar mezariar disinda tastan yapiimis bag-
ka yapilar tespit edemedigimiz bir evrede yerlesim birimleri bulundudunu goéz énlinde
tutmak zorunda oldugumuzu gdstermektedir.

Avsar Tepesi Likya'nin en genis hanedan yerlesimieri arasinda sayilimalidir. Esa-
sinda sadece Likya degil, butdn TUrkiye'nin en iyi korunmusg Anadolu tipt Arkaik ve Kla-
sik Donem yerlesimidir. 1982'de kegfetiigimiz ve bunu takip eden alti kampanya slire-
since aragtirdigimiz yerlesimin cksiksiz tam planint bugiin sizlere tanitabilecegiz. Avsar
Tepesi'ndeki galismalar yiritmils clan Andreas Thomsen bu dnemli yerlesim Uzerine
yazdidl oldukca kapsamli doktora tezini bundan on gun énce TUbingen Universitesi'nin
Kiiltar Bilimleri Faklltesi'ne sunmustur.

ARBEITEN AUF DEM AVSAR TEPESI 1998

Die wichtigsten Vorgaben der Kampagne 1898 waren der Abschiuf der
Bauaufnahme und die Vervollstandigung des Planes der oherirdisch sichtbaren Reste.
Dieses Ziel wurde erreicht (Cizim: 8). In der kommenden Kampagne sind lediglich noch
einige Nacharbeiten durchzufihren.

Den Forschungen innerhalb der Siedlung ging die Begehung der Nord-, Ost-
und Sudosthange auBerhalb der Siediung voraus. Die herausragende Entdeckung
dieser Begehung war ein 23 x 25 m. groBes Gehoft, das sich nur etwa 80 m. von der
Akropolis entfernt am Osthang befindet. Diese in klassische Zeit datierbare Anlage ist
eines von mehreren GroBgehdften Im Vorfeld des Avsar Tepesi, doch aufgrund seiner
Nahe zu den geschlossen bebauten Bereichen ist dieser Komplex eigentlich noch zur
Siedlung selbst zu rechnen. Die hohe Zahl groBer Gehdéfte im Umfeld des Avsar Tepesi
ist wohl darauf zurtickzuflihren, daB die bedeutenden Gutsbesitzer die raumliche Nahe
zum Siedlungszentrum suchten, um hier auf wichtige Entscheidungsprozesse EinfluB
nehmen zu kdnnen.

Einen Schwerpunkt bei den Arbeiten innerhalb der Siedlung bildeten das etwa 2
ha groBe Geléande um die Osinekropole und die Umgebung des als ‘AP 83' bezeich-
neten Hogels, Neben sehr einfachen, zumeist tumulusartigen Grabern wurde in
diesem Bereich eine Grabanlage mit Temenos entdeckt, Bei dem ehemals runden
Gebilde in der Mitte des Platzes kdnnte es sich um die Reste eines gebauten Altares
handeln. Erwahnung verdienen ferner zwei vermutliche Stallanlagen im sidéstlichen
Randbereich der Siedlung. Von besonderem Interesse ist dabei der unmittelbar éstlich
des erwihnten Grabes liegende, vielleicht als Marstall zu deutende Komplex. Er beste-
ht aus einem mehrrdumigen Wohngebaude und einem etwa 20 m. langen, wohi als
Stallung dienenden Bau sowie aus einem etwas tiefer gelegenen, ungefdhr 150 m2
groBen Hof, der nach allen Seiten durch Mauern begrenzt wird. Um ein herkdmmlich-
es Gehoft kann es sich bei diesem Ensemble nicht handein. Bemerkenswert sind auch
die vergleichsweise aufwendig gestalteten, aus dem Siedlungsbereich herauffihren-
den Wegterrassen. Das Vorkommen von Pferdestillen im Kontext lykischer
Dynastenresidenzen wird durch den in lykischen [nschriften bezeugten Titel des ‘Hern
der Pferde’ nahegelegt.

Bei den nérdlich der Akropolis, vor allem im Bergich der sogenannten
Nordnekropole aufgenommenen Bauresten handelt es sich gréBtenteils um schlichte
Tumulusgraber. In einem etwa 2500 m? umfassenden Areal stdostlich der Agora
befinden sich schlecht erhaltene Wohnbauten, Wehrzwecken dienten sehr
wahrscheinlich die am Steilhang stdostlich der Akropolis festgestelliten Terrassen-
staffeln. -Soweit die Ergebnisse der Kampagne 1998. Da die Oberflachenunter-

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suchungen - wie eingangs erwahnt - weitgehend abgeschlossen sind, mochte ich im
folgenden noch einige Grundthesen aus meiner kirzlich abgeschlossenen Dissertation
vorstellen.

Zusammenfassung der Ergebnisse der Karnpagnen 1993 - 1998

Der von Fruchtebenen umgebene Avgar Tepesi ist wie die meisten Iykischen
Siedlungsplatze der klassischen Zelt wegen seiner an drei Seiten steil abfallenden
Hange nur muhsam zu erreichen. Das Siedlungsbild ist gekennzeichnet durch ein
deutliches Vorherrschen des freistehenden Einzelhauses. Agglutinierende
Tendendenzen sind nur in wenigen Bereichen festzustellen. Aus diesem Grund ist der
Avsar Tepesi -wie vermutlich die meisten lykischen Orte jener Epache- zu den
Einzelhaussiedlungen zu rechnen.

Mit seinen etwa 14 ha bebauter Flache war der Avsar Tepesi die gréBte antike
Siedlung im Bergland von Yavu. Er gehérte damit - 8hnlich wie das 16 ha groBe Hizirhik
bei Fethiye - in die zweite Reihe Iykischer Siedlungen. Ubertroffen wurde die
Siedlungsfidche dieser beiden Ortg lediglich von den 26 bzw. 25 ha einnehmenden
Metropolen Xanthos und Limyra Uberraschend hoch ist die Bebauungsdichte des
Avsar Tepesi, der kaum ungenutzte Flachen aufweist.

Wie die meisten bedeutenden lykischen Orte ist die Siedlung auf dem Avsar
Tepesi in eine Akropolis und eine von einer Ringmauer umgebene Wohnsiedlung
untergliedert. Ungewdhnlich ist allerdings die etwa 6 ha groBe unbefestigte
AuBensiedlung. Mit ihren 0,4 ha nimmt die Akropolis des Avsar Tepesi nach Xanthos,
Tiise und Limyra die 4. Stelle unter den Iykischen Burgen ein. Etwa die Halfte der
Siedlungsflache ist van Wohnbauten bedeckt. Ebenso wie die Nekropolen machen die
offentlichen Areale - also Akropolis, Agora, Heiligtimer und Heroa - etwa 11 % der
Gesamtflache aus. Vergleichbare Proportionan sind wohl auch far andere lykische
Siedlungen der klassischen Zeit zu erwarten.

Unter den Wehrbauten ist die z. T. vorzlglich erhaltene, in Ober- und Unterburg
aufgeteilte Akropolis an erster Stelle zu nennen (Cizim: 9). Im Gegensatz zu dieser
scheint die stwa 1,1 km. lange aber sehr schlecht erhaltene Siedlungsmauer grindlich
zerstort worden zu sein. Bemerkenswert ist die konseguente Eingiiederung von
Wohnbauten in die Befestigungslinie, wo sie als ‘Turmhauser’ offenbar die Aufgaben
von Wehrtirmen und Bastionen wahrnahmen. Parallelen findet dieses anscheinend f(ir
vorhellenistische Siediungsbefestigungen in Zentrallykien charakteristische Konzept in
Seyret und Tlse.

Die westlich der Akropolis gelegene Agora (Cizim: 10) nimmt unter den
Platzanlagen und Freifidchen des Avsar Tepesi die in jeder Hinsicht herausragende
Stellung ein. Sie wurde offenbar als Versammlungsplatz und kultisches Zentrum
genutzt: Eine etw 7 m. breite, leicht gebogene, mit einem zentral gelegenen Zugang
versehene Mauer am Nordende des Platzes kénnte als Unterbau fur holzerne
Zuschauertriblnen gedient haben. Das Podium an der Sldseite des Platzes dirfte
einen aus Fachwerk bestehenden Kultbau getragen haben. Zwei Pfeilergraber weisen
diese Platzanlage zudem als einen Ort dynastischer Selbstdarstellung aus.

Das grofte Wohnquartier befindet sich am Westhang des Avsar Tepesi (Cizim:
8). Weitere Wohnviertel sind an den Steilndngen unterhalb von Agora und Akropolis,
sowie im Bereich der AuBensiedlung anzutreffen. Von besonderer Bedeutung scheint
das Areal zwischen Akropolis und Agora gewesen zu sein, denn dart befindet sich der
groBte Wohnbau der Siedlung. Bei diesem kinnie es sich - zumal die Akropoelis kein-
gtlei Spuren von Wohnbebauung aufweist - um die Residenz eines der flihrenden
Manner, vielleicht sogar des Dynasten selbst, handeln.

Auf dem Avsar Tepesi konnten drei unterschiedliche, bislang unbekannte Haus-
typen festgestelit werden. Am klarsten faBBbar ist das Verandahaus, welches das Erschei-
nungsbild der Siedlung offenbar seit der Mitte des 5. Jhs. bestimmte (Cizim: 11 a).
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Seinen Namen verdankt der Haustyp einer dem Wohntrakt talseitig vorgelagerten
verandaartigen Terrasse. Charakteristisch ist flr das Verandahaus freilich ebenso die
Unterteilung des Wohntraktes in zwei langrechteckige, voneinander unabhéngige
Segmente. Diese dffneten sich auf einen seitlich gelegenen Hof, der zugleich als
Verteiler diente. Die wohl aus Fachwerk bestehenden Gebaudewande erhoben sich
Uber einem soliden steinernen Sockel. Es deutet siniges darauf hin, daB die
Verandahauser mehrere Geschosse und dadurch ein turmattiges Aussehen besafen.

Den zweiten Haustyp, das Reihenraumhaus, zeichnet vor allern eine Folge von
drei oder vier hintereinander gestaffelten Raumen und das Fehlen eines Hofes aus
(Cizim: 11 b). Das Vorkommen dieser besonders solide gebauten Wohnanlagen
scheint sich nach dem derzeitigen Kenntnisstand auf den Zeitraum zwischen dem
spaten 6. und der 1. Hélfte des 5. Jhs. zu beschrénken. For die dritte Hausform sind
gebogene Mauerabschnitte und ein weitgehend unregutierter Grundril charakteris-
tisch (Gizim: 11 ¢). Er gehort offensichtlich in archaische Zeit.

Sakralbauten sind auf dem Avgar Tepesi nicht immer zweitelsfrei von profan
genutzten zu unterscheiden. Sicher ist jedoch, daf Heiligtimer in zwei unterschied-
lichen Erscheinungsformen auftreten. Es handelt sich entweder um tempelartige Kult-
bauten - z. B. das Podium auf der Agora - ader um offene Heiligtimer, die lediglich
einen unter freiem Himmel stehenden Altar oder Felsthron besitzen. Intergssanter-
weise ist jedem Grabbezirk ein eigener sakraler Bezirk zugeordnet. Moglicherweise
lant sich dieser Befund mit lykischen Grabinschriften in Verbindung bringen, in denen
vom Schutz einzelner Grabbereiche durch eine Gottheit die Rede ist. Hinzu kommen
ginige, mit einer temenosartigen Einfriedung versehene Gréber, die wohl - wie die ein-
gangs erwahnte Grabanlage - als Heroa anzusprechen sind.

Der bedeutendste Grabbezirk des Avsar Tepesi, die
Shdnekropole, liegt zwar in der AuBensiedlung, nimmt hier jedoch eine zentrale
Position am SGdhang zwischen Agora und Akropolis ein. (Gizim: 8). Der dort
vorherrschende Grabtypus besteht aus einem Podium mit Grabkammer (iber dem sich
ein aus Fachwerk bestehender, 1 - 2-rAumiger Oberbau erhob (Cizim: 12) Der bauty-
pologische Zusammenhang dieser Grabanlagen mit den Wohnhéusern des Avsar
Tepesi ist evident.

Ausgehend von den etwa 130 fesigesteliten Hausern durfte die Bevolkerung des
Avsar Tepesi im spaten 5. und frihen 4. Jh. v. Chr. etwa 800 - 1000 Personen betra-
gen haben. Uber die Zusammensetzung der Bevllkerung sind keine gesicherten
Aussagen mdglich. Allerdings gibt es, wie ein lykischer Graffito bezeugt, auf dem von
einem Gastgeschenk die Rede ist, Hinweise auf aristokratischer Lebensformen. Da
zugleich Indizien fur eine Dynastenherrschaft vorliegen ist von einer sicherlich vor
allem aus Gutsherren bestehenden Flhrungsschicht auszugehen, aus deren Rethen
sich auch die Gefolgschaft des jeweiligen Herrschers rekrutiert haben wird.

Kurz nach der Mitte des 4. Jhs. wurde die Siedlung - offenbar als Folge &uBeren
Zwangs - vollstandig aufgelassen. Das bis dahin vergleichsweise unbedeutende
Kyaneal trat die Nachfolge des Avsar Tepesi an und entwickelte sich als Zentrum einer
neugegrindeten Poiis rasch zum Hauptort des Berglandes von Yavu.

1998 arastirma mevsiminden iki buluntuyu dikkatinize sunmak istiyorum. Biringi-
si, Bodrum Muzesi'ndeki miltasidir. Bodrum'a yakiasik 15 km. uzaklikta bir ingaat girke-
tinin deposunda, ihbar Gzerine ele gegirilmis ofan tagin tzerinde, Roma Imparatoriuk
Déneminden ki ayr yazit bulunmaktadyr. (Burada yazittan beni haberdar eden miize
yetkililerine tesekkir ederim).

Silindir biciminde ofan tagin Uzerindski itk yazitta Septimius Severus, Caracalla,
Geta ve lulia Domna’'mn adian butunmaktadir, Birlikte ydnetimde oldukiart dénemin
hangt yilinda tagin dikitmis oldudunu saptamak, tagin sag yani hemen hemen tmiyle
asinmus oldugu igin, olanaksizdir. Ancak sonda, 12. ve 13. satirlarda gérevi ve adi be-
lirtilen proconsu Loliianus Gentianus'un (Q. Hedius Rufus Lollianus Gentianus) ckun-
mas! tasin tarinlenmesinde tek dayanagimizdir. Daha 6nce 1855 yilinda Bean ile Co-
ok'un vaytmlamis oldukian Bodrum Yokusbaginda bulunmug ofan miltast da Seve-
rus'un tribunicia potestas'ini, gene aginma nedeniyle, tam olarak vermemesi yliizlinden,
bu konuda bize yardimci olmamaktadir. Ancak Eskihisar (Stratonikeia) yakiniarinda
Bagcilar'da (Gibye) daha sonra Germencik'te bulunmus olan taslarda bunun "9 (The-
ta)" olarak gbrlimesi, ayrica her ki miltaginda 2. konsulldgan belirtitmis olmasi, Lolli-
anus Gentianus'un prokonsCHaganan 1.S. 201 yilina tarihlenmesini saglarmistir, Bu ne-
denle, buradaki tagin metinde 4. satirin "9 (Theta)" olarak tamamlanmasi uygundur.
Hemen alttaki sattirda (5. satir) konstlldkle (hypatos) ilgili sayida, Badcilar ve Germen-
cik yazitlarina bakarak, "ikinci (io Beta)" olarak tamamlanmast uygun gérildQ.

Bu yazitta 3., 7. ve 10. satirlarda "Sebasto/Sebaste to Beta"lar, Bodrum Yokus-
bas| yaziting bakarak tamamiandi. Bu "o Beta"larin, Sebastos ve Sebaste sézciUkierin-
den sonra neyi gosterdidi, bildigim kadariyla, bilinmemektedir. Ancak Neapolis'te {Na-
poli} ele gecmis bir onur yazitinda tarih vertlirken, Severus'un adinin yaninda da "Se-
bastu to Beta" kullaniimaktadir. 7. satinn senunda Beta'nin agik ofarak gérilmesi, 3. 7.
ve 10, satirlardaki boglukiarin, Bodrum Yokugbast miltaginda oldudu gibi, "Sebasto/Se-
haste" olarak tamamlanmasina neden olmustur.

Tasg, ikinct kez Tetrark'lar zamaninda gene miltast olarak kullamlmustir. Constan-
tinus'un {Flavius Valerius Constantinus) Caesar, Galerius'un (G. Galerius Valerius Ma-
ximianus) Augustus {Sebastos) olarak gorlldigu bu tasta bir Sebastos ile bir Caesar'in
adi damnatio memoriae nedeniyle sonradan kazinmistir. Adi bu nedente kazinmig olan
kigilerin biri Licinius, éteki Maximinus'tur {(Dala).

Bu nedenle tasin dikilisini 1.S. 308 tarihine koyduk. Daha asagidaki yiiksek gé-
reviinin adina {Valerius Bataas), bildigim kadariyla, daha dnce rastlanmarnstt. £En son
satirdaki uzakhk (6 mif) tagin Halicarnassus territoriumunda dikildigini géstermektedir.

1998 arastirma mevsiminde elde edilen dnemfi bir sonug, daha énce arastirma,
Gloim ve kazi yapmig oldugumuz, Piginda Zeus'u tapiaginin bulundugu Camhide-

1998 ?/m epigrafik ve tarihi-cografik ?/uzeg/ aragtirmalart Adana, Osmanlye, Igel
ve Antalya itlerindeki antik kentler ve cevrelerindeki antik k8y ve giftlik yerlesmelerinde
sOrdtriimiistir. Bu caligmalar strasinda 7171 arazide, 4'4 de mizeterde olmak tizeras 75
adet henliz yayinanmarmig olan epigrafik ve arkeolojik nitelikte taginir kiltdr varhigi sap-
tanmigtir!, Bunfardan Ggl Helienistik, 68°i Roma Imparatoriuk ve ddrd( Bizans Devrine
tarihtenmekiedir. Aynica iki adet antik kdy yertesmesi belirlenmistir.

Adana lli Calismalart

1988 yil aragtirmasinin ilk agamasinda Adana Mlzesi ve Adana ililndeki antik
kentler ve cevrelerinde Cukurova antik kentlerinin yazitlar katalogtarini hazirtamaya
yonelik epigrafik ve tarihi-cografik galigmalar yapilmigtir. Bu galismalar kapsaminda
Cukurova’daki Anazarbos (=Dilekkaya; Kozan), Aigeai (=Yumurtalik), Malfos (=Kizil-
tahta), Magarsos (= Dortdirek, Karatas) ve Mopsuhestia (= Misis, Yakapinar-Havrani-
ye) antik kentieri ile bu kentlerin arazilerinde incelemeler yapilmigtir. Bu aragtirmatar st-
rastnda toplam 42 adet antik yazit saptanmigt.

Ozellikie M. S. 3. yizy! baslarindan itibaren Cukurova’nin baskenti konumunda
olan Anazarbos antik kentt (Harita) ve ¢evresinde yapti§imiz incelemeler sirasinda, La-
tince yazitlt bir mil tag!, bir mozaik yaz, iki adak yazitt, bir kiliseye ait yazith bir balust-
rat ve 37 adet mezar yaziti bulunmustur. Bu yazittardan antik kent bélgesinde bulunan-
lar daha onceki yifarda bulunaniarla birlikte bu yit sonunda yayinlanacaktir. Anazarbos
antik kenti yazitiar katatodunun 1. cildini olusuran bu kitap antik kent i¢h ve yakin gev-
resinde bulunan 860 yazitt kapsamaktadtir. Anazarbos’un Gukurova’nin blyiik bolimu-
nt kapsayan arazisinde 1889 ythina kadar bulunmus ofanlar ise dnumuzdeki yil baski-
ya veriimes! dngtrilen ve yaklasik 350 yaziti kapsayan kinci cittte yayintanacaklardir.

Anazarbos antik kenti iginde gegen yif yaptidimiz caligmalar sirasinda bu kent
ve gevresinde tapinimiart oldukea yaygin olan Zeus Olybris ve Aphrodite Kasalitis isim-
li dag tanr ve tanrigasinn kit t0renteri kapsaminda onemii rol oynadigimi sandiimiz
kayalara oyulimus merdiventerin tiyatro caveasinin hemen kuzeyinde baglayip Anazar-
bos’a adim veren dagin zirvesine dedru yénelen gtizergéhinda incelemelerde bulun-
duk. Merdivenierin bagladidi yerde kayalara oyulmug dort kose bir oyuk bulunmakta-
dir. Bunun hemen birkac metre dogusunda kesme taglardan yapilmis bir yapinin kalin-
tist gériimektedir. Dagdin zirvesine yénelen merdivenlerin glizergahinda kayalara oyul-
mus sunaklar {izerinde Aphrodite Kasalitis’e adanmig yazitlar gorilmektedir.

Anazarpos’a adin veren dagin Gzerinde bulunan Ortagag kalesinde ¢ok sayida
antik yapt elemaniarinin devgirme malzeme ofarak kulanimig oldudu goriimistir
(Resim: 1).

1998 will arastirmatarima izin veren T. C. Kiittr Bakanlidy, Anitiar ve Mizeler Genet Midirligine ve Bakaniik tem-
siteisi Dirdane Sayir'a tesekkdr ederim,
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Anazarbos’un 1,5 km. kadar gineybatisindaki Kurudere HéyugU'nde son yillar-
da Roma imparatorlan Macrinus, Elagabal ve Severus Alexander donemlerinde, seh-
rin 1 mil glneybatisinda Mopsuhestia’ya giden antik yolun Gzerinde diktirilmig olan (¢
mil tag! bulunmustu. Anazarbos’a 1 mil uzakli§ belirtmek Gzere ¢esitli donemlerde mil
taslarinin dikildigi anlasilan bu mevkide, 1988 yilinda bir mil tagi daha bulundu. Yeni
bulunan mil taginin Gzerinde iki adet Latince yazit metni goriimektedir. Tasin Gst kis-
minda daha bly(k harflerle yaztlmrs olan metnin ilk satirinda, 286 yilinda birinci tet-
rarchianin dizenlemesine gbre Augustus olan ve imparatorlujun batisinin yénetimin-
den sorumlu olan Maximianus un ad! gegmektedir. Maximianus 305 yilinda dortli y6-
netimin {=fetrarchia) kurucusu Diocletianus ite birlikte zorunlu olarak gekilmek zorunda
kaldi. Ancak 306 yilinin Ekim ayinda tekrar politikaya déndi. Fakat 308 yili Kasim ayin-
da Diocletianus’'un baskisiyla yeniden aktif politikaya veda etmek zorunda kaldiysa da
310 yihnda tekrar yonetimde aktif rol almak istedi. Ancak bu kez déniisinden kisa si-
re sonra tutuklandi ve intihar etti.

Bu yazitin ikinci satirindaki diger Maximianus ise 305 yilindan beri dogunun
Augustus’u olap Galerius elmaliydi. Ayni yazitin 3. satirinda ise 305 yilindan itibaren
dogu eyaletlerinin yénetiminde Galerius ile birlike sz sahibi olan Maximinus Daia nun
adi gegmektedir. 4. salirda ise |. Constantinus’un, adim ckumaktayiz, 308 yilinda Ca-
esar olarak bati eyaletlerinin yénetiminde séz sahibi olan Constantinus 307 yilinda Au-
gustus ritbesine yUkselmisti. Bu bilgilerin 1si§inda mil taginin Gzerindeki ilk metin 307
yill sonu ile 308 yill Kasim ayl arasindaki doneme tarihlenebilmektedir,

Mil tagmin alt kisminda daha kigiik harflerle yazilmis olan ikingi Latince metnin
ikinci satirinda Constantinus Chlorus un odlu Crispus’un G¢lnct ve dérdinen satirlar-
da Licinius ile Constantinus'un adlari okunmaktadir. Licinius 308 yilinda Carnuntum’ -
da yapian konferansta bati eyaletlerinin yonetimini Ostlendi. Crispus ise 317 yilinda
Caesar oldu, 328 yilinda Adriyatik kiyisindaki Pola Limani'nda idam edildi. Licinius ise
324'te Chrysopolis'te (Uskidar) Constantinus'a yenildi ve bir yil sonra éidarildi. Bu
tarihi olaylara gére ikinci metnin Crispus’un Caesar oldugu 317 yilt ile Licinius un ye-
nilgiye ugradigl 324 yillan arasina tarihlenmesi mimkin géritimektedir.

Mil tagimin Ozerindeki bir mit ifadesinden bunun buluntu yerinin Anazarbos tan
bir mil uzakta dikili oldugu anlasiimakiadir ki, bu da yukarida degdinildigi gibi, buluntu
yeri olan Kurudere'nin Anazarbos a olan uzakhgina esittir.

Anazarbos civarindaki incelemelerimiz sirasinda kentin batisindaki bir giftlik
evinde bulunan ¢ok sayidaki eser arasinda kirectagindan dikdértgen bir levha (zerin-
de bir tiyatro maskesi kabartmasi ile mermerden yarim sGtun Gzerinde iki adet karg ka-
bartmasi dikkati gekmektedir. Burada Anazarbos nekropollerinden daha dnce birgok
orneklerini tamcigimiz farkl tipolojik dzellikler gosteren mezar stellerinden, iki degisik
grubun dzelliklerini yansitan iki yeni buluntuyu daha inceleme olanagini da bulduk.

Anazarbos'un arazisinin kuzey yonindeki yayilma alanint saptamak amaciyla
yaptigimiz incelemeler sirasinda, Cukurképrd= kavsaginda bulunan bir depoda bir kili-
seye ait yazith bir balustrat dikkatimizi gekti. Bu eserin buluntu yeri daha dnceki yillar-
da inceledidimiz Pekmezci Koyl (Harita) civarindaki hdyikte yer alan kilise kalintisiy-
di3. Balustratin yazitindan, bu mimari elemanin, kullanldigi kilise mekamna orada go-
revli bir rahip tarafindan vakfedildigini 6grenmekteyiz.

Mantag K&yl arazisinde bulunan Gavurdam ya da Gavurgedidi alarak anilan mevkide
u¢ yil once inceledigimiz Gren yerinde® kagak kazilar sonunda ortaya ¢ikan ve bir kili-
seye ait oldugunu tahmin ettigimiz yazitl bir mozaik taban ddsemesi saptadik. Mozaik
yazitinin sag yarisi kagak kazilan yapanlarca tahrip edilmis olup, diger yarisi da kagak
kazilann devarmi halinde tamamen yok olma tehdidi altindadir. Anazarbos gevresinde
bircok benzerlerini gordigimiz Roma ve Erken Bizans dénemleri antik kéylerinin ye-
ni bir érnedi clan bu ren Kilisesinin, yap! yaziti oldudu anlasilan bu epigrafik buluntu
sayesinde, Gorpiaios ayinda "Diakon” Gnvanini tagiyan bir rahip tarafindan yaptinldi-
ni ogrenmekteyiz, Yazitin Anazarbos takvimine gore verllen yil sayisina gore tarihlen-
mesi, tam yili belirleyen, harflerin bulundudu yerin tahrip clmasi nedeniyle mimkin
olamamaktadir.

Koyi'niin kuzeyinde, Késali Kéyi'niin eski yeri olarak tanimlanan mevkide, Boma im-
paratoriuk Devrine ait bir nekropol(n kahntilarini inceledik. Cok sayida yap kalintisi ve
yaz(tin bulundugu bu dren yerinde bir mezar amtina ait yazith bir blok dikkati gekmek-
tedir. Ortasinda bir hayvan kabartmasi olan yazith alan oldukca aginmigtir, Ayni dren
yerinde bulunarak civardaki bir yayla evine getirilmis olan bir bagka biok Gzerinde ise
bir tdnceki eserde oldugu gibi gok asinmis bir mezar yazitl bulunmaktadir,

Yumurtalk iige merkezinde lokalize edilen Aigeai antik kenti (Harita) civarinda
yaptigimiz incelemeler sirasinda, antik kent civarinda yapiian su kanah kazi ¢alisma-
lari sirasinda, gok genis bir alana yayilan nekropel alaniarn igerisinde baz mezar bu-
luntularimin ortaya ¢iktign goriilmistir. Gahsmalan sGrdiren DSt Bélge MUdurligl san-
tivesi géreviileri tarafindan Aigeal’in kuzeyindeki nekropal alaninda bulunan Hellenistik
Devre ait siyah sirli bir tabak (Resim: 5) Adana Milzesi'ne teslim edilmigtir.

_ Nach einem Besuch auf der insel Menet im Bafa Goll, der der Suche nach und
der Uberprifung von frither dort gefundenen Inschriften galt, wurde der Berichierstatter
in Kapikirt von Einheimischen auf einen Stein aufmerksam gemacht, der in einem
Schuppen verwahrt wurde und als Waschbrett diente. Er tragt mehr als vierzig Zeilen
Text in frahhetienistischen Buchstaben. In Anbetracht der wissenschaftlichen
Bedeutung und ohne Zweifel auch des materieflen Werts des Fundes wurde er sofort
in das Museum nach Milas gebracht. Es handelt sich um einen Vertrag zwischen
Latmos, der Vorgéngersiedlung von Heraklela am Latmos, und Pidasa, einer kleinen,
mit groBer Wahrscheintichkeit im Grion zu iokalisierenden Stadt, aus der Zeit zwischen
323 und 313 v, Chr.

Nach dem Ende des Surveya wurde bel den
Ausgrabungen eine weitere, fast vollstindig erhaltene Inschrift gefunden. Prof. Idil hat
dem Berichterstatter ein deutliches Photo bersandt, das eine sichere Lesung des
Texts ermoglicht. Ihm sei auch an dieser Stelle noch sinmal fir das Entgegenkommen
gedankt.

Der Marmorblock
mit einer bisher unbekannten Inschrif, der in der Stdwand der byzantinischen Kirche
am Theater verbaut ist und Uber den im vergangenen Jahr berichtet wurde, konnte
nicht bearbeitet werden, weil die fir Byzantinisten wichtige Konstruktion hatte zerstért
werden missen.
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PALAEOGEOGRAPHIC STUDIES IN THE BUYUK
MENDERES DELTAPLAIN, 1998

1 - Infroduction

The gecarchaecological studies in the Blylk Menderes deltaplain aim 1o recon-
struct the palaeogeography of the area, with special impact on the delta progradation
and the shift in the shoreline in prehistorical and historical times. The tool to reach this
goal is geological corings, the results of which are then interpreted - partly directly in
the field, partly later in the laboratories. Since 1998 was the first campaign of cur own
project in the Blyik Menderes deltaplain, it is worth noting the state-of-the-art research
on the subject and the still open questions.

Deltas and coastal floodplains are natural archives from which the evolution of
the shoreline and the sea-level changes can be interpreted with geological, geomor-
phological, geophysical, pedological, palynological, palaeozoological and chranostrati-
graphical methods, Archagology and the historical sciences enable us to gain insights
into the human impact en the environment and date the different phases of settlement
progradation or recession. This leads to the establishment of a chronology of the
events and helps with the reconstruction of the palasogeographic evolution of the
coastal regions across the miliennia. Furthermore, the contribution and proportion of
natural environmental changes (e.g. caused by sea-level fluctuations, subsidence, cli-
matic changes) may be weighed against the human impact (e.q. clearing of forests,
construction of dams and canals). The final goal of coastal geoarchaeology is to gain
information on the pataecgeographic situation, reconstruct the former landscape, trace
the phases of delta growth and decipher the shift in the shoreline. The author has been
working on this subject since 1986, focusing on Western Turkey since 1995 (see bib!i-
ography).

In defta regions, the groundwater table is high. Therefore, archaeologists often
have to fight against the penetration of water into the excavations. Geological corings
are the most appropriate and least costly means of exploring the subsurface strata.
Cores are best obtained with a vibro-coring device. The processing of the samplaes and
the different methods involved are shown in (Fig. 1}.

2 - The Evolution of the Blylik Menderes Delta

The Holocene transgression created many marine embayments along the
Aegean coast of Turkey, reaching far inland. It is presumed that the former lLatmian
Guif extended up to Aydin (now more than 65 km. inland) (Schroder - Bay 1996:
Briackner 1997 a). So far, this transgression peak has not yet been dated. The main
reason for the following delta progradation is the superalluviation due fo human-
induced erosion in the hinterland where easily erodible rocks outcrop.

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In the delta region of the Blyuk Menderes {Majandros, Big Meander: Fig. 2), the
enormous shift in the shoreline is deduced from: {a) the brackish Bafa Gélli, a remnant
of the former Latmian Guif; {b) the harbours of Priene, Myous and Miletos which silted
up in historic times; and (c) the former Island of Lade which is now totally integrated
into the coastal plain. To date, the existing scenarios for the historic delta growth (Fig.
2) are hased on literary evidence alone. They are contradictory and major questions
are still unresolved (Bruckner 1995 b, 1996, 1997 a, 1988).

3 - Fieldwork in 1898

In 1998, the team consisted of the German participants Prof. Dr. H. Briickner, Dr.
M. Handl, Dipl.-Geog. St. Binot and B. Schultz (all from Marburg), plus the Turkish
Ph.D. student Levent Uncu, formerly Ankara, now lzmir. The temsilci was Mrs. Alive
Yamanci from Ankara. The working programme and progress were discussed with our
Turkish colleagues Prof. Dr. . Kayan and Doz, Dr. E. Oner, Izmir. The field season
started on 7 August and ended on 7 October 1988. The drilling sites are indicated in
Figures 2, 3.

The standard geological profile is as following: On top of bedrock and slape
debris, transgression facies indicates the first transition of the shoreline, due to the
worldwide Late Pleistocene - Holocene transgression. Marine facies follow: silty, mica-
ceous sediments with marine macro- and microfauna. The regression brings shallow
marine and lagoonal strata with the abundant occurrence of Cerastoderma edule.
From about 1 m. below present sea level to the present surface is terrestrial alluvium.
Several corings were arranged in geological cross sections in order to better under-
stand the delta growth and especially the evelution of Bafa Lake (Fig. 3).

3.1 - Cross Sections | and !

The first coring within this geological sequence started at Sergin, then followed
the dam between Bafa Lake and Baylk Menderes and ended at the mountain flank.
Four corings (SIZR 2, 3, BAF 3, 2; research area B) - each up to a depth ofca. 13 m.
-were done with a mean distance of 2 km. The stratigraphy is quite complicated: The
alluvium of the Buyllk Menderes normally covers the first 4 m. In the southwestern part
of the profile, however, it is interrupted by lagoonal sediments, up to 11 m. thick. They
seem to contain some marine ingression facies. A definitely marine environment -
transgression facies with beach pebbles - is reached in BAF 2 at a depth of 14 m., con-
tinuing until the abraded bedrock at 14.75 m. below surface. An interesting find is prob-
able parts of a necklace (possibly Chalcolithic), having been deposited within the far-
met lagoon at a depth of more than 12 m. below surface, i.e. 8-8 m. below present sea
level. Both a strongly oxidized layer and a tayer rich in organic matter (black colour)
helo 1o stratigraphically parallize the cores.

Cross section il was drilled at a distance of 2.6 km. to the northwest of cross sec-
tion | and parallel to it. This geologic transect is more or less along the main road from
Sdke to Milas. Four cares were taken with a mean distance of 2.2 km. (BAF 4-6, SAR
2 research areas B and C).

The definitely marine environment was reached at a depth of 11 m. in the south-
western part of this cross section. The fluvial sediments {(alluvium} reach their biggest
thickness within core SAR 2, possibly up to 8.7 m. below surface. The smallest thick-
ness (and therefare the latest influence of lagoonal and marine environments} was
erncountercd at drilt site BAF 5; whereas at BAF 4, the thickness of the alluvium
increases again. '

Another result which can be noted is that both cross sections show the same
details: (a} a strongly oxidized zone in nearly all of the cores; (b) repeated fluctuaiion
of the environmental conditions; {c) thicker lagoonal and marine strata signifying longer
lagocnal and marine influence in the southwestern part of both cross sections. This
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also confirms the expected later influence of the Blaylk Menderes in this region as
compared to the northeastern part.

3.2 - Cross Section il

The third transect (TUZ 1-5, BAT 1-3; research areas C and A) was cored close
to the street from Tuzburgazi to Miletus in order to get a profile near the present lagoon-
al area of Karina Gold.

Marine sediments were encountered in nearly every core of this cross section at
a depth of 3-4 m. below surface, i.e. ca. 2-3 m. below present sea level Shells and
shell fragments proved the macroscopically visible start of the marine facies, very often
in a sandy environment. This stratum is superposed by fine grained lagoonal deposits
{silt and clay). At some sites they are rich in organic matter and contain terrestrial as
well as lagoonal snails. These sediments reach an average thickness of 1-2 m. and
start (from top to bottomn) at 1-2 m. below surface, i.e. ca. 0.5-1 m. below present sea
level. Blyilk Menderes aliuvium, mostly being silty and sandy, tops the sequence up to
the present surface.

The cross section can be interpreted as follows: The Biylk Menderes deltaplain
reached this area several centuries ago, probably during the Middle Ages. Before that
time, the area had a lagoonal and - for most of the time - a fully marine environment.

3.3 Cross Section IV

The fourth cross section starts in Priene and goes southward, directly to
Sarikemer (PRI 1-4, SAR 3, 2; research areas A and C). A general problem of this tran-
sect is the fact that hardly any macrofossils were encountered. Therefore, the definite
limits of marine versus lagoonal and lagoonal versus fluvial (Blylk Menderes) strata
could not be determined during fieldwork. This in-depth study via microfaunal analysis
is still in progress in our laboratories at Marburg University.

It is worth mentioning that we found ceramic fragments within Blylik Menderes
alluvium in PRI 2, i.e. within the plain close to the Priene rock, between .20 and 8.20
m. below surface. They were dated to the Hellenistic era (4th to 2nd century BC). In a
nearby coring (PRI 7}, ceramic fragments were encountered at a similar depth {6.40-
8.20 m b.s). With increasing distance to the former city, the occurrence of ceramic
finds decreases rapidly. In PRI 4, SAR 3 and SAR 2, no human arifacts were found at
all.

When comparing cross section IV with the geological situation at Miletus, it can
be summarized that on the northern side of the Bllylk Menderes graben, i.e. along the
{lank of Samsun Dagdi (the former Mykale), a higher rate of subsidence has occurred.
Therefore, the thickness of the Biyik Menderes deposits is higher in the northern part
of the graben.

3.4 - Cross Section V

The fifth cross section starts in Priene and follows the graben faultline up 1o
Tuzburgazi. We drilled it in order (a) to study the sedimentary sequences along the
flank of Samsun Dag, and (b) to combine cross sections lil and 1V with one ancther,
both being perpendicular to cross section V.

Six corings are connected in this profile (TUZ 1, ATB 2, 1, YUV 1, PRI 8, 2
research area A). Mostly, we did not find obviously marine sediments due to the lack
of macrofossils. However, in YUV 1 we reached the marine environment at a depth of
8-8 m. (indicated by marine fossils). Most of the strata encountered are terrestrial or
lagocnal. This may be due to the fact that the core sites were too close to the adjacent
mountain slope. Another possible explanation is the lack of macrofossils to determine
the precise milieu of sedimentation. To solve the problem of the definite faunistic/eco-
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logical stratigraphy, an in-depth microfossi analysis (ostracoda, foraminifera and pos-
sibly diatoms) is being carried out in our laboratories.

In corings ATB 1 and ATB 2, we found peat up to a thickness of 3 m. We took a
closed core (ATB 2T} to study the pollen cortent in order to be able {0 reconstruct the
vegetation changes during the last centuries.

4 - Conclusfon

UntHl now, scenarios for the progradation of the Blylk Menderes deitaplain in
time and space had been based solely on Hierary evidence (see Fig. 2). Cur coring pro-
gramme was the first approach to solving the open questions by means of geological
and palacogeographic tools {see Fig. 1).

When did the Bafa Lake evolve out of the former Latmian Guif?

For that purpose cross sections | and H were cored paraliel to each cther and to
the western shoreling of the present lake (including Sergin Lake). When the microfau-
nal analyses and the C-14 datings have been finished we will come closer to answer-
ing this guestion.

What was the maximum expansion of the former Latmian Guif fowards the east?

Two corings (HER 1, 2}, measurememnts within the iake and intensive discus-
sions with Dr. A. Peschlow led us ta the conclusion that in Hellenistic times, the shore-
line of the marine embayment was several decametres more towards the west. Now it
is drowned, This is also due to the fact that the lake level was manipulated.

Where, how and when did the Biiylk Menderes defta grow in historical times?

Ta answer these central questions, cross sections Il and 1V were drilled at the
western and eastern borders of research area C, parallel to the present shoreline. As
expected, the terrestrial layer, i.e. the lopping fluvial alluvium, decreases in thickness
towards the sea, whereas the marine-lagoonal strata increase. In general, the contact
between fluvial and marine-lagoonal strata deepens from the southern to the northern
flank of the Menderes graben: it occurs at an average depth of 1-2 m, below present
sea level at the southern flank, whereas it is several metres deeper at the northern one.

Due to the dominant sediment fraction (silt} and the shellered position in the lee
of the Island of Samos, the delta is of the birdfoot type (like the Mississippi delta).
Therefarg, it is not astonishing that marine, lagoonal and riverine sirata may occur next
to each other, even in a cross section paralle! to the present shoreline.

What is the situation at the flank of Samsun Dagt and especially around Prieng ?

Cross section V was drilled along the flank of Samsun Dadt. Here, severa] debris
cones have evolved, reaching a thickness of more than 60 m. (which was detected in
a professional drilting for the future water supply of Didim). Therefore, marine strata are
rare whereas terrestrial ones {colluvium, alluvium, fluvial) are commeon.

On the northern flank of the Blyak Menderes graben - at least in the surround-
ings of Priene - the definitely marine strata occur in a very deep position: in one coring
as deep as 18 m. below surface. This may be due to the fact that after thelr buildup
they were displaced by subsidence. The occurring of earthquakes in historic times is a
hint to the angoing tectonic activity of this region.

in the deltaplain around Priene, a potential former harbour site was found east
of the city. There the marine stratum is more than 10 m. thick. it is noteworthy that a
tayer with {probably) Hellenistic ceramic debris, 1-1.5 m. thick, occurred in three cor-
ings at a depth of ca. -8 m. below present surface. It can be concluded that at least 6
m. of river sediments were depesited during the fast 2,000 or so years.
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5 - Conciuding Remarks

As already mentioned, in-depth studies of the sedimentolagical propertias and
the microfaunal content of the strata, as well as C-14 datings, are still in progress.
Thereafter, the still pending open prablems will come closer to a solution concerning
the proper scenario of the evolution of the BluyUk Menderes deltaplain. However, the
good results we achieved so far during the 1898 campaign encourage us to continue
with the studies in 1889,
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THE 1998 CAMPAIGN OF THE ASPENDOS AQUEDUCT
RESEARCH PROJECT

1. Infroduction

The Aspendos Aqueduct Research Project (AARP) was initiated in 1985 by Drs,
Pautl Kessener in cooperation with the Catholic University of Nijmegen {Prof. JAKE,
de Waele), the Netherlands, The project is supported by the Netherlands Crganisation
for Scientific Research (NWO) at the Hague, by Pol Geotechniek at Heteren, the
Netherlands (surveying apparatus), and by Delit Hydraulics, Delft, the Nethertands
{hydraulic analysis}. The main object of the AARP is the mapping out of the Aspendos
agueduct, including the remarkabte inverted siphon system betwaen the acropolis and
the mountains north of it. During the first field campaign, Aprit 1988, a survey of the
siphon was carried out™.

The second campaign took place in April 19882, Elements of the 17 km. fon
open channe! agueduct including two supplying sources were identified, and the
course of the agueduct could be established. Furthermore a survey was conducted of
the terrain around the course of the pressure line between the acropolis and the moun-
tains in the north. In cooperation with the Technische Universitat of Essen, Germany, a
survey was carried out of the Seljuk bridge and its Roman counterpart, 2 km, south of
the Aspendos acropolis and both incorporating spolia from the pressure conduit?.

The Supplying Aqueduct (Fig. 1)
Topographical information of the area north of Aspendos, which the Antalya
Museum had made avallable in 1996, has been of great use in finding and identifying

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glaments of the agueductd. We discovered that the supplying aqueduct had been fed
by two sourcest. The spring complex at Gokgepmar village (“heaventy spring”) situat-
ed in a valley 550 m. above sea level and surrounded by rugged mountains ranging
over 800 m. high, is furthest away from Aspendos, 15 km. to the northeast as the bird
flies, 19 km. along the course of agueduct and siphon. On April 8, 1898 it delivered 30
o 40 1/sec. Used today by the local populace for their water supply, it constitutes the
head of the Blytk Dere, a small current descending to the southwest towards the
coastal plains. The aqueduct channel, of which no trace remains in the area of the
source, initially departed in easterly direction, to turn to a more southernly ortented
course after about 400 m. Some 500 m. from this change in direction a 7 m. stretch of
the actual channel was found - intact but partly burried - on the north slope of a rather
steep and narrow vailey about 15 m. above a small current (Fig. 2), Walls and vaulting
destroyed, the channel floor could be traced for severat tens of meters an either side
of the intact part. The channel appeared to be 80 cm. wide, with walls 4G cm. thick, the
inside 95 cm. high from channel floor to the underside of the vaulting.

As the direction of the water flow in the channel at this point was opposed to that
of the current in the vailey, the channel had to come level with the valley floor some-
where. Continuation by means of a tunnel being the only possibility, no signs of an
entrance opening could be discovered. However, a vertical round shaft 275 cm. wide,
near a mountain pass 40 m. higher in elevation and 300 m. fo the south, indicated the
existence of such a tunnel (Fig. 3). From topographical considerations we could esti-
mate this tunnet to be over 550 m. in length. Another shaft construction, 1208 m. to the
south, of rectangular dimensions {2.7 x 2.7 m.} and made of mortared rubble with a
central circular opening 1.2 m. in diameter, indicated the existence of a second tunnel,
also in relation with a minor mountain passé. No fraces of tunnel openings or of the
channel between the two tunnels were discovered, possibly due to extensive recon-
struction works at the nearby mountain road.

The channet then turned east again along the south slope of the Aktop Tepe, a
mountain top 754 m. high directly south from the 947 m. Ardiglidag Tepe, descending
towards the second spring that fed the aqueduct, the Pinarbasgi spring (Turkish far "nat-
ural fountainhead” or “springhead”), near Gokgeler village. This spring, contributing to
the Koba Dere which discharges into the Eurymedon about 12 km. to the east, is locat-
ed 440 m, above sealeve! at the foot of a targe limestone outcrop; it discharged about
40 t/sec at the time of the survey. The total amount of water both springs deliver today,
70-80 1/sec, would have sufficed to fully exploit the 85 1/sec capacity of the siphon?.
The debit of the two sources, defivering water all year round as local people confirmed,
varies with the season. It was said not to be at its minimum at the time of the year we
measured it.

From the point where the waters of the Pinarbasg: spring added to the debit, the
agueduct took a precipitously downward course to the southeast for seme 500 m., hav-
ing an estimated initial gradient of 160 - 170 m./km. Extensive erosion in relation with
fogging activities had changed the topography of the steep terrain, covering the rem-
nants of the channel with layers of material and debris. Some 120 m. down from the
Finarbasi spring a small seasonal torrent had happened to cross the course of the
agueduct, it had cleared away the debris for a stretch of several meters, whereby the
channel floor, walls and vauiting dastroyed, had come to light. We saw the channel

sisting of layers more than 5 mm. wide. The channel width measured 55 cm., the gra-
dient at the site was 85 m./km. From here the channel ook a less steep course, cross-
ing the Kisik Dere near its primary source by means of a bridge, one pler 2x2 m. about
8 m. high standing today. The aqueduct then ran to the south on the right hand side of
the Kisik Dere for about 3 km., after which it crossed the current again by means of an
impressive two tler bridge over 125 m. in fength and 20 m. in height, of which two upper
arches on the sast bank are all that remain today (Fig. 418,

The agueduct then left the valley of the Kisik Dere on a south eastern course
towards higher grounds, where after 2 km. it continued through a tunnel again for sev-
eral hundred meters, a vertical shaft near a mountain pass 180 m. above sea level indi-
cating its underground course®. The aqueduct's course now enters an area less erod-
ed by logging activities, and several remnants of the channel could be located, partly
in situ on the sloping terrain, partly destroyed and fallen down the hilt side to lower
grounds. Traces of two larger bridges were observed, one singte arch bridge partly
intact, 23 m. in length and estimated diameter of the arch abcut 5 m., and a two tier
bridge, completely collapsed, originally over 50 m. in length and 15 m. high, scarse
remains to be observed jn situ today. Passing the 204 m. high Akkaya Tepe on the
right, the channel entered a fourth tunnel of about 50 m. in length, entrance and exit
opening identified, followed by another tunnel after a few meters cnly'0. In the entrance
opening of this tunnel we observed traces of sinter and of opus signinum, its exit could
not he found however, a search for verticat shafts in the environment was unsuccess-
ful. Both tunnels are inaccessable after a few meters only due to collected sands and
dust. Then, after passage through this last tunnel, the channe! covered the 3 km. final
stretch towards Sartaball village descending with a moderate gradient of 5m./km., o
discharge its waters into the header tank of the siphon (Fig. 5).

The Course of the Siphon

The siphon between the hills in the north and the acropolis including the two
pressure towers has been surveyed during the 1996 campaignt!. In 1988 the terrain
around the course of the siphon was surveyed over an area of about 500 x 1800 m.
The results are depicted in (Fig. 8). The towers appear at bends in the pipeline, 16
degrees at the north tower and 55 degrees at the south tower. There is another bend
of about 15 degrees at the first geniculus at the bottom of the hill, which could be safe-
ly secured in the hill side however. Traces of such provision were not observed, exca-
vating at he site in future might lead to clues in this respect. Assuming that the Romans
helieved that pressure towers were needed at sharp bends in a pressure line where
such natural anchorage could not be realized, it raises the question why the Roman
engineers chose the present course with two sharp bends, and whether they were
forced to do so because of topologicat conditions.

In Fig. 6 the crested slope of the hill in the north on which the header tank was
located served as downward ramp for the siphon, in the south one notes the steep
edge of the acropolis with the receiving tank. The south tower is located on a 15 m.
high rising which extends from the acropelis edge to the north for about 250 m. Most
of Betkis village built on this rising, it is not depicted on the map that was made avail-
abte in 198612, !t extends more to the north than the most northern edge of the acrop-
olis, making it 10 a preferred starting point for a bridge crossing the deepest part of the
valley. At the other side three promontories from the northern mountains extend to the
south, all three having served as quarry for the hard conglomerate stone blocks the

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large venter bridge is made of. Obviously a shorter bridge could have been construct-
ed between the more western promontory and the rising in the south, but this course
necessitated a bend in the pipe line for which a pressure tower would have to be includ-
ed as well, while two further bridges, one of [esser dimensions and one 500 m. in tength
and 15 m. high, were needed to cross the depressions in the direction towards the
header tank (Fig. 7A). In Fig. 7B there are no hydraulic towers, but a bridge about
twice as long as the existing large venter bridge between the two towers is needed.
Course C, replacing the curved part by a straight section assumingly the north tower
being substituted by a slightly curved section, needs a much longer venter bridge about
twice as high as the existing one right after the first geniculus. Also, the south tower
being left out when continuing the pipeline in a straight line from the south end of the
large venter bridge, the ramp going up the acropalis would have to be built much longer
and af an angle of about 45 degrees with the contour lines of the acropolis’ edge, which
might endanger the construction if not speciail precautions were taken to protect such
a ramp. Several more alternative courses may be imagined, but all show similar dis-
advantages. It looks like the Romans indeed did choose the better alternative for the
siphon's course, accepting the fact that they had to built twe huge pressure towers. But
it must have cost them the least effort and expenses.

The Selfuk-Roman Bridge over the Eurymedon?3

Aspendos, by its location, commanded the land-traffic that frequented the
coastal road between Antalya and the eastern regions. On the Tabula Peutingeriana
the road from Perge and Sillyon to the east crosses the Eurymedon near Aspendos.
The Seljuk Sultan Giyaseddin KeyhUsrev | from Konya conquered Parmphilia in 1207.
During the Seliuk reign a bridge over the Zurymedon was constructed 2 km. south of
Aspendos (Fig. 8). Used untill & few years ago by the local traffic and frequented by
tourists today, the 5 m. wide bridge crosses the river by means of % arches, with an
additional two arches on the left bank for flooding conditions, not in a rectilinear course
but with & remarkable zigzag plan. This feature is commeanly explained io the visitor as
a deliberate element introduced by the constructors for purposes of better defense. On
closer inspection the true reason for this remarkable design becomes evident. The
foundations of several piers and of the ramp on the left side of the river are clearly of
Roman origin. Furthermore, a ramp-like Roman construction on the right river bank,
with a partly intact arch and standing isolated today, indicates the existence of an ear-
lier bridge of larger dimensions, Obviously the ruins of a Roman bridge had been used
by the Seljuks as foundation for their new construction. The Roman bridge had been
about fwice as wide as the present one, and the Seljuk constructors were able to
include its stable remnants in their design. However of one foundation of the Roman
piers only the upstream half had remained in satisfactory condition, while just the
downstream half of the adjoining pier had been preserved. By making use of these
remnants the Seljuk architects had been able to design the present bridge, its zig zag
plan representing their line of thought.

The construction material of the Seljuk bridge consists mainly of limestone
blocks for outer in combination with a rubble core. The remains of the Rorman bridge,
on which the Seljuks constructed the piers of their bridge, show for their larger part
blocks of local conglomerate stone and mortared rubble, the same material that was
used for the construction of the Roman theater of Aspendos as well as of the large
entrance hall of the basilica and the nymphasum on the acropolis, and the large ven-
ter bridge of the siphon. Several perforated stone blocks, reused pipe elements of the
Aspendos siphon, are incorporated in the walls of the Seljuk bridge. In some of the per-
forations calcareous incrustations {sinter} indicate that water ran through the pipe ele-
ments for a prolonged period of time.

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Surprisingly on further inspection one may discover that a much larger number
of these stone pipe elements is incorporated the Roman moles on seither side of the
river'4. Also the largely intact Roman breakwater on the right side of the river, and the
ruing on which the piers of the sixth arch of the Seljuk bridge was constructed (count-
ing from the right bank of the river) shiow that these pipe elements were applied as con-
struction material for the Roman bridge. During the 1896 campaign over 250 of these
elements could be counted in the Roman remains, while just 15 were actually spotted
being incorporated in the Seljuk bridge. As the inside of several blocks in the Roman
construction is alsc covered with calcareous incrustations, the pipe elements were
apparently already reused for the construction of the Roman bridge after prolonged
operation of the aqueduct. The Roman bridge must have been built after the agueduct
and the siphon had gone out of use for same reason. From the thickness of calcare-
ous deposits (sinter) in the agueduct channel found some 10 km. north of Aspendos, it
could be estimated that the water had run through the channel for at least about 130-
150 years.

Fossibly Aspendos had been struck by a disastrous earthquake, which
destroyed the aqueduct including the siphon and its elevated towers, while also rav-
aging the traffic bridge over the Eurymedon. The bridge was ot essential importance
for the east-west trading route along the ceast as it was the only possibility to cross the
fast flowing river. As the Aspendians of course did not want {o [oose their position dom-
inating the trafic, their first interest was to rebuild the bridge. We do not know what the
eartier bridge looked like, or even if there was a stone bridge at all before the disas-
ter, but we know that the river was navigable up to the city which served as an impor-
tant base for the Roman trading fleet. Construction of a new bridge at fastest pace was
indicated. What materiaf could be used more conveniently that the stone pipe elements
from a desiructed agueduct system lying around by the thousands close at hand and
already neatly cut? If we assume the construction date of the agueduct to be in the first
half of the 2nd century A.D., after which the aqueduct functioned for about 1 1/2 cen-
tury, it seems probable that the Raman bridge was built sometime early in the 4th cen-
tury A.D Lailer this bridge was destroyed on its turn again, its ruins serving as founda-
tion for the construction of the Seljuk bridge about 800 years later.

During the investigations of the Seljuk bridge in the early 90's on behalf of the
planned restoration works divers have been inspecting the Roman foundations on
which the Seldjuk piers were built*s. They discovered long heavy bars of iron, equipped
with a square hole at one end and a hook at the other. The bars measure 140 cm. in
length and are 7x7 cm. square, and weigh about 55-80 kg. The divers brought three
pieces to light, one of which is almost intact except for the haok which is broken off.
They are in excellent condition. The bars apparently served as fixation elements
{Spannanker} for the stone blocks of the foundations of the bridge piers. It was said
that the divers saw several of these fixation etements in situ at the foundations.
Remains of martar adhering to the surface suggest that the bars were placed in slots
cut in the stones and covered with mortar.

Though numercus parts of the Roman traffic bridge can be seen in the river bed
as well as on both river banks, many are dislodged from their ariginal location and thus
fail to coniribute to its recenstruction. However, the remnanis of the ramps on either
side of the river and of the mole on the right side and part of the mole on the left side
are in situ today, as is the massive 9.6 m. wide breakwater on the right river bank and
the foundation of one pier in the river. From the survey data of the ramps it became
clear that the bridge took a bend of about 15° on the right river bank in a section where

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the Roman construction has been destroyed almost completely. It could be shown that
a pier had been standing in the section where the bend occurred.

As the sloping of the ramps might lead fo clues about the original height of the
bridge, the slopes were measured with high precision. These turned out to be remark-
ably similar: 12.3 percent for the right ramp, and 12.2 percent for the left ramp.
Reconstruction by extrapoiation of both ramps along a straight line would result in a
bridge of gigantic dimensions. Its highest point would have been over 12 m. above the
present bridge level allowing ships up to 20 m. in height to pass. Such type of bridge
finds no parallel in Roman times however, and, moreover, the reconstruction could not
be made to compiy very well with the in sifu remains in the river. Instead of this, a
reconstruction with the sloping of the ramps ending in the area of the riverbanks tum-
ing the roadway to horizontal, necessitating & total of 6 arches in the horizontal part of
the bridge, seemed more appropiate (Fig. 9)'6. Three smaller arches, one on the right
side 5.1 m. wide and still incorporated in the extant remains, and two on the left side,
were added in the sloping parts for water passage in flooding conditions. The river itself
was crossed by means of three arches, two arches of 15 m. wide and an arch 23.5 m.
wide in the middle.

It may have been an earthquake again, perhaps together with an enormous
flooding, that caused the Roman bridge fo collaps, when, we don‘t know. After the con-
solidation of Seljuk power sarly in the 13th century the river crassing was renewed
once more. The Seljuks decided that the ruins of the Roman bridge were stable
enough to be used as foundation for their new bridge, which must have saved them
considerable time and effort. As in time the river had shifted its bed towards the left
side, the Seljuks could safely construct a new ramp on the right bank claser to the river
just ahead of the Roman breakwater. The left ramp of the Roman bridge could bs used
as it was. In the river the Roman piers and breakwaters had partly been broken up and
fallen apart while large portions of the bridge itself had fallen into the river adding to the
material the Seljuks could make use of. They had to find their way accross the river in
some sort of a hop, skip and jump, building their bridge half as wide as its Roman coun-
terpart with a paralle! shift in the middle of the river (Fig. 10). Of course they made use
of the materials of the Roman bridge lying about on the river banks, thus applying pipe
elements of the Aspendos aqueduct once mare.

Oas erste Wohnhaus, das vom 26. Juni bis zum 9. Juli aufgenommen wurde,
steht am Rande der kleinen Dorfsiedlung Yapisiglizel auf einer kunstlich angelegten
Felsterrasse?. Die Siedlung selbst liegt auf einer Kuppe und umfaBt etwa 30
Wohnhauser, die sich um zwei Kirchen, von denen die eine am Rand und die andere
im Ortskern liegt, gruppierens.

Das Haus besteht aus drei Gebaudsteilen mit unterschiedlichen Funktionen.
Kernbau ist das fast quadratische Hauptgebaude (Abb. 1). Der Hauptzugang ins
ErdgeschaoB erfolgte von Osten her durch einen mit Mauern eingefaBten Hof. Dem

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Hauptgebaude ist im Osten ein Vorbau vorgelagert, der sich sich durch einen
Gurtbogen zum Hof hin dffnet. Dieser Vorbau ermdgfichte den Zugang zum
ErdgeschoB und zu den Wirtschaftsrumen. Er besaB ein heute nicht mehr erhaltenes
ObergeschoB, das lber eine Treppe an der ndrdlichen Hofmauer erreichbar war und
von dem aus auch der Haupteingang zum ObergeschoBl des Hauptgebudes
zugdnglich war (Abb. 2). Das ErdgeschoB des Hauptgebaudes heinhaltet sine grofie
Olmihle und ist dadurch als Wirtschaftsraum definiert. Die Raumgliederung ist heute
nur noch teilweise am Oberflachenbefund ablesbar.

Der verzogene GrundriB ist als Folge von drei Bauphasen entstanden. in der
frihesten Bauphase wurden Polygonalmauerwerk in der sUdlichen Hofmauer und
groBe unregeimanige Quader in der Nordwest-Ecke des Hauptgebaudes verwendet.
Die zweite Bauphase, der das Hauptgebaude sowie der dstliche Vorbau angehéren,
setzte in frihbyzantinischer Zeit unter Einbeziehung der alteren Mauerreste ¢in. Die
dritte und letzte Bauphase schiieBlich ist zeitlich eng verbunden mit der Errichtung des
Hauptgebaudes, also nur wenig spater zu datieren’.

Da alle ErdgeschoBraume bislang als Wirtschafts- oder Lagerrdume identifiziert
wurden, das Haus aber ein heute nur noch im westlichen Anbau erhaltenes
ObergeschoB besaB, liegt es nahe, die Wohnraume ausschlielich im Obergeschoi
zu lokalisieren.

Cennet Cehennem
Die Arbeiten in Cennet Cehennem dauerten vom 11. bis 22. Juli.

Die Siedlung, in der das untersuchte Haus steht, liegt am Rande einer Doline, die
schon seit vorchristlicher Zeit als Kultstatte bekannt wars, Die Siedlung wurde Uber einen
langen Zeitraum bewohnt, die spatesten Siedlungsspuren reichen bis in esmanische
Zeitt. Einige Wohnhauser sind noch heute in unterschiedlichem Zustand erhalten.

Das am besten erhaitene Haus wurde untersucht und aufgenommen, wobei die
Arbeiten noch nicht abgeschlossen sind (Abb. 5)7. Wie schon das Haus in Yapisigazel
zeigte, ist auch hier der verzogene und unregelméBige GrundriB die Folge mehrerer
Um- und Anbauten, die zu verschiedenen Zeiten erfolgten. Die urspringliche
Konzeption a3t sich bislang nur schwer rekonstruieren.

In einer ersten Bauphase, die aufgrund der Mauertechnik der frihbyzantinischen
Zeit zugerechnet werden kann, wurde im Stden des heute erhaltenen Baues ein Ost-
West gerichteter Raum errichtet, der durch zwei Gurtbégen gegliedert wurde (Abb. 6).

An diesen Raum grenzten im Norden noch ein oder mehrere Rdume an, van
denen sich heute jedoch nichts mehr erhalten hat. In einer zweiten Bauphase erfolgte
der Anbau von zwei Raumen im Norden, wobei die Rdume, die noch der ersten
Bauphase angehdrten entweder abgerissen wurden, oder schon vorher verfallen
gewesen sein missen. In digsem Teil des Hauses sind die schwersten Zerstdrungen
der modernen Zeit zu beklagen, wie es der Zustand des Wandschrankes neben der
Baufuge, die die erste Bauphase von der zweiten trennt, belegt (Abb. 7, 8). Der
Hauptzugang in das Haus lag im Norden, wo noch ein Tdrgewande in situ steht.

Die Siedlung Samligdl umfaBt mehrere Hauser unterschiedlichen Erhaltungs-
zustandes sowie eine groBe Zisterne®,

Das untersuchte Haus ist zweigeschossig erhalten geblieben und mit seiner
Hauptfassade nach Osten ausgerichtet. Der GrundriB ist verzogen und im Gegensatz

Der Hauptzugang zum ErdgeschoB fiegt im Osten und tragt auf dern Tirsturz sin
eingemeifieltes Kreuz in einem Medailion, wie man es haufig Uber den Hauseingangen
frihbyzantinischer Wohnhauser in Kilikien findet (Abb. 8)%9. Im Erdgeschof befanden
sich zwel groBe Nord-Std orientierte Raume, die durch eine Tir, von der sich noch ein
Gewande erhalten hat, verbunden waren (Abh. 10). Beide Raume wurden durch
Gurtbogen unterteilt. Einer der R&ume wurde durch ein Rechteckfenster belichtet. Ein
dritter, kleinerer Raum war nur von auBBen her durch einen Bogendurchgang in der
Ostfassade zuganglich.

Maueransétze zeigen, dall sich der Bau urspriingtich noch weiter nach Norden
und nach Westen hin ausgedehnt haben muB. Die dort liegenden Raume lassen sich
jedoch aufgrund des hohen Steinversturzes nicht ohne aufwendige Raumarbeiten
erschiieBen.

Uber den Raumen des Erdgeschosses fag im ObergeschoB ein einziger groBer
Raum, in dessen Ostwand ein Wandschrank eingelassen war {Abb. 11). Der Zugang
zu diesem Raum erfolgte vermutlich von auBen her Uber einen héizernen Balkon, von
dem sich noch Konsolen in der AuBenwand erhalten haben. Die Tir in das
ObergeschoB liegt in einer Achse ber der Tir des Erdgeschosses.

Die Grofe des ObergeschoB-Raumes laBt die Vermutung zu, daB auch in
diesem Haus das Obergeschof} als reiner Wohnbereich, in diesem talle wohi sogar als
Reprasentationsbereich, diente. im Erdgeschof diirften demnach in Analogie zu den
Hausern in Yapisiglizel und Cennet Cehennem die Wirtschafts- und Nutzraume gele-
gen haben.

Alle hier vorgestellten Hauser, sowie zusatzlich noch sieben Hauser in funf
anderen Stedlungen, scllen im Sommer 1899 weiter untersucht werden, um die noch
offenen Fragen weitgehend zu kigren.

The current excavations at Troy, which have been conducted annually since
1988, have concentrated on the entire history of habitation at the site, with each of the
phases given egual weight. Work is conducted under the auspices of the University of
Thbingen in partnership with the University of Cincinnati. In the course of eleven years
of excavation a wealth of material relating to Greek and Roman occupation has been
uncovered, and our knowledge of Troy during the classical periods has increased sub-
stantialyt.

The primary focus of the Post-Bronze Age work has been the Sanctuary on the
southwest side of the mound (Fig. 1-8)2. The excavations of Cart Blegen had uncov-
ered two open-air walled precincts with altars, which he labelled the Upper and Lower
Sanctuaries, as welt as a grandstand further to the north. In the course of the last twe
years of excavation we have uncovered several additional buildings to the west, and a
series of closed deposits spanning most of the first millennium B.C.

Our discovery of an Iron Age volive deposit indicates that the area had already
been designated as sacred by the end of the eighth century B.C. The most unusual
exampie from this deposit is a stand with fensstrated sides and cross hatched triangle
decoration, possibly intended to support an incense bowt (Fig. 4)3.

In the nerthern part of the Sanctuary there was evidence for three archaic struc-
tures, each constructed on top of the other. All probably had religious functions of some
sort. The first building appears to have been wooden and little remains except a fime-
stone column base. Qver it was built a nearly square structure with boundary walls that
probabty marked the edges of & terrace. Both of these buildings were constructed in
the seventh century. The third and latest Archaic building dates to approximately 550,
which makes it more or less contemporary with the nearby temples at Neandria and
Assos*. The building is about 2/3 the size of the Neandria temple, and it was probably
decorated with Aeolic capitals.

The extensive activity here during the seventh and sixth centuries did not extend
into the classical period. it locks as if the alternating political dominance of Mytilene,
Athens, and Persia within the Troad prompted something of a setback for Troy. There
was, however, a renewed burst of activity in the early Hellenistic period, when Troy
became the capital of a new league of cities. A large mufti-room structure was buiit
directly over the fate archaic buiiding, and in front of it we found evidence for bronze-
casting. There were 14 mold bases, most of which date to the mid third century B.C.,
and around them were cuttings for wind breaks (Fig. 6)5. The channel around the rim
presumably collected the wax that emerged from the mold when it was fired. There
were unfortunately no molds per se o indicate what was being cast.

In the middle of the third century, a new and lavishly decorated building was con-
structed to cne side of the two open air precincts (Fig. 5). The interior of the cella fea-
tured polychrome plaster imitation of drafted margin masenry, a pebble mosaic with a
cutting for a tarch, and foundations for a statue base. During the first half of the sec-
ond century, this Mosaic Building was dismantled and two new temples (A and B} were
built side by side. The temples may be connected to the two walled precincts at the
south, which continued to function throughout the Hellenistic period.

It had never been clear which gods were worshipped in the Sanctuary, but these
discoveries provide some important clues. The elaborate decoration within the cella of
the Mosaic Building suggests interior use, as does the existence of the torch base.
Such a layout suggests that the Sanciuary was associated with a mystery cult, and this
identification is consistent with the plans of the Upper and Lower Sanctuaries. The
exterior walls of both precincts were nearly four meters high, which indicates that sac-
rifices at the altars were screened off from the uninitiated.

It seems likely that this is the Sanctuary of the Samothracian gods mentioned in
several inscriptions from Troy, and there is considerabie evidence to support the iden-
fification®. The Sanctuary was buiil at a site where the island of Samothrace can easi-
ly be seen on clear days, and in Hellenistic fill next to the Lower Sanctuary we found a
cup rim inscribed with the word "Melite”. Accarding to Strabo, this was the ancient word
for Samothrace’. Qpen-air walled precincts were not commeon in sanctuaries in the
eastern Mediterranean, but a similar example (the "Altar Court") can be found in the
Sanctuary on Samothrace®. The plaster imitation of drafted margin masonry on the
walls of the Mosaic Building was also uncommen during the early and middle
Hellenistic period; its only appearance in contempeorary religious architecture was in
the Hieron at Samothrace?.

Many of the finds from the Sanctuary represent Cybele and Dardanos, both of
whom figured prominently in the Samothracian mysteries'?. In the mysteries, there
were two grades of initiation, the muesis and epeopteia. These two grades may be relat-
ed to the bipartite organization of the Sanctuary'!. The Samothracian gods came to be
associated with the Penates or household gods of Aeneas during the Hellenistic peri-
od; this essentially recast the Samothracians as kinsmen of the Romans, by way of
Aeneas 2. A Samothracian sanctuary at Troy would therefore have complemented the
Trojans' altempts to emphasize their legendary ties to Rome13,

Cne of the most contentious issues regarding Greek and Roman Troy involves
the fortification system of the city. Parts of the city wall were unearthed by Dérpfeld and
Blegen, and it was mentioned by Strabo and Livy, but Strabo's statements about the
construction of the wall are contradictory. He notes that Lysimachus built the temple of
Athena as well as a city wall over 7 kim in length, but he iater says that when the Gauls
first crossed the Hellespont in 278 B.C. Troy had no fortifications™. In an attempt to
resolve the controversy, we included the city wall in the research program. Our work
concentrated on the western side of the mound, near the Sanctuary, and on the north-
gast side next to the portico of the Athena temenos. The marl foundations of the wall
were discovered in place just below ground level. The wall was three meters wide and
its circumference would have been slightly over 3 km. We unearthed a fairly large por-

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tion of the foundation trench, and the fatest poltery had a date range of 250-220 B.C.;
a construction date in the third quarter of the third century B.C. therefore seems car-
tain. This discovery demonstrates that Strabo was mistaken in aitributing the con-
struction of the city wall to Lysimachus. He appears to have confused it with the near-
by town of Alexandria Troas, which had a city wall with a circumfserence of nearly 7 km.

Next to the Athena portico, we uncovered the northeast gate of the ¢ity. It con-
sists of two limestone piers with drafted margin masaonry, one of which is bonded to the
foundations of the Athena portico. The entrance was over three meters wide and was
propably covered by an arch rather than a corbelled roof. The pottery in the founda-
tions shows that its construction was contemporary with the building of the city wall.
The portico of the Athena temenos can be assigned o the same pericd. At the same
time there was extensive restoration of the Troy VI citade! wall on the south side of the
mound. Some scholars have questioned Troy's wealth and power in the third century
BC, but the evidence of the coins, inscriptions, and the buildings themselves indicate
a fairty high tevet of prosperity. From the area around the gate we have good evidence
for two earthquakes in the late fifth century A.D. which alsc brought down the Athena
portico.

During the 1998 season we also compteted our work in the Odeion (Fig. 2, 7).
Earlier excavation here demonstrated that the building was constructed in the
Augustan period and renovated with an aediculated columnar facade during the reign
of Hadrian. A cuirassed statue of Hadrian was originally located on the second level of
the skene (Fig. 8) and a portrait of Augustus stocd in front of the Odsion facing the
agora (Fig. 9)'=, In 1998 the preservation of the Odeion skene was completed with the
assistance of Michael Marius of Vienna. The damaged mertar was replaced and the
remains were consclidated with a product that protects the foundations from both sun-
light and humidity. '

Excavation in the Bouleuterion, further to the east, demonstrated that four build-
ings were constructed here prior to the Roman Bouleuterion (Fig. 1). These were alf
multi-room structures which appear to have had the same orientation. They may have
served as the site's Prytaneion, which typically contained several rooms for dining and
storage. Between 250 and 225 B.C. a massive structure was built which must have
served as the Hellenistic Bouleuterion. The internal foundations most likely supported
a colonnade around the cavea, like the Bouleuterion at Priene, and the mar! founda-
tions in the center would have held the orchestral altar'®, The building would probably
have served as the meeting place for representatives of the Troad Koinon, which was
focused on the cult of Athena llias, and its location next to the road leading to the
Temple of Athena would have been especially appropriate.

We continued work in the Lower City south of the mound, which had become an
extensive residential area during the Roman empire. Like the Hillside Houses at
Ephesus, these insulae seem to have been continually maeditied, with new walls added
and old ones taken away as ownership changed. In 1998 we uncovered the first secure
evidence for Hellenistic architecture in the center of the Lower City. This consisted of
little more than one room, but the pettery found within and beneath the stones of the
walls indicate that the building had been constructed between 250-225 B.C. This is pre-
cisety the time when the city wall was constructed; the residents of the city apparently
did not feel comfortable living here untll the area was protected by fortifications.

The early Boman houses in the Lower City were damaged by fire in the second
halt of the second century, but new building resumed in the later Severan period. The
house walls were decorated with painted plaster featuring fioral motits, and mosaics
with geometric decoration were added shortly thereafter, There is abundant evidence
for renawed construction throughout the city during the Severan period, and it must
have been a relatively prospercus time at llion. Caracalla's visit to llion in A.D. 214 may
have had something to do with . We again found a large number of bone tools and

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molds as well as nine terra-cotta fingers, each of which belonged to a different lifesize
or overlifesize statue. The finds strengthen our hypothesis that this area served as a
center for the production of both large and small scaie terra-cotta figurest?.

It is now clear that the stone streets that framed the insula are also of Severan
date. We lifted the pavers and excavated below them down to bedrock. The deposits
sealed beneath the pavement indicate a construction date in the first half of the third
century A.D.; the stone streets should therefore probably be connected with the late
Severan building program in the Lower City18.

During the 1997 season considerable excavation was conducted in and around
a cave located southwest of the citadel. In 1998 excavation continued inside the cave
and up to 10 m. in front of it. The cave contained three interior arms and functioned as
one large aquifer, with water emanating from its walls and roof. It apparently served as
an important source of water for this corner of llion. In front of the cave there were three
adjoining basins, although they were not all built simultaneously nor are they all of the
same construction (Fig. 10). The first (Basin 1) was at least six meters fang, with most
of the floor formed of large limesione pavers. At some point after the first basin was
built there was a major modification in the design, and two rew basins of identical size
were added. Opus signinum covered the walls of all three basins, which were almost
certainly in use simultaneously.

Built into the walls of Basin 2 are a series of terra-cotta pipes which were closed
at the back. This type of basin construction with tube-filled walls was frequently used
for fishponds during the Roman period. Such designs were discussed by the Roman
writers Varro and Columeliat®, They note that there should be & constant flow of fresh
water into the tanks, which the cave would have provided, and that the walls should
contain recesses to provide shade for the fish. Some types of fish (eels in particular)
did not get along with others and consequently needed to be placed in separate tanks.
It is therefore not surprising that there were at least three adjoining basins here. The
Trojan fishtanks appear 1o be the only ones to-have been found in Turkey to date. We
have a clear terminus post quem of A.D. 150 for the construction of Basing 2 and 3.
They appear to have been in operation for no more than 100 years, between A.D. 150
and 250, and possibly only for a few decades during this period.

One of our projects last summer led us to the Aegean coast. The tumuli along
the northwest coast of the Troad have been associated with the graves of the Homeric
heroes since at least the early Hellenistic period. Alexander the Great stopped to see
them as did many of his successors20. One of the tumuli south of Yenikéy, Begik-
Sivritepe, had been explored by Schliemann, and the lower half was excavated in the
1980's by my colleague Manfred Korfmann?!. In 1996 and 1997 there were several
clandestine attempts to rob the tumulus, and official excavation began here again in
1998 in cooperation with the Canakkale Museum.

Radar readings taken within the robbers’ tunnels indicated an anomaly, possibly
the burital chamber, on the eastern side of the tumulus. We opened an 8 m. square
trench near the summit of the mound, centered aver the area where the anomaly had
been detected. To reach the anomaly, 12 m. of earth will have to be removed, and in
1908 there was time to excavate only the initial four meters. Nevertheless, this provid-
ed valuable information regarding the construction date of the mound. The latest pot-
tery within the fill of the tumulus was early Helienistic- either late fourth or early third
century B.C. Its construction may be linked to the changes in llion's fortunes during the
early Hellenistic pericd, when the topography in the area changed so dramatically.

Kaitar Bakanligr Anitlar ve Mlzeler Genel MUdrlogo adina 6 - 25.7 1998 tarih-
leri arasinda yapiimig olan "1998 Yii Adiyaman, Gaziantep, Hatay, Kars lileri Yizey
Aragtirmas!” Mustafa Kemal Universitesi Aragtirma Fonu, Ekin Ticaret A S. ve Adlya-
man Ili Besni ligesi T.E.D.A.S. tarafindan finanse edilmistirt,

Arastirmada Centre National de Recherches Scientifique'ten Yrd. Dog. Dr. Mo-
nique Rico-De Bouard, Lyon Il Universitesi'nde Doktorant ve Fransiz Anadolu Arastir-
malari Enstitisil Aragttrmacist Onur Ozbek ekip elemani clarak, Aksehir Miizesi Arke-
ologu Sengdl Salman Bakanlik temsilcisi clarak yer almiglardir2,

Megaiit anit tlrlerinden biri olan doimenler tarih Gneesi dénemlerden bu yana ayak-
ta olan kalntilardandir ve anitsal gériinamleri ile danyanin birgok yerine dagilmaktadir.

Bilgilerimize goére Turkiye megalitizmine yonelik ilk arastirmalar 18000 yillara
gitmektedir. Daha sonra 1800%erde Morgan (1927)'1n Kafkas adirlikli galismasi, Velkov
ve Mikov'un (1832) Trakya agurhkl: calismalan gelir.

Bu konuya yonetik Tark arastirmacilaninca yapilan galismalar ise 1960'ara da-
yanmaktadir. Bu tarihlerdeki Prof. $.A.Kansu, Prof. Enver Bostanci ve Prof, Kilig Kok-
ten'in galigmalarindan sonra, 1971'den 1980'lere kadar konunun Tirkiye galismalari iyi-
ce durur,

1980'lerde Istanbul Universitesinden Prof. Mehmet Ozdogan'in calismalar ile
tekrar gtindeme gelir. 1983 yilinda Edirne Miizesinin yaptidi bir kazi ise, Turkiye'de ilk
dolmen kazisidir. Bu galismalar tamamen Trakya megalit anitlanina aittir. Buradaki anit-
lara ait ikinci kazi gene kdirme Mizesi tarafindan Arkeolog Murat Akman’la birlikte ya-
pilir.

Asirlarca, cesitli kQttarleri topraklaninda konaklatarak, ¢ok kGltarla bir dzellik ka-
zanan TUrkiye'nin, sadece Trakya kesiminde degil, dodu ve gineydodusunda da var-
liklari ispatlanmig bulunmaktadir (YOkmen 1997).

Amag

Anadolu megalit anit geleneginin hangi topluluklarca, hangi ihtiyaglar icerisinde,
nerede, nasil baslatildigr ve boylesine genis alanlara nasii yayildigi gibi, bircok karanlik
noktafari bulunmaktadir. Oysa Trakya ornekleri gibi Dodu ve Glneydagu Anadolu dol-
menleri de hizla yok olma tehlikesi ile karg karsiyadir. Bu nedenle, envanterleme ¢alis-
masl, ileriki yillarda da olacagi gibi, bu yil yapilan ¢alismanin belli basl itkesi olmustur,
Bu ilke iki yonlU yarar getirmektedir:

Tez calismast sirasinda Adiyaman'in Besni ligesi'nin Kargali Koyl sinirlari iginde
67 (Resim: 1), Yoldlz0 Koyl sinirlar icinde ise 2 adet dolmen tespit ediimisti,

Kargali'daki dolmenlerin oldugu alanda, tepenin eteklerinde, Roma Dénemine ait
olabitecek oda mezarlar ve tepenin kuzey kesiminde kaya oda mezarlar yer almakta-
dir,

Ayrica kaya oda mezarlarin dogusundaki kiiglik vadide, hatkin "ziyaret" dedigi,
iginde 4 adet basit toprak mezar bulunan, kGgik bir alan yer almaktadsr.

Tetirti

Ayni ilceye bagh olan Tetirli KdyU'ndeki doimen atant kdyun kuzevinde ver al-
maktadir. Bu yilki ¢calisma sirasinda tespit edilen bu kdydeki doimenier hafif bir tepenin
tizerinde bulunmaktadtr.

Tetirli'de ayakia, yani sadlam durumda 20 adet dotmenin varhidt gbzlenmistir. Ka-
lan tas yidintilar bir o kKadar dolmenin de yok edildigini gostermektedir.

Mesafe olarak gok yakmn olmalanna ragmen, tip olarak gok benzer olsalar da,
Tetirli dolmenleri, daha kiigtik boyutlart ile Kargali ve Yoldtzt dotmenlerinden oldukga
farklidsr.

Gaziantep'te Yavuzeli ligesi'ne bagh Kiglk Kara Kuyu, Baliik, Dedirmitas, Eski-
kdy, Akkuyu, Kesreobasi ve Yoreli kéyleri arastinimis, Kiglk Kara Kuyu'da ve Balhik'ta,
tez calismasi sirasinda tespit edilen drneklerin (Resim: 2} disinda yen! drneklerin var ol-
dugu goriimistir. Ayrica Ballik Kéyi'niin kuzeydogusunda, Glney Yokus mevkiinde,
su anda ayakta olmasalar da, yikinti durumundaki taglardan, bir dolmen sahasinin var
oldugiu bu yit gergeklestirilen tespitlerdir.

Gene Yavuzeline bagh Suleymanobasi Kdyli'ne yakin Cakal Dere mevkiinde
dolimenlerin varlidi tespit edilmigtir.

Sehit Kamil ligesine bagh Yayiktas, Karahoyik, Yalangoz, Atabek, Beylerbeyi
kdylerinde yapilan ylzey arastrmalar ise megalit anitlar agisindan verimii glkmarmstir.

Hatay Aragtirmalart

Hatay arastirmalan sirasinda Kumlu'ya bagh Terzihdyik, Hasanugagi, Muhar-
rem, Keferkale, Reyhanh Kizilkaya, Aktas, Karabatak, Karatepe, Karagaiik, Kinkhan-
Hassa arasinda Karamagara, Kanlidren, Mazmanh, Hassa'va bagl Cevlik, Gatalyurt,
Varcigol, Getinkaya, Tof, Sarkhamam, Musrife, Sinanli'va badh Gardak!i, Tosun Pinar,
Aknehir'e badll Karagay, Demirbag, Biylk Cat, Koyunoglu, Kusalani, Sutagi, Meydan'a
bagl Gozene, Sebenoba, Karakdse, Yaylk Damlar, Yayladag'a bagh Kizil Gat, Kulag,
Garentas, Sofular, Bilylk Avara, Yenikdy, Arapkdy, Karakaya, Bellene, Kovalcik, Avsu-
yu, Senkdy'e bagl Dursuniu kdyleri incelenmisgtir,

Yapilan ¢alisma sirasinda Kizilkaya ve Gatal Yurt kdylerinde, yogun otarak, dol-
men arazileri tespit edilmistir.

Kizilkaya dolmenieri Reyhanli-Kirikhan karayolundan, Kinkhan'a dogru giderken
solda yer alan Oz Kizilkaya Kéyid'nin simirlan icindedir. Dolmenlerin oldugu tepe Akpi-
nar ve Kizilkaya kdylerine aittir. Tepeyi bal istikametinde, doruda dogru biraz tirmanin-
ca, once, tonozlu giriglere sahip oda mezarlar ile kargilagilmaktadr. Oda mezarlarin bi-
raz yukansinda antik zeytin pres yerleri bulunmaktadir. Tepenin yukansinda ise dol-
menler hakimdir. Hepsi doguya bakan dolmenlerin hakim oldugu tepe bir nekropol gé-
ranumundedir.

Kiregtas! yapiya sahip olan Kizilkaya'da 150 civaninda dolmenin varhd tespit edil-
mistir, Bu sayl sadece heniiz dikili durumda ofan dolmenleri kapsamaktadir. Tamamen
tahrip olanlarr dahil edecek olursak bu sayt yaklagik 250'yve ulagmaktadr,

Burada yapilan ¢alismalar sirasinda birbirinden biyuk farkhliklar gésteren 4 tip
tespit edilmistir. Adiyaman ve Gaziantep's yaklasan tiplerin {Resim: 3) yarn sira bunlar-
dan oldukca farkl tipler meveuitur. Kizitkaya'da tespit edilen dolmenlerin igerisinde, li-
teraturlerde kargilagtgimiz, Israil ve Suriye doimen tiplerinin benzerleri kolaylikla gora-
lebilmekiedir.

Catalyurt, doimenlerin youn olarak yayildid: ikinci alandir. Catalyurt dolmenler|
Hassa'ya badl olan Cevlik Koyi'nden baslayip, Varcigdl-Cetinkaya arasinda devam et-
mekie ve Catalyurt'u da igine alarak genig bir sahay kapsamaktadir.

Catalyurt dolmenleri Adiyaman, Gaziantep ve Hatay'da bulunan diger dolmenle-
rin aksine tamamen diz bir arazide yer almaktadir. Alanin kayag yapisi metamarfiktir,

Yan taslan ve kapak tasi yekpare olan dolmenlerin sayis! Adiyaman, Gaziantep
orneklerine oranla oldukga sinirlidir. Bu mekéndaki dolmenler daha pargall tagtardan
yapilmislardir. Boyutlan, czellikle yekpare taglardan yapilmis olan nadir Varcigél rnek-
lerinde oldukga kugiktar. Bu yil yapilan ilk gdzlemlere gére Catalyurt dolmenlerinde 3
genel tip var gibidir. Burada rastladiimiz 3. tipe {(Resim: 4) ne Adiyaman'da, ne Gaxi-
antep'te, ne Kars'ta ne de Hatay'da rastlanmigtir. Bu tipin, gdzlemlenen yapim teknidin-
deki farklihga dayanarak, tim bu érneklerden daha yeni olabilecedi digtniimektedir.
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Oldukea genis bir alana yayllmig olan Qatalyurt dolmenlerinin sayisi yaklagik
300U bulmaktadir,

Kulag'ta Davul Kayalar mevkii, caligmanin ilging béigelerinden biri idi. Davul Ka-
yalar dogat clusumiar idi (Resim: 5). Fakat gértntimlert ve kendiiGinden olusumiar in-
sanlann ¢egitli amaglar igin yararlanmalarina oldukga etverigli dzellilder igerivordu. Tim
alana sileks parcalar yayimist. Yakiagik 2.5x2 m. boyutiarinda, bir ¢at olustururcasina
birlegmis clan iki kayanin altl yogun bir sekilde insan tarafindan yontulmusg sileks par-
galar ve yumrular ite dolu idi. Aralarinda alet olaniart varsa da, artik durumdaki parca-
far yoguniukta idi.

Kars Aragtirmalart

Burada verecegimiz Kars dolmenlerine yonelik bilgiler doktora ¢alismast sirasin-
daki, dneeki yilanin bligilerine dayanmaktadirs. Bu ¢alisma sirasinda Kars'in Arpagay iI-
cesi'ne bagdh bulunan Carct K8yd'nan siirlart igerisindeki 15 adet dotmen incetenmistir.

Tlrkiye'nin diger kesimlerindeki doimenlerden oidukga farkh bir mimari sergite-
yen Kars doimenlerinde yon birlidi bulmak mumkln dedildir. Yon, dolmenlerin yer aldi-
g1 vadinin ortasindan gegen Kuzey Dere {Kuglk Dere)'nin yaphigi menderesiere gore
kendini gdstermektedir. Derenin iki tarafindaki hafif yamaclara siralanmisg olan ve ilk ba-
kista tag yi§in izlenimi veren (Resirmn: 6) doimenierin, kendilerini Tarkiyve'nin dider dol-
menterinden farkh kilan pcligonal edalanndan sonraki, ikinci farkls 6zellikler! otan kori-
darlari, dereye dogru ydnlenmistir,

Yaptmeilart ofan toplumda su kiHttindn hakim olabilecedini akia getiren, suya
uzanan koridorlara sahip Kars dolmenieri volkanik kaya¢ yapisina sahiptir. Hepsi bol-
genin dogdal kayact olan hazalttan yapiimistir. Dolmenlerin yer aldig vadi kdyin kuzey-
dogusuna dismektedir. Ustleri birkag vasst kapama tag! ile kapattimis clan dolmenle-
rin (Resim: 7) bir kismi tektonik hareketler sonucunda yukaridan geten malzemae ile dol-
mustur.

Kars'ta gene Arpacay ligesi sinirlar igerisinde, bu dolmenlerin yer aldidy vadiye
henzer Ozelliklerde bir kag vadi daha butunmaktadir. Ne yazik ki bu yilki calismatar si-
rasinda Kars'a gidilemediginden, Kars dotmenleri hakkinda bitlinsel bir yoruma gide-
memekieylz. Burada Kars dolmenleri i¢in, sadece dnceki yiltarin ¢alismalarini vermek-
le yetinmek zorundayiz.

Sonug olarak; yaklagik 3 hafta devam eden caligmalar swrasmnda, Gaziantep
(Cizim: 1} ve Adiyaman (Cizim: 2)'da tespit edilen yeni doimenter ile dnceden tespit
edilmis olan {Ylkmen 1997} dolmenler arasinda tipolojik aymh§in varbi saptanmistir.

Yerel kayagtan yaptimis olan her iki ilin dolmenteri kiregtasi tepelerde yer almak-
ta ve dofiuya bakmaktadir{ar.

itk defa bu yil varliklan tespit edilen Hatay dolmenlerinin ise bir kismi tepetikier-
de yer alirken, diger bir kismt oldukga diz olan bir alanda yer almaktadir. Bu dolmen
alant seciminde cograti konumdan gok malzemenin stken oldugunu gostermektedir,

Hepst dofuya bakan Hatay dolmenterinin (Gizim: 3) tespiti, Levant-Tlrkiye dol-
menleri tipolojik benzerlidini kuvvetlendirmistir. Cnceleri Levant ile Turkiye dolmenler
arasinda sadece bir tip ile benzerlik kuruluyor iken, bu yil tespit edilmig olan Hatay dol-
menlert ile, bu Hpolajik benzerlidin ortak ncktalart artmig ve kuvvetlenmis bulunmaktadir.

Kars bélgesi megalit anittar (Cizim: 4) lle Kafkas megalit anitlar arasinda bir
benzerlik stz konusu ise de, bu benzerlik bir tipkl basimdan otdukga uzaktir. Bu da hi-
ze Kars dolmenierinde bir igsel evrimin varlidint disindlirmektedir,

Adiyaman, Gaziantep ve Kars dolmenleri, Trakya dolmenlerinden oldukga farkii-
dir. Adryaman ve Gaziantep dolmenleri ile Trakya dolmenleri, genelde yan kenar tagla-

Onemli alan bu yayillimin rotasinin, Ana-
dolu'dan mi dider btlgelere, diger bdlgsterden mi Anadolu'ya, yoksa bir Gglncil ofasi-
lik olarak, Anadolumun, birkag ug arasinda kalan bir gegis yeri mi, oldugunu belirleye-
bilmektir.

Sadece tipolojinin bu rotay) agiklamasin beklemek hayalci ve yanhs bir beklenti
olur. Tarihlendirmeye y&nelik aciklamalar igin arkeolojik materyale ihtiyag vardir. Trak-
va anitlarinin kdkeninin yapilan bir kag kazida elde edilen arkeolojik materyale gdre Bal-

kanlar'a? dayandidt iglerinde ele gegcen malzemeden anlagiimigtir,

Adiyaman-Gaziantep-Levant ve Kars-Kafkaslar dolmen tarini bagdlantilan igin ve
dolayist ile yaytlimin bigimine yonelik yorumlar igin arkeolojik materyale intiyvag bulun-
maktadir. Go¢ teorilerine yardimei olabilecek anlamda ne Kafkas, ne de Levant (lkele-
rinde, efde saghkll arkeolojik malzeme bulunmaktadir. Bu nedenle, her U¢ bdlge anitla-
rinin kurulus zamanlarina yénelik yorumlara gitmek igin hentiz ¢ok erkendir. Bu tir yo-
rumlar i¢in ileride yapilmasi gereken kazilar ve ¢esitli yaslandirma tekniklerini bekle-
mek gerekmektedir.
