introduction

A brief archaegological survey was carried out in Qctober 2001 in what is now the
Cukurova region, in the area to the east of the city of Adanat. As pointed out in the
report for 20002, the main purpose of the survey is to verify the degree of Hellenisation
of the region between the Late Bronze Age and the 4th century BC, altention focusing
on the potentially most promising sites within the extensive alluvial plain of the river
Ceyhan, bounded to the north by the Taurus mountain range and to the scuth-east by
the heights of Misis Dag (Fig. 1}. The work carried out in 2001 concentrated on verify-
ing the data collected the year before, above all at Misis, ancient Mopsuhestia, the
Roman and Byzantine city located on the west bank of the Ceyhan river at an important
crossroads towards eastern Cilicia. Misis is an impressive site which deserves special
atlention since it was one of the major centres of the region during the BA and 1A, but
also because its Hellenistic and later ruins, still visible amid the houses and orchards of
the modern village, are bound to suffer increasing damage in the near futures,

Before we started our work, Cilicia had already seen a number of surveys car-
ried out over the preceding decadest. The material gathered has also contributed to
reconstruct the settlement pattern of the region during the LBA and EIA and above all
to assess the extent and nature of the Aegean presence within it at the end of the 2nd
millennium3, We therefore considered it useful for our project to make systematic study

Seton-Williams® in the hope of shedding some light on the local LBA and EiA, and par-
ticularly in the area covered by our survey.

The Surveys in Cilicia Between the '30s and the '50s

Einar Gjerstad visited Cilicia in 1930 and published a report in Revue
Archéologique in 19347, In the course of his survey, from Anamur in the west to Misis
in the east, the Swedish scholar visited 21 sites, 6 of which (Misis, Zevtin, Incirlik,
Kapdr, Yenige, Tanaverdi)® come within our area. As for the collected material, Gjerstad
made a clear distinction between sherds of what he believed to be Helladic pottery, i.e.
pottery imported from the Aegeéan, and sherds of what he called Hellado-Cilician and
considered locally-made pottery imitating the Aegean production. Imported ware from
the Aegean was identified only on the site of Kazanh, to the seuth-west of Tarsus, while
7 sites also including Tarsus, Kazanl and Misis, were said to have vieided Hellado-
Cilician ware. On the question of who in fact produced the Hellado-Cilician ware,
whether Mycenaeans settled in Cilicia or Cilicians in imitation of the genuine
Mycenaean ware, Gjerstad concluded that the former alternative was preferable since
it afso tallied with the historical and mythological evidence$.

With re-examination of all the sherds collected by Gjerstad, which we carried out
at the Medelhavsmuseet of Stockholm™?, we were able to define the precise chronolo-
gy of the Aegean material (or material of Aegean derivation) and propose for it a dif-
forent pattern of distribution, which alsc implies a different interpretation. For the pur-
pose of ascertaining the origin of this material, analysis by neutron activation {NAA) of
the clays is also in progress. Pending the resuits of these analyses the pottery collect-
ed by Gjerstad in Cilicia, whether Aegean or of Aegean derivation, has been divided
into three groups.

To Group A belong Aegean imports of LH A and B date, found at Kazani,
Yenice and Tanaverdi. The site that yieided most of the material is Kazanli'!, a small
coastal tell to the south-west of Tarsus, where at least 9 sherds were gathered belong-
ing to imported LH A and NIB vessels, ranging from the second half of the 14th cen-
tury to the 13th century BC. KZ 1-4 belong to different vessels, but show an identical
fabric of light red colour, and buff slip, which could be attributed fo the north-east
Peloponnese. This material includes at least 1 stirrup jar (2, 3), the stem of a kylix (1)
and the rim of a krater (4). Of special interest appears KZ 6, which belongs to a three-
handled jar whose fabric strongly resembles material of LH [ll style made in Cyprus in
the 13th century. Finally, KZ 5 is the lower wail from a transport stirrup jar, possibly of
the same chronology. Tanaverdi, which is a low mound ca. 25 km. south of Adana on
the road for Karatas, has yielded a rim sherd from a one-handled cup (TAN 1), of tH
IAZ chronclogy, which proves to be a shape extremely common in Cyprus in Late
Bronze 1. Finally, fragments of two stirrup jars (YE: 1-2} probably of LH llIIB date have
been identified among the sherds collected at Yenice, a small tell further south,
between Adana and Karatas.

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Group B comprises material probably imported from the Aegean and datable to
the LH lIIC pericd, identified among the sherds collected at Kazanl. i includes: two
small fragments of stirrup jars (KZ 11-12) whose fabric and decoration suggest they
come from the eastern side of the Aegean, and one handle from a deep bowl (KZ 28).
One moere fragment comes from Tanaverdi, and belongs to the rim of a krater (TAN 2},
decorated in an LH HC-derivative stylc, which could also have hcan produced in the
Levant.

Finally, to Group C we have assigned material which, on the basis of fabric and
shapg, seemns o be of Aegean derivation, but whose chronclogy cannot be fixed with
certainty. It includes abgout 20 sherds, again from the site of Kazanl, consisting mostly
of horizontal handles ¢f deep bowis or kraters, and wall sherds of closed vessels like
amphiorae or jars.

To M.V. Seton-Williams we owe the mast important survey carried out in Cilicia,
in 1951, the results appearing in Anatolian Studies for 1954'% The presence of
Mycenaean material of L.H [IC date was indicated on eight sites, mostly in proximity to
the coast, while material defined Submycenaean, corresponding o Gierstad's | {ellado-
Cilician ware, was said to have been identiticd on five sites'?. On the basis of these
findings the British scholar claimed "the Mycenaean occupation to have been fairly
widespread and not confined to the sites listed by Gjerstad'i4.

fn Cclober 2001 we were able io track down part of the maierial collecied by
Seton-Williarns, in the storerooms of the Archaeological Museum of Adana, to which
are to be added some sherds from a few othor sites, which were collected on the same
occasion but found their way into the Pottery Collection of the British Institute of
Archaeology at Ankara's. Altogether material has been identified from 45 of the 149
sites visited by the British scholar, including at least 4 sites that appeared to have vieid-
ed Mycenaean pottery, or pottery of Aegean derivation. The sites in guestion are
Hesegin, |slamkadi, Sirkeli and Zeytinli's, Actuaily, on the basis of our re-examination
we have been able to ascertain that no type of Aegean material, or material of Aegean
derivation, was gathered on these sites. Rather, two phases of notable expansion are
the MBA, characterised by a great amount of Cilician Painted Pottery, and EIA, the
period when material of Cyprict derivation {Black-on-Red and White Painted) appears
pravalent and exiremely commoniy.

In conclusion, the picture of the Acgean presence in Cilicia emerging from analy-
sis of the malerial collected in the course of the surveys carried out in the region
between the '30s and the '50s differs from the version for many years generally accept-
ed. Taking also into consideration the results of the excavations at Tarsus and Mersin™8,
our picture can be summarised as follows.

During the 14th and 13th centuries BC some Aegean pottery was imporied fram
the north-east Peloponnese, and probably also from Cyprus. The sites affected by this
circulation, which cecurred when the region was under Hittite domination, were in fact
few, comprising also Yenice and Tanaverdi south of Adana, but Tarsus, together with
the satellite centre of Kazanl, seems 1o have played a prevalent rale. In other words,

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there can be no question of diversified contacts between individual Cilician sites and
the Aegean world. Rather, contact appears {o have been preferential, imited to the
centres of Tarsus and probably Mersin. A picture that, all things considered, does not
differ greatly from this, also emerges for the tater period, namely the period following
upon the collapse of the Mycenaean polities on the Greek continent and of the Hittite
empire in Anatolia, Larger quantities of LH HIC-type pottery appear on the site of Targus
and probably also at Kazanh, some of which may have been made in the area. The LH
HIC material collected in the surveys is not uniform, including both material probably
imported and material of derivation, whose chronology remains uncertain, however.
The presence of a single I1C sherd from Tanaverdi makes no real difference to the pic-
ture. In other words, once again circulation appears strictly limited to the area com-
prising Kazanl and Mersin on the coast and Tarsus in the interlor, with very rare cases
of sites south of Adana {Tanaverdi), which again seem to come within the circulation of
Aegean material as a consequence of relations with the major site of Tarsus more than
as result of a direct link with Aegean groups.

Thus it can no longer be argued that the entire Cilician plain was affected by the
circutation of Mycenaean poftery of LH IHA-B date and especially by the subsequent
arrival of LH 1HC pottery, nor can we speak of some Aegeanising phenomenon for the
area. Hather, relations with the Aegean world appear extremely localised throughout all
phases of the LBA in the Tarsus and Kazanl area.

2001 yilinin Temmuz-EyiGl doneminde Profesor Nichotas Rauh (Purdue Univer-
sitesi}, LUAnn Wandsnider (Nebraska Universitesiy, 12 arastirmact ve 15 édrenciden
olusan ekiple ylriitilen altinci arastirma sezonu igin gerekli izin TUrkiye Anitlar ve MQ-
zeler Genel MOdUrligid'nden almmustir. Yedi hafta boyunca sistemli ylzey aragtirmala-
r1, mimari incelemeler ve jecarkeotoli arastirmalan yapilimistir. 2001 yill arastirma se-
zonu igin gerekli maddi destek Amerikan Ulusal Bilim Kurumu {National Science Foun-
dation) ile Purdue Universitesi'nden sadlanmistir. Sokkia Locus Il GPS makineieri In-
dianapolis'teki Sokkia Instruments sirketi tarafindan verilmigtir. Bakaniik temsiicileri
olarak Mehmet Sener (Mersin Mzesi) ve Unal Demirer (Antalya Mizesi)' goreviendir-
mistir.

2001 sezonu arastirmalannda Daglik Kilikia arastirma ekibi dikkatini Lamos ve
cevresi ile Has'in derin vadisinden olusan 5 km2lik alana ¢evirmigtir {Harita: 1; Resim:
1), Kiyi sekilleri ile akarsu vadileri ve taragalarirun jecarkeolojik aragtirmasi Dr. F. San-
car Ozaner tarafindan gergekiestirilmistir. Jeolojik ¢dkeime ortamim ddrenmeye yane-
lik iki kazr (trench) Ozaner ve Wandsnider taratindan gerceklestirilmistir,. Goglik Asari
{Juiiosebaste}, Asar Tepe, ve Govan Asarn arastirma planlart mimari ekibimiz tarafin-
dan hazirlanrmistir. Sistemli ylzey arastirmalan sirasinda toplam 27 arkeolojik alan
(transects) teshis edilmistir. Kentssl kalintilarin her birinde dnemli Helenistik ve Erken
Roma Devrine ait seramik buluntulan tespit edilmistir. Lamos ¢evresinde ve Has'in de-
rin vadisinde Daghk Kilikia bélgesindeki kirsallara benzer niteliklerde, ancak daha az
riktarda Gec Roma Devrine ait seramik bulunmustur.

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Antik Cagda buylk digUde orman kaybina neden oldudu bitinen bir gergektir. Jeoarke-
oloji pregramirizin amaci Gazipasa civannda yer alan akarsu havzalaninda asir ve
strekli orman kesimine bagll hizlanmig bir erozyonun var olup olmadigint arastirmak-
tir. Sezon boyunca arastirmalar Hacimusa Cayt ve kollariyla Bigkicy Deresi havzasin-
daki akarsu taragalaninda yoduniastinide. Arastirma sonuglart, ozellikle Bigkict Deresi
havzasinda asgirn orman kesiminin yolagmis olabilecegi asindirma ve biriktirme sekitle-
rinin varliging ortaya ¢ikardt. Bat Daghk Kilikiz'da bitki ortustindeki, Antik donemlerden
glinlimize meydana gelen degisiklikleri ortaya koyabllmek igin, kiyidaki eski lagin ¢é-
kelleri ve magara depolarinda polen &érnedi aima ve gbkelme ortamtarini ortaya koyma
amagl yaprimistir. Aiinan drneklerin, bitki ortuslinde meydana gelen dedismeyi, cdkel-
me yasini ve ortamini verecedini umuyoruz. Burada insan ekolojisi e dodrudan bag-
lantih agag, ot ya da yabantt ottardan olusan 6zet polen tipleri analiz ediimektedir. Yu-
karida belirtiten amaci gergeklestirmek igin 5 dedisik yerde agma yapimis ancak bun-
lardan sadece ikisinde stratigrafik dlgme ve drnekieme yapimigtir.

Sokkia total station aleti yardimiyla Asar Tepe, Goglk Asari, ve Govan Asari'ndaki to-
pografya ve énemii antlarin haritasi yapilmistir. Sehir planlart halen hazirlanmaktadir
(Ptan: 1-3). Asar Tepe’'deki 6nemii anitiar sunlardir; Bouleuterion, tapinak, hamam (Re-
sim; 2}, mezarlar {Resim: 3), ve ¢ok sayida ev mimarisi. Anitlar ok iyi yapimislardir;
Bulunan seramikler mimarf yaptarin Geg Helenistik ya da Erken Roema Cadt'na ait ol-
dugunu gostermektedir. Gocuk Asan'ndaki (Juliosebaste) dnemli antar suniardir

Lamos ve Hasdere bdlgesinde, yaklagik 5 km? lik bir alan yizey arastirma ekibi
tarafindan arastinlmistir. Arastirma yontemi olarak "Sik Aralik Ylzeyi Yontemi" (Inten-
sive Interval Survey Methodology) uygulanmistr. Arazide 5 ya da 7 ekip Oyest birbirin-
den 10 m. uzaklikta paralel bir sekilde yUrimektedirfer. YUrimeye baslamadan énce
100 m? ik bir alanin cografi pozisyonu GPS makina ve el bilgisayiri ile saptanmakta-
dir. Aragtineitar bu alani iki kez arsinlamaktadir, ik yOrlyos yavas ve dikkatii yapilmak-
ta seramik, cam, ya da kemik par¢alari-bulduklart zaman arastirmaciar bayraklari ye-
re koymaktadlr Ikinci geciste bayrakla belirlenmig her seramik pargas: dikkatie ince-
lenmis ve GPS yardimiyla yeri belirlenmigtir. Bu veriler el bilgisayari ile kaydedilmis ve
aksan projenin cografi bilgi sisteminde girilmistir. Bu yontemle 27 alan (transecls) ve
100°den fazla Unite arastinimigtit. Asar Tepe, Lamos, Goguk Asar ve Govan Asari’'nda-
ki seramik buluntularr dikkatle arastimilmistr (Harita: 4-7). Seramik bilgiteri Codrafik Bil-
gt Sistemi ile hazidanmaktadr. Seramik aragtirmalarnnin sonuglan grafikler halinde
gosterilmektedir (Tablo: 1). Hasdere bolgesinde ¢ok sayida Helenistik Cag seramidi
vardir.

NINIGA CLAUDIOPOLIS yazill M.S. 2. ve 3. ylzyillara ait sikkeler arasinda olasi bir
liski oldugu esas tutulmaktadir. 5. Mitchel! bu sikkeleri Mut yakimindaki Claudiopolis’e
ait gorse de (1979 426), ortada Mut bolgesinin Julia Augusta adiyla amldlgma dair hig-
bir kanit yoktur. Bizce, sikkelerin Uzerindeki Claudiopolis yazisi M.S. 50'lerde Daghk Ki-
likya Bolgesinde bzr@ok sehir kurmus ofan Claudius’un vekil krall V. Antiochus ile dog-
rudan baglantilidir. 5020 gegen zaman biriminde, Isaurall tepe kabilelerini kontral altin-
da ftutabilmek icin Romalilarin otaritesini bellrglniesmmek gerekiyordu (Tac.

Stratejik bir kanuma sahip
kent, dokusunda bélge-genelini ilgilendiren dederlere de sahiptir. Ginimize kadar ko-
runmus kalintitarindan algilanan gorkemi, kuskusuz, gegmisiyle badlantilidir.

Her ne kadar Grek uygarlginin dogudaki bir pargast kabul edilse de, 6zgun de-
derleriyle Anadolu’nun gecmis kultdre! birkimini bagrinda gizleyen Karia bélgesi, Alin-
da gibi drenleriyle bu 6zelligini agikca sergilemektedir. Bélgenin en iyi tahkim ediimis
kentlerinden birisi olarak iki yuksek tepe Uzerine inga edilmis konumu ile Alinda?, belir-
lenebiididl kadarnyta 1.O. 2. bin yila uzanan tarihiyle ayri bir dneme sahiptir?,

WModern Karpuzlu licesinin antik doku dzerine kuruimasi, dzeliikle Roma Dine-
mini ilgilendiren yapianmalarin tamamen yok clmasina neden olmustur. Ganidmize
ulagmig kalintitar ise, daha ¢ok, 1.O. 4. yuzyl ortalarinda buraya slrgine génderilen
Kralice Ada ve sonras) donemilere aittir. Genelde Asagr Akropol'de buiunan ayakla kal-
mus bazi mimari birimler, zamanfa olugan tahribatlara ragmen, bir gok dzellikleriyle iyi
lanimlanabilmektiedirler. Bunlar arasinda sur duvarlarn, kuleler, stoa, tiyatro, su kemeri
ve anisal mezarlar basta gelir.

Iki akropolden olusan kentin gevresi tamamiyla sur duvarlanyla kusatl olup, iki-
sinin aras bir duvarla bétinmigtiar. Asadr Akropol ile kargiastinididinda, savunma ve
mimart birimleri agisindan yeterince korunamarmis olan Yukarn Akropol farkl ylkselti-
lerden olusan bir tepe Gzerinde yer alir. Dogal yakseltiler gdzatilerek insa edilmis Yu-
kart Akropol’de Ug ayri kentlesme alani gdzlemlenir. Alarun cevresini kusatan sur du-
varlannda genel anlamda ayni dzellikler gorilmekle beraber, séiz konusu alanlann gev-
resinin de ayri ayr surlarla kusatiimast dasandUrlcaddr. Bu yapilanma dzelliginden
hareketle, Yukarr Akropol'dn (¢ yapilanma evresi gecirdigini, dolayisiyla yerlesirn kap-
sarmina alinan her alamin tekrar savunma sistemine dahil ediidigi saylenebilir. Akropo-
lUn en yUksek tepesinde yer alan ve arazi dokusuna uygun olarak insa edilmig ilk bél-
ge yaklasik dikdortgen tasara sahip olup, cevresi batida ve kuzeyde kuielerle destekli
surlarla kusatlmistir. Kuzey taraf ise dogal kaya yukseltiteri (izerine inga edilmis sur

duvart igerir ki, bu kesimde kulelere yer verilmemistir. [kinei bdlge ise, birinciye oranla
daha dusiik seviyedeki bir kayalik platform dzerine insa edilmigtir. likine oranla daha
ddzgUn sur duvar igeren bu alan, kuzey ve guney taraflarda kulelerle desteklenmistir,
Uglncd bdlge ise, Yukar Akropol’Un efimine insa editmistir. S6z konusu alan da, ku-
zey tarafta yer yer taban dlzeyinde korunmus, bazi kesimlerde ise ana kayaliga islen-
mig termnel izlerinden anlasilabildidi kadariyla sur duvariyla kusatiimistir. Her Ug alan
hem igte hem de dista kusatan sur duvarlari, inga teknigi ve malzeme acisindan ho-
mojen bir yap! sergilemekle beraber, bloklarin iglenisinde, duvar kahnliklarinda ve ku-
le dokularinda gozlemlendidi Uzere, ayrintilarda bazi kuguk farkhliklar gasterirler. Bu
durum, Yukar Akropel'dn zamania genisleyerek mistahkem alamin digina tagtiGina ve
olugturulan yeni yerlesim alanlarinin da tahkim edildigine yorumlanabilir.

Asadl Akropol'de ver alan yapilann aksine, Yukan Akropol'de bulunan mimari
kalintilar tanimlanabilir olmatdan uzaktirlar. Genel anlamda degerlendirildidinde, kendi
aralarinda yukselti farkliliklary gdsteren ve herbirinin gevresi icte ve dista sur duvarnyla
tahkim edilmis olan Yuxari Akropol, farkll yapilanma dénemierinin varlijina isaret eder.
Gerek konut mimarisinde gerekse sur duvarinda geleneksel insa tekniginin varlidinin
alglanmasi nedeniyle, bu yapilanma evreierini birbirinden kesin gizgilerie ayrdedebil-
mek olas dedildir. Ancak ozellikle sur duvan tekniklerinde, ayrninttarda géziemlenen
bazi farklitiklar, yapilanma evrelerinin variginda uyaricidir. Butln bu dzellikler dikkate
alindidinda, Yukan Akropol'ln, Asadl Akropol'e grania, daha erken yerlesimi temsil et-
igi agtktir,

Alinda’yi en glgld yerter arasinda gésteren ve BlyGk Iskender’in gelisi sirasin-
da kentin sagtam surlarla kusatili oldugunu belirten Arrianus’u (1. XXII1.8), dogrularca-
sina Alinda'da kent savunmasina bilylk dnem verilmistir ki, gdniimaze ulagmis sur ka-
hntilarr da bunun gostergesi durumundadir. Akropolde ve kent cevresinde yaklasik
1400 m. uzunlufa sahip sur duvarlarinda, gerek temel dlzeyinde gerekse lst dokuda
taglarin yerlestirilis teknikleri ve islenis tarzinda, kuguk mimari birimlerde de gdzlem-
iendigi Uzere, sadlamlik ve estetik kayginin uyumu séz kenusudur. Olabildigince arazi-
nin dogal yapisiyla uyumlu insa ediimis sur duvarlarinda kullanilan bloklar, malzeme ve
iscilik bakimindan yerel ézellikler yansitirlar. Sur duvarlarinin 6zgan yliksekligi yikinti-
nin fazla olmasi nedeniyle dzellikle giiney ve glneybati kesimde tam olarak algilana-
mamaktadir. Yer yer temel ddzeyine kadar ytkilmis sur duvarinin uzantilarn ise ana ka-
yalda iglenmis temel yuvalanndan izienebilmektedir. Dogal dokuyla yapay olusumun
estetik butlnluk iginde dederlendirildidi bir anlayisla inga edilen surlar, kent gérkemine
ayri bir hava verir.

Kentin 8nemli yapilar Asad Akropol'de toplanmis durumdadir ve daha gec bir
yertesimi temsil etmekteditler. Bunlardan, kentin siyasi, yonetsel, sosyal etkinlikler,
alm-satim ve ig merkezi durumundaki agora ve stoasis, bir bltin halinde dodu-bati
dogrultusunda yénlendirimis olarak, Asag! Akropol’Gn guneybatl eteklerinde konum-

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THE NEMRUD DAG PROJECT:

NEW RESEARCH ON THE MOUNTAIN OF THE GODS BY
AMSTERDAM UNIVERSITY (2001)

Thanks to the permit granted by the Ministry of Culture to the University of Ams-
terdam, a team from the Amsterdam Archaeological Centre started research at Nem-
rud Dag, the venerable monument of Antiochos | King of Kommagene on the 14th of
July 2001. The team was composed of archaeclogists, epigraphists, geodesists, const-
ruction and AutoCAD enginesrs®.

Our research had several aims. in view of the project's main goal - preservation
and restoration of the monument - most energy was spent 10 obtain a documentation
as complete as possible, the so-called Site Information System (hereafter ‘SIS™), which
may serve to both students and restorers in the future2. At first impression such a ba-
sic documentation of the site might seem redundant, as there has been published in
1996 an impressive monograph on the site presenting the results of the American exp-
lorations directed by Theresa B. Geelt in the 195Q’s, 60's and 70's2. However, Goell's
restlts and documentation are problematic in several ways. Besides that, we expected
that new technology {especially the taser scan} could yield a more fundamental docu-
mentation of the site than hitherto provided. In compiling the SIS we thus also had to
review Goell's wark critically.

Moreover, though concentrating on the terraces and statues proper, the Amster-
dam research also made a modest start with the study of the direct context of the mo-
nument, i.e. the area of the mountain below the tumulus and terraces. We started a pi-

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lot survey in the surrounding area, first of all to see if there were any siray finds provi-
ding new information for our understanding of the monument. There is, for instance, a
remarkable absence of pottery from the monument itself that could have been preser-
ved on the mountain’s slopes. Furthermore we know that also this area was incorpo-
rated in the conception of the monument by means of guarding animals and entrance
stelae. A second aim was 1o look if a more extensive field survey is possible and wo-
uld be worth the effort.

The Site Information System

it has often been noted that despite the unique character of the monument, and
the fact that it is one of Turkey's most important archaeological monuments, our un-
derstanding of the site, and the state of our documentation are relatively poor. The low
interest shown in the site by Classical and Oriental archaeologists, may well be due to
the fact that it blends Graeco-Boman and Persian elements, as was suggested by Go-
ell. However, it would seem that Goell herself is partly responsible also, on account of
her long delay in publishing the results of her research.

The SIS enables the user to gain insight in the monument. it has different layers
or levels, ranging from a general overview 1o a specific detail.

: The most general level (1) is formed by the topographical map, made by geode-

sists from the Technical University of Delft (Fig. 1). Many thousands of GPS points ha-
ve been combined and show the tumulus with its remains and some of the characte-
ristic features directly around it. Additive information gained thanks 1o these measure-
ments is the fact that the top of Nemrud Dag is not 2150 m. high, as always stated, but
2206 m,

From this overview the user can zoom in on one of the terraces. Level 2 provi-
des detailed maps of the East- and West terraces with the position of the statues, the
tumbled down blocks and the other elements (Fig. 2}.

Level 3 takes the user into these maps by overview photographs of the terraces,
Now the terrace’s maps can be visualised from different angles while the placing of the
statues (rather evident) and the location of the different groups of blocks {(much more
problematic) becomes clearer (Fig. 3),

On the fourth level one encounters the colossal statues themselves. Here are
drawings thal show the statues’ structures In different blocks and also indicate which
blocks are still in sitw.

The statues’ tumbled down blocks can be studied on the fifth level. it provides
photos of both groups of blocks and individual blocks (Fig. 4). It is combined with a da-
tabase that shows, i.a., our assignment of the blocks.

Some of the individual blocks, lastly, can also be found on level 6. Here are sca-
le drawings of blocks with sculpted details, from different perspectives, thus giving ma-
re detailed and precise information than the photographs.

The 3 Dimensional reconstruction combines these different levels and wilt, in ge-
neral, be of great help in getting a general understanding of the monument; we thus la-
belled it level O.

The general structure of the SIS as explained above, will be illustrated by a short
description of the data available for the East Terrace.

The East Terrace has been relatively well preserved. The gigantic statues are
standing upright for the most part (Fig. 5). The eagles and the lions at both sides are
largely destroyed and have been the least preserved figures. Level 0 and 1 provide a
general imprassion of the East Terrace as preserved nowadays. On the plan {level 2)
the position of the blocks and all other elements are precise, however not all {frag-
ments of) blocks are visible (Fig. 6). Level 3 are photographs providing an overview of
the terrace on which nearly all blocks and other elements can be seen. Blocks are
numbered from 1 to 56. This numbering is random but in general follows the present

position of the biocks in the field, L.e. from left to right when tacing the statues. Small
or unidentifiable fragments are not always included. The database gives our interpre-
tation of the 56 blocks, i.e. where we think they originally were. The statueflayer/fpblock
indications refer 1o the {reconstructed) statues and their structure as presented on le-
vel 4. The statues are named from left to right when facing: A (tion), B (eagte), C (An-
tiochos), D {(Kommagene), E (Zeus), F {Apolle}, G (Herakles), H {eagle}, I (lion). The
base of the statues is ahlways layer 1, layers are numbered from bottom t¢ top; most
statues have 7 layers. Nearly all layers consist of different blocks; these have been gi-
ven & letter. When facing a statue, the block in tront, at the left side is designated a;
couter clock-wise follow blocks b, ¢, d and e. The photos of groups of blocks and in-
dividual blocks presented in level 5 are also to be consulted together with the databa-
se (Block tist East Terrace). This way the user can study specific parts of the East Ter-
race, also being abie to check our interpretation of the blocks. Level 8, drawings of in-
dividual blocks, will be of great help in understanding the features characterising spe-
eific blocks. For this campaign, we decided to provide a relatively large number of dra-
wings of the East Terrace blocks (in comparison o the West Terrace, see helow) for
practical reasons. The East Terrace blocks can be drawn more easily than those on the
Woest Terrace, besides the structure of the statues can be more easily understood on
the East Terrace because of their better state of preservation.

Some New Observations

in compiling the SIS, epigraphic and archaeoclogical interpretative research was
carried out simultaneousiy. The archaeological questions partly rose from the demands
mertioned, partly from the study of the schotarship up to now.

A New Dating of the Lion Horoscope ...

One of the best known and mest discussed pieces is the relisf in sandstone sho-
wing a Lion specxkled with stars and a moon crescent, that has been preserved {(altho-
ught nowadays in bad condition} on the West Terrace. The first scholars working at
Nemrud Dag, Karl Humann and Otto Puchsiein, immediately interpreted it as a repre-
gentation of a horoscope*. The Germans came to a calculation of the constellation de-
picted on the Lion Horoscopa as 17 July 98 BC, according to them the birthday of King
Antiocchos 1. But, as the hig inscriptions (the so-calied nomos) at the back of the statu-
gs state that 16 Audnaios (a day in December or January) had to be his date of hirth,
they concluded that it was the date of his conception. Hence, Antiochos |. should have
been born scmewhere at the beginning of 87 BC as a seven-manths child.

In his fundamental work on horoscopes Otto Neugebauer caloulated it as the
constellation of 7 Julty of the year 62 BC5. He connected this date with the coronation
of Antiochos 1 This propasal is hitherto mostly accepted.

There is no space to explain in full that we have arrived at another dating, viz.
14 July 109. The calcutation made by Maurice Crijns with the help of astronomers from
Utrecht University is pubiished in the first interim report {see note 2). The weeks befo-
re this date, the planets had passed one afier another Regulus {the king). Jupiter on
10 June, Mars on 21 June, Mercury on 6 July and finally the Moon on the evening of
14 July. lnterestin%ly, the planets Jupiter, Mars and Mercury (the gods) passed Regu-
lus from ahove, whereas the Maon (the tand of Kommagene) passed from beiow. For
the people of Kommagene it must have locked as if the gods Zeus (Jupiter), Herakles
(Mercury), Apollo {(Mars) and Kommagene {(Moon), had come one after another to
congratulate Regulus, the King.

This new date of 14 July 109 leads to the following observations.

In all extant publications on Nemrud Dag the monument is considered a wark or-
dered by one single man, commemorating the glory of himself and, in the second pla-
ce, that of his ancestors: Antiochos |. This king reigned over the smalil state of Komma-
gene from 69 to 36 BC and, as stated in his nomos, he erected the statues of Zeus,
Kommagene, Apolio, Herakles and himself when he was old of age. His father Mithra-
dates makes part of his ‘Ahnengalerie’, the rows of ancestor stelae erected on two si-
des of both terraces®, and his son Mithradates Il is mentioned as one of the young per-
sons on the slabs. Some scholars suggested that the monument was never finished.
The Antiochos’ head on the East Terrace with not worked out ears and the absence of
any find of ceramics and other mobilia were the main arguments.

The evidence of the Lion Horoscope and the (possible) presence of a second
haroscope in the specific iconography of the big stalues raise the question whether we
have 1o reckon with the possibility of two different monuments. Humann and Puchste-
in already observed the difference in style between the reliefs and the stalues. A re-
markable feature in this respect is the use of two different materials: dark grey sands-
tone for the stelae and part of the altars and buitding elements and bright grey to whi-
te limestone for the giant statues and greater part of the altars and the bases ot the
siclae.

Because of difference of material and difference in form and style of the stelae
in respect to the limesione statues one may suspect that the sandstone elements are
an independent ensemble, not made in combination with the statues. If they have to
be considered independently, they seem to be older than the statues and may belong
to the reign of Mithradates: the {new) date of the horoscope is the main clue for this
conclusion. Besides, the inscriptions of Antiochos | on the backs of the dexiosis stelae
are written over erased older texts, which have left an irregular striated surface. During
our next campaign we will scan these surfaces and hope to be enabled to decipher
parts of these texts.

With this new date at hand, one may ask whether Mithradates himself had not
erected in 109 or some years after some sort of monument on the mountain. Or could
it be possible that Antioches | transferred a monument by his father from another spot
to this barren place? Points of consideration are:

1. the two different constructing materials, sandstone and limestone;

2. the traces of erased inscriptions on the stelae and their bases next to the sta-

tues on the West Terrace,

3. the date of 108 BC indicated in the Lion Horoscope;

4. construction detalls;

5. the fact that the stailues are mentioned in Antiochos’ large text, whereas the

slabs are not.

Considering these arguments, we might come to a less ‘monochronical’ outiay
of the tumulus complex and propose, as a working hypothesis, the following chronolo-
gical framework;

1. ‘SBandstone phase”: Mithradates constructs a plateau on the F.ast Terrace on

which he erects a series of stelae, and builds a base with stelae on the West
Terrace. The stelae of the ancestors and himself as the last member of the
family are placed in a display we cannot reconstruct apart from the few
sandstone bases on the East Terrace at the southern side. All sandstone ele-
ments, including guardians in the shape of three-dimensional lions and eag-
les, are brought to Nemrud Dag in this period. This work must have been car-

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ried out at an indeterminable moment during Mithradates’ reign, viz. 109-69,
The series of stelae on the North Terrace are erected as well, but not worked
with texis or reliefs.

2. ‘Limestone phase” Antiochos | enlarges the monument and changes it into
his tomb. He constructs the artificial tumulus, hews out & terrace over the old
one on the East Terrace and enlarges the space on the West Terrace by cut-
ting out the stone until the part still rising at the south side. The addition of
the giant statues on the West Terrace creates a new situation as to the old
stelae. These have 10 be re-placed into new bases, located in a position fit-
ling o the new setling and therefore the row along the west side is created.
The series on the south side probably holds its original position and keeps
the old altars in sandstone. The rows on the East Terrace are restored: old
blocks are visible under the northern row. Antiochos | erases the old text of
Mithradates on the dexiosis stelae — it could have been a nomos according
to Waldmann and Cicell — and writes his own texts on them in a rather glum-
sy seripture (especialty it comparedto the targe inscripions on the limestarig
blocks). This gigantic work has not been completed as we can see in various
paris of the giant statues (head of Anticchos on East Terrace, lack of holes
for heads in neck pieces on West Terrace). As the king states in the large text
that he is old, we must assume that the work began in his late years, let's say
the last decade of his reign (45-36).

3. ‘Aftermath’: Mithradates |l ascended the throne after a struggle with his brot-
her. He apparently was not the first logic candidate. He left Nemrud Dag as
it was or had the work quickly finished and started working on a new tornb at
Karakus, where his mother Isias {(maybe Isias Philostorgos), his sister Anti-
cchis and her daughter Aka would be buried. His respect for his father had
perhaps shrunk after the problems about the succession. Sanders even sug-
gests that Antiochos 1 was murdered’. Another reason may be the shrunk
prestige of the Kommagene kingdom; or a combination of eithers.

Other scholars, working previously on the mountain, already hinted at a mare
extensive chronological framework. H. Waldmann stated that there was perhaps an
earlier sanctuary, build by Mithradates, as did S. Sahin. B. Jacobs and W. Hoepiner
talk in a general vein about "eine frihere Planungsphase"s. It may be best o reserve
judgment on this hypothesis at this stage of our research. In the first instance the pre-
sence of two different kinds of material may well be explained on practical grounds alo-
ne: hard stone was used for the stafues, whereas the softer limestone was easier to
work on for the reliefs. One also has to count with the possibility that the Lion horosco-
pe, representing - as we have argued - a date in 109 BC, was made later, say in the
periocd around 60 BC, to commemorate an imporiant historical event.

In the near future further research on various topics will be carried out. We ho-
pe to start an inventarisation project of finds from Nemrud Dag in various museums
and to continue the survey of the area. Moreover ceramological studies will begin. We
also hope to realize an important job, viz. the preservation of the extremely fragile
sandstone slabs. For that reason a tearn of the World Monuments Fund will share aur
team of archaeologists.

This report concerns the work carried out the Danish Halikarnassos Project from
the Universily of Southern Denmari {former Odense University) in collaboration with
‘Bodrum Museum of Underwater Archaeology under the direction of Oduz Alpdzen. The
Danish team was directed by Poul Pedersen assisted by Anne Marie Carstens and Ma-
ria Berg Briese in 2000 and Maria Berg Briese in 2001 - ail from the University of So-
uthern Denmark. Benni Berg from the Danish National Museum was in charge of the
conservation and restoration. In addition, members of Professor Kristian Jeppesen's

. Maussolleion team did studies on pottery finds from the Maussolleion excavations
1666-1977, also under the direction of the directorate of Bodrum Museum of Underwa-
ter Archaeology.

The campaigns took place during the period 239 of July to the 15* of Septemn-
ber 200G and 301 of July to the 28t of August 2001. We are very grateful to the Gene-
ral Directorate in Ankara and to the Museum of Bodrum for the generous permission to
our common wark in Bodrum. Ericsson Tlrkive, the University of Southern Denmark
and other contributors sponsared the project.

. From The 28th of August to the 2rd of September, an international seminar on
"The Salmakis inscription and Hellenistic Halikarnassos” was held at the Castle and
Museum in collaboration between Bodrum Museum, University of Scuthern Denmark
and the Danish institute at Athens. The seminar was financially supported by the Da-
nish research Council for the Humanities and the N.M. Knudsen Foundation.

The campaigns of 2000 and 2001 had 4 main goals:
1. Study of pottery originating fram the Maussolleion excavations 19686-1977.
2. Conservation and restoration work in the excavation depot.

3. Further investigation and documentation of the ancient city wall of Halikarnas-
s0s (only in 2000}

4. Registration and study of excavation material, in particutar pottery, from the
excavations carried out an behalf of Bodrum Museum 19380-2000.

1. Study of Pottery Originating from the Maussolleion Excavations 1966-1977

Under the direction of Professor Kristian Jeppesen a team worked on the pot-
tery fram the excavations, which took place from 1966 to 1977, The work was carried
out during several shart visits in 2000 and 2001 and is naw so far progressed that it is
expected be finished in 2602, It will be published in a separate volume of the Maussol-
ieicn publications: "Reports of the Danish Archaeological Expedition to Bodrum". Furt-
nermaore, Professor Jeppesen published a fourth volume of the Maussolleion Repaorts,
"The Quadrangle" in the autumn of 2000.

2. Conservation and Restoration Work in the Excavation Depot

In 200G, first priority was given to the restoration of an unusual and beautiful
marbie steie, which was brought to the Museum some years ago. The stele had boen
broken to pieces during road construction near the theatre. The efforts of the conser-
vaiors during the last two years were luckily brought to an end by the compiete reas-
sembling of the stele, which is about 3.6 metres high and now securely fastened to the
Maussoilcion exhibition building (Fig. 9, 10).

Bath in 2000 and 2001 Benni Berg and his team continued and neariy finished
the reconstruction of a Heilenistic mosaic saved by a rescue excavation in 1991 of a
Hellenistic house. The mosaic is now placed in the Maussalleion Museum (Fig. 11).
The conservators are now planning the restoration of a Late Boman mosaic, rescued
by the Bodrum Museum some years ago.

3. Further Investigation and Documentation of the Ancient City Wall of Halikar-
nasses
This was the third campaign of the city wall project, which was initiated in 1998
and originaliy sponsored by the Turkish companies Ericssan and TGrkeell. The 2000
seasan gave many rew resulis based on detailed study and on two small test-trenc-
hes. Wark was concentrated in 3 areas (Fig. 1)

a. The Myndos Gatc Area
b. The west slope of the Géktepe hill
c. The north east area

a. The Myndos Gate Area

Documentation and measuring was carried out in the area of the great westom
gate of Halikarnasses, called "the Tripylon® or "the Myndos Gate", which was excava-
ted and restored in 1898 and 1889. We measured and registered as much as possib-
le of the surface of the towers. Some details were no longer visible due to the restora-
tions carried out in the winter 19949, but these are reccorded photographicaily and in ad-
dition, the Turkish resioration leam carried out drawings of thesc parts. We also pre-
pared elevations af the walls of the towers and the adjoining walls in order to be able
to compare the Halikarnassos fortifications with other fortifications in Turkey and the
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eastern Mediterranean. A Turkish landsurveying company assisted in making a plan of
the wall from the Myndos Gate to the top of the Gdktepe hill.

The area of the Myndos Gate was already studied in the two previous campa-
igns and the new documentation work did not bring about any new information in rela-
tion to neither technigue nor date {Fig. 2). The great fortification ditch in front of the
Myndos Gate is impressive and well finished south of the road teading to the entran-
ce. North of the road, the ditch was clearly never finished and in one place the West
Side of the ditch seems to have been made steeper by a poorly constructed wall of un-
certain date. The unfinished state of the ditch north-west of the Myndos Gate reminds
one of the words of Arrianos, that the fortifications of Halikarnassos were strengthened
by the Persian general Memnon on the advent of Alexander in 334 BC. Perhaps time
did not allow the finishing of the ditch?

b. The West Slope of the Gdktepe Hill

The investigations on the top of the Gaktepe hill and its western slope gave so-
me very interesting new information (Fig. 3).

in contrast to most other towers of the city wall the 2 towers west of the summit
ot Goktepe were solidly built of farge ashlars of soft andesite, which can be quarried
on the spot. The towers have been heavily damaged by Hlegal excavations some ye-
ars ago and large pites of ashlars lie dispersed on the ground around the remaining
part of the towers. It is thus evident that the towers were in fact buit entirely of large
ashiars at teast up ¢ the second floor (Fig. 4}. No trace can be seen of any interior
crosswalls and probably there weren't any, as they would have no purpose in the so-
lidly built towers. The easternmost tower had been further damaged by illegal activiti-
es in the spring of 2000. In the centre, the ashlars had been removed down to bedrock
thus giving us a possibility to see that the entire tower was founded on a large square
bedding in the rock surrounded by an irregular border of unworked rock. In the level
bedding the unknown excavators had cut a hole approximately 5.5 m. deep. They pro-
hably mistook the wellbuilt tower for a gravemonument and hoped to find some rich
tomb there.

The damages made it possible o draw a complete section through the tower
and the agjoining part of the city wall and down on the interior southside of the city wall,
where another robber trench made it possible to study the wall almost down to the fo-
undation (Fig. 5).

On the cutside, a low ridge in the rock surface about 5 metres in front of the to-
wer gave reason to believe that a fortification ditch existed here. We therefore excava-
ted a small test trench, which revealed a well-cut fortification ditch 5 metres wide and
2 metres deep. The trace of the ditch can be followed as a shallow depression on the
stirface of the ground running at a distance of about 5 metres in tront of the towers (Fig.
6). ftturns at a right angle towards the wall and continues in approximately the same
distance paraile! to the wall towards the summit. Here it is preserved above ground for
a short distance and then turns northwards around the Goktepe fortress, where the
ground becomes so steep, that the ditch only consists of the level ditch-floor and a ver-
tical rockface towards the fortification wall. This ditch seems to he simitar to the one
published by H. Kienast at Samaos, but there believed to be of archaic date.

Near the summit of the Goéktepe hill 2 few courses of a wall can be seen on the
surface, running southwards from the city wall, but only preserved for a few metres.
This clearly indicates that the summit originally constituted a separate fortress of its
own strengthening this part of the city wall. Several remains of walls can be seen indi-
cating the existence of towers facing northwards, but no clear plan can be made out
without excavation. No evidence was noticed that could support the theory of Bean and
Cook, that the Sanctuary of Ares was situated on summit of the Goktepe Hill. On the
contrary, the investigations of the citywall make the Gdkiepe fortress a very logica! and
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indispensable element of the entire fortification systemn of Halikarnasses. It commands
alarge area to the west, north and east and is situated in a position, which made it very
difficult to capture.

c. The North East Area

The north east area aiso calted the North East extension, is far away from the
centrg of Halikarnassos and was therefare previously believed to be a deserted area
with no or very few remains (Fig. 7). But this area proved to be of a somewhat different
character. The small gate complex, which we discavered in 1999, and which was in fact
also noticed by Newton, overlogks the mountain path, which runs to present day Gok-
celer. Gokeeler accupies the site of anctent Pedasa and the gate has therefare imme-
diately been named the "Pedasa Gate". In 2000, we discovered that a transverse wall,
a diateichisma, runs eastwards from one of the gate towers 1o the eastern pait of the
city wall. 1t joins the eastern wall at a large tower, which has interior crosswalls, Appro-
ximately in the middle of this newly found diateichisma are the remains of a small to-
wer, The tower is bulit of large ashlars and it seems to have contained a small tangen-
tial gate, which gave access fram the town to the secluded northeastern part of the cily
fortification. The northeast extension thereby constitutes a strong, separate fortress,
which could be held by the defenders even if the attackers had taken the lower part of
the city. An exceptionally large tower of this tortress commanded the large and deep
ravine to the Northeast. The beautiful staircase excavated on the west led to a high
bastion on the Northwest (Fig. 8). Together with the Southeast tower, and the tower on
the Pedasa Gate to the Southwest this fortress must have constituted a stronghold si-
milar to the "Tetrapyrgia” of Theangela and Latmos, which have recently been descri-
bed by Anne Liese Peschiow-Bindokat.

The finding of domestic pottery and a loomweigth in the staircase excavation in-
dicates that a garrisen was probably stationed here permanently and that the soldiers
probably had their families with them. The number of robbed out graves in front of the
gate shows that some of them died and were prabably also buried there. Pottery can
dlso be seen scattered on the surface north of the fortification wall probably constitu-
ting a dump from the garrison living there. No houses can be seen in the interigr, but
large amounts of stones, which have now been stacked by the peasants in arder to gi-
ve place to grass for the herds, could well ariginate from the simple houses of the sal-
diers and their families.

A few hundred metres south of the Pedasa Gate follow a very large tower with
twa interior walls dividing the tower into four compartments. The interior walls are very
coarse and were prabably hidden in the fill of stone and rubbile of the ground floor, This
tower too has an unusual commanding position of the valley below. From here cata-
pults or arrow-sheoting machines could reach a large area. The tower is not bonded to
the main walt and as most other towers it is reached by a staircase on the inside of the
wall. Both here and further south are seen indentations of the wall as has been cbser-
ved earlier on the eastern side of the Northeast extension. Just outside this large ta-
wer, a particular conspicuous example can be seen of the wide, level configuration of
the landscape resulting from the cutting of a vertical scarp in the hillside described ear-
lier, and which was made with purpose of making access to the wall difficult,

By now, many characteristic details of the fartifications of Halikarnassos have
comge 1o our knowledge. It is a large circuit of 8-7 kms and it includes at least four se-
parate forts: 1. The Zephyrion fort with the Palace of Maussollas, 2. The Salmakis fort-
ress west of the harbour above the Salmakis lountain, 3. The Goktepe fortress cccup-
ying the summit of the highest hill in the circuit and 4. The fortress in the Northeast ex-
tension. Amang the many technical details can be menticned the characteristic doub-
le headers at the corners of all towers and the fortification ditch or vertical scarp exca-
vated in the rock 5-15 metres in frant of the wall,
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Unfortunately, all these interesting defails cannot be securely dated. There can
be little doubt that in general the circuit is the one originally laid cut by Maussollos in
the second quarter of the 4t century BC and atlacked by Alexander in 334 BC. But we
don't know to what extent the forification presently seen underwent strengthening and
repairs in the early Hellenistic period.

The investigations carried out by Anne Lise Peschlow in Latmos present valuab-
le material for comparison. Latmos has comparable separate fortresses of the Tet-
rapyrgia type, and employs a similar technique with double headers in the corners of
the towers. Dr. Peschlow convincingly argues that the Latmos wall must have been
erected some time before the walls of Heracleia were built. Therefore a date some {i-
me in the first half of the fourth century would be a reasonabie suggestion and Dr.
Peschlow suggests that the Latmos fortification was erected as a response fo the thre-
at of the powerful Hecatomnids south of Latmos. Persenally, | find that the masonry of
Latmos has many similarities with that of Halikarnassos, but is overall perhaps more
uniform. Another possibility therefore would be that the Hecatomnids made the fortifi-
cations of L.atmos as a defence of Caria towards the north built not long after the city-
wall of Halikarnassos.

The city wall of Halikarnassos also has some striking similarities to the city wall
of Samos, phase two. Now Kienast dated the second phase of the city wall of Samaos
to the years 310-290 after the return of the Samians, who had been expelled by the At-
henians in 365. Therefore, the similarities could indicate either that the parts of the Ha-
fikarnassos fortifications that are similar to the Samos wall are improvements made in
the early Hellenistic period. Or one could speculate if part of the Samos city wall was
in fact erected with Maussollan support before the Athenian capture of Samos in 365
BC, at a time when Maussollos had strong interests in the islands of the eastern Aege-
an. After all it took the Athenian, Timotheos 10 months of siege to capture Samos in
385 BC, which suggests that Samos at this time had a quite effective fortification. it
should be pointed out that there are clear Samian influence in the early monumental
architecture of the Hecatomnids in Halkarnassos and Labraunda, which suggest so-
me connection between the two areas. Is it perhaps possible that the similarities in the
fortificative architecture and the temple architecture both originate in the same period
- the second quarter of the 4 century?

The investigations of the citywall of Halkarnassos raise many new questions
concerning the orgin and early period of the impressive fortifications in southwestern
Anatolia. But unfortunately, the basic question of date remains largely unsoclved,

4. Registration and Study of Excavation Material, in Particular Pottery, From the
Excavations Carried out on Behalf of Bodrum Museum 1890-2000

The main aim of the campaign in both 2000 and 2001 was 1o finish the work on
the registration of finds from investigations at the Myndos Gate and from locations aro-
und the citywall running in the hills behind the town of modern Bodrum. The team cor-
sisted of students from the University of Southern Denmark, Aarhus University and
University of Copenhagen under the direction of Maria Berg Briese, and the work was
carried out as planned.

The Myndos Gate

The finds from the Myndos Gate are characterised by the fact that a number of
graves were situated both on the inside of the gate, on the western side of the northern
tower and alengside the so-called southern connection wall (Fig. 2}, Even though many
of the graves were disturbed, part of the grave-goods cansists of either complets or ne-
ar complete vessels (Fig. 12).

_ A large amount of roof-iles and tile-fragments were found especially close to the
towers and the connection walls. Several types of fabric can be dislinguished, two of
which are very frequent. Fabric 1 contains a lot of both golden flakes and mica and it
is tempered with material burnt away during fire, with the result that the roof-tile is com-
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parabty Ei?ht. The clay is soft and the surface thus often destroyed. Fabric 2 containg
only very little golden mica and the clay is coarse, heavy and hard fired, The type, sha-
pe and size of the tweo fabrictypes are more or less identical (Fig. 13). It seems that fab-
ric 1 is concentrated in the area of the towers, whereas fabric 2 is concentrated in the
area of the connection walls.

Amongst the pottery finds, transport amphorae are well represented, and due to
the connectton of some of the vessels to gravecontexts well preserved. Several
examples could be restored to an almost complete shape. The amphorae material can
more or less be divided into two %roups: Late Roman and Byzantine vessels used for
burials and Late Hellenistic/early Roman material connected to the gate complex itseif.
in the {atter group, the most common shape is the so-called Coan amphora, Our inves-
tigations in Halikarnassos have proved that this was the most favoured type during la-
te Hellenistic and partly Boman period?. The Coan amphora of both the Hellenistic and
the Roman version—with their characteristic double-barred handles as a trademark—
by far outnumber other imported amphora-types in Halikarnassos?, Several types of
fabric can be distinguished now in Halikarnassos, with their differences heing due to
both place of origin and period of production. Beside the considerable amount of im-
ported examples in both the Hellenistic and Roman version of the amphorae for a cer-
tain period this type was produced locally, in Halikarnassos, and used for export, obvi-
ously meeting a surplus preduction of Halikarnassian wine. Archaeglogical evidence
for local production of Coan amphorae, as ovens for instance, has yet be found in Ha-
likarmassos, but other factors do indicate such a production. For instance written evi-
dence as Athenaeus describes the Halikarnassian wined. He states that it was blended
with seawalter, and compares it with the seawater-added wine from Cos and Myndos.
it would seem only natural if the Halikarnassian producers would choose the Coan
amphorae type - the seawater-added wine par excellence - as container of their wine,
making an easy identification of the content possible for the consumers.

Beside the written source the pottery itself indicates a tocal pottery production as
a characteristic Halikarnassian fabric has been detected. Not only Amphorae of the Co-
an type, but also roof tiles, cooking ware, domestic ware and fine ware were produced
of the same type of clay. This is a phenomenon not only to be seen in the Myndos Ga-
te excavation but also were recorded during our investigations in Halikarnassos as
such. The only difference between the waregroups is the level of levigation as well as
the temg_ering of some of the coarse fabricgroups as cooking vessels and certain tile
fabrics. The most characteristic feature is the presence of both golden flakes and gol-
den mica and often to be seen in rather large quantities (Fig. 14).

At teast in the Late Heltenistic and Roman pericds Halikarnassian import of flu-
ent commodities seem to be very much concentrated 1o the re%ional market, especi-
%[jlqy Ejo the neighbouring centres of Kos and Knidos, stretching though as far south as

cdes®.

The earliest ceramic evidence from the Myndos Gate consists of eight tiny frag-
ments of Late Classical red figured pottery.

Far more common is the Hellenistic black %lazed pottery5. The majority of the
material belongs to an Attic manufactured group, but a small percentage was clearly
manufactured at another praductioncenter. 1 suggest it to be an lonian copypraduction,
since the clay contains varying amounts of silver micat.

Beside the
Knidian production, we have a group of fragments with identical shapes, firing- and de-
coration technigue, which most certainly was manufactured at another focation, pro-
bably Halikarnassos itself. The Knidian fabric is characterised by its content of lime, a
varying presence of silvermica and only rarely a spec of golden mica’. In contrast the
Halika:jrr;lasksian fabric, among other details, is recaognised by the presence of golden mi-
ca and flakes. -

The high degree of similarity regarding shape and decoration technique belwe-
en the Knidian produced Knidian ware and its copy-production found in Halikarnassos
suggests a very close collaboration between these two workshops.

" Nortfieast Exterision

At the remote outskirts of Halikarnassos, at the Northeast extension of the city
wall, the ceramic finds from an excavation next to a staircase clearly suggest a domes-
tic situation (Fig. 7, 8). A large varlety of ware groups were dug up in this small trial
trench: fine ware, domestic ware, kilchen ware (including a dollliouse casserole), foom
weights, tiles and amphorae. The distribution of ware groups is very similar to what we
could observe in domestic contexis in the centre of Halikarnassos8. It is very interes-
ting though, that at least parts of the pottery are made of a clay fabric hitherto unknown
in Halikarnassian contexts. Not only some of the kitchen- and domestic ware, but also
fragments of Coan amphorae are of this fabric suggesting a different origin and thus a
different trade pattern than what can be observed in Halikarassos itself. My sugges-
tion is that peeple living far out in the district enclosed by the Northeast extension of
the city wall used the market in Pedasa and not the market in Halikarnassos and they
were thus orientated towards the northern coastline of the peninsula.

{ate Roman Unguentaria

The study of the individual types of pottery has in some cases led to wider pers-
pectives, e.q. in refation to a vessel type, which, among many terms, is known as La-
te Roman Unguentarium. Since 1990, approximately 80 specimens have been gathe-.
red during the Danish investigations in Halikarnassos. !

Late Roman Unguentaria, datable from the mid 5% to mid 7t century AD, are a
very distinet group of small containers with an estimated.height of narmally 15-18 cm.;
but vessels up to 30 cm. have been recorded at other sitesy.

In the Danish Halikarnassos Project, no complete of even near-complete
examples have been found10. As the body is rather thick-walled and the neck thin-wal-
led, the shoulder seems to be a weak spot where most of the vessels found in Halikar-
nassos are broken. '

The rim and the upper part of the neck are slightly flaring. The neck is rather
slender and a ridge around the neck marks the transition from the neck to the body.
Stoppers have not been found in Halikarnassos, but we know from finds in Perge that
they existed, one even still /n situ in the neck of an unguentarium™. The body is elon-
gated with a fusiform profile providing the vessel with the most commonly used name
Late Roman Unguentarium, because of the resemblance with the Hellenistic unguen-
tarium. The base is normaily solid and ends in a spike that was roughiy cut off the tur-
ning-wheel, often with the result that the base became uneven, Besides the spike-sha-

erapolis and now at Halikarnassos'?.

The unguentarium is slipped on the outside of the neck, on the upper part of the
body, with stripes of running slip on the lawer part of the vessel. Some of the vessels
are stamped.

In Halikarnassos, at feast two fabrics can be distinguished. The most commaon
type seems to correspond with the fabric described by H?}/es in his article fram 197113,
and by now almost synonymous with the Late Roman Unguentarium®4. The fabric is
light, very hard burnt and brittte with a clean fracture. The clay is finely levigated with
only a few visible particles of a homogeneous size!. The fact that the fabric is fired at
a high temperature indeed makes it difficult to detect any particles, but using a magnif-
ying glass quartz, lime and sometimes reddish particles are visible.

The second fabric is markedly different from the first. Poorly sorted lime inclusi-
ons and to some extent lime eruptions as well as a lower burning temperature, are the
predominant featurecs. Usually, the amount of impurities in fabric 2 is low, but generally,
it seems to be coarser than fabric 1. This would be caused by the high amount of po-
orly sorted lime inclusions, both visible in the fracture and on the surface, but also by
the fact that medium sized particles do occur from time to time. Lime and lime erupti-
ons are narmally present as well as the occasional light reflecting particles and a T%W
black and greyish particies are present.

The lime inclusions penefrating the surface and the range of particles seen in the
core give this group of pottery a very characteristic appearance and an astounding re-
semblance to the fabric characieristic for the Phokean-produced Laie Roman C ware.
Three examples of the Late Roman C-like unguentaria have been analysed together with
samples of Late Roman C ware. And even though the all in all 7 samples can only give
an extremety vague and incorclusive picture, the two fabrics correspond so well that two
out of three Late Roman Unguentarium samples match two Late Roman C samplesté.

The surface treatment of the two fabrics is identical making the identification to
Late Roman unguentaria certain.

Turning to the issue of function, the suggestion first put forward by Hayes, that
the contents could be holy water and/or sanctiiied oil is so far undisputed’. The cleri-
cal motifs an the stamps and a majority of clerical contexts where these vessels were
found make it a very reasonable hypothesis. A survey of contexts reveals that this type
of unguentarium was not intended as a funerary vessel like the unguentarium of the
Hellenistic period, as it is hardly found in graves's, Mareover, a survey of coniexts al-
s0 reveals that it must have had a specilic clerical function, since itis predominantly fo-
und in contexts of public and/or religious importance. These are basilica, temples, ago-
ra or private houses with a public function. in Sagalassos for instance the many difte-
rent excavation contexts produces a very useful "survey" of the city including a variety
of functions from temple (DT) to domestic quarter's (W), Aithough the Late Roman Un-
guentarium was actually found in all contexts, it is obvious from the publications that
the temple area is the only location with finds of significant substance1.

All in all 9 investigati-
ons conducted by the Danish Halikarnassos Project in different contexts and locations
of the city have vieided anly few additional finds apart from approximately 70 finds fram
a large Late Antiguc domus situated in the western part of Haiikarnassos™?,

Distribution patterns like these might strengthen the suggestion that the vessel
was reserved for a particular part of the society only and iis presence in the domus
might even indicale a special function of the house or its owner.

In the Agora of Athens the finds of a concentralion of the type in one room of the
IPalace of the Giants for instance makes Frantz suggest the function of the Palace in
Late Antiquity to be monastic2!. | weuld not go as far as to make the same assumpti-
on far the domus in Bodrum, But | believe that the distribution: of contexts indicate, that
these vessels wore porhaps not for the ordinary piigrim, like for instance the Menas
flask, but for a particular group of people witn a special social andfor econemic status.

In 1971, Hayes pointed at Palestine or Jordan as possible manufacturing places,
far two reasons.

To take the last consideralion first, resent research by Cottica in Hierapolis dis-
covering 8 fabric r};mups raises the queslion of several producticn centres2t, And the
finds of at least 2 Tabrics in Halikarnassos support this suggestion.

| find, like Cottica in Hicrapalis, that the most obvious assumption would be, that
there are more production centres, but rather closely situated. First the fabrics differ,
but it seems to be more a question of termpering- and firing technigue, than a marked
ditference in the actual range of impurities.

The issue of origin 1s as pressing as gver, as the association with Palestinian and Jdor-
danian {abric's?” stands in sharp contrast to the vast concentration of finds in the sout-
hern and western part of Turkey. Furthermore, it seems signiiicant that the type is nat,
as far as t know, yet represented in Cyprus. A hypothetical Middic Eastern production
centre would usc harbours on the Syrian coasiline as ports of disembarkation for the-
ir products, making Cyprus a suitable stop on the way north lowards the western co-
astline of Turkey. And thus it would be logical to find at least some specimens of tha
unguentarium at Cypriot sites®.

This combined with the resemblance between Halikarnassos fabric 2 and Late
“Roman € ware makes an origin in Asia Minor, maybe in the area of Phocea, likely.

Kilisenin apsis bdlimi ana mekandan ayrila-
rak agl olarak kullaniimistir. Kilisenin giney duvarinin hemen disinda tespit edilen bir
impost sutun bashd (Resim: 2), yivleri fazla derin olmayan lon dlzeni volltleri ile bu-
nun uzerinde yer alan ylksek bir tabladan clugsmaktadir. Malzemesi yerel kirectagidir.
Sttun baghg: Kiran Gola galigmalarinda bugune kadar saptanan az sayidaki bezeme-
li mimari 6ge érnedi olarak onemlidir. Ayrica kilise kalinisi da bélgenin Antik Cag'a
oranla daha az bilinen Ortagag mimarhigina itigkin bilgi tagimasi agisindan ilgi ¢ekicidir.

2001 ¢alismasinin en verimli yizey taramalarindan birini, Kogar Limani ile Kiran
GolU arasindaki kesimde vapiian tespitler olugturmustur. Buna gére blyukidkleri farkli
toplam dort yerlesme kaydedilmistir (Kalintt 1, 2, 3 ve Kumalari}. Bunlardan Kalinti
2'de ve Kumalani'nda kismi Slgumler yapilmistir. Eksiklerin ise 2002 ¢alismasimin
programina aktariimasi gerekmistir.

Temel (zerinde (¢ sira duz-
gln dikdortgen kesme tagh bir 6rgu ile insa ediimigtir. Toplam yiukseklik 1.38 m.dir. Du-
var doguda genlis bir a¢i yaparak donmekte ve yamag iginde kaybolmaktadir. Bu anit-
sal mezar da yukarida anlatilan Kogar Limant érneginde oldudu gibi, yalmz én cephe
vurgusu esas alinarak inga edilmistir. Bagka bir ifadeyle, buradaki mimari uzaktan ko-
layca algilanabilecek bir on cepheden ibarettir. Duvarin destekledigi platformda bolge-
de ¢ok yaygin olan kademeli mezar steli kaideleri (li¢ adet} 6zgln durumlarina yakin
bir sekilde durmaktadir.

Anitsal mezarin kuzeybaﬁsmda konut olarak nitelenebilecek bir mekan toplulu—
gu ile bir de sarnig bulunmaktadir.

2001 calismasinda varlifi saptanan en énemli ve yaygin yerlesme ile Kiran Go-
I kutsal alaminin kuzeydogusunda kalan Kumalan’nda karsilagiimistir. Burasi Asar
Dag: yerlesmesinden sonra Kiran GoOla arastirmalarn gercevesindeki en genis yerlesim
alanidir. Kumalan, dagdfik yarimadadaki benzeri ara dizitGklerin en biy(klerinden biri-
dir ve buradaki klguk yapilarin da gésterdidi gibi tarimsal amaglar icin yakin zamanla-
ra kadar kullamilmistir. DazIGGGn bal kenarinda uzanan antik yerlesmede ¢ok sayida
in sftu duvar kahnhst gozlenmisgtir. Duvarlar genellikle gokgen veya dikddrigene yakin
cokgen orguyle insa edilmistir, Setler halinde kurulan yerlesmede insaat niteligi olduk-
ca yuksek, dzenli bir mezar yapisi saptanmighr. S6z konusu anitsal mezar yine bosaj-
I 6n cephe duvarina sahip, Jzerinde basamakli stel kaideleri bulunan érneklerdendir.
Yakin ¢gevrede bir grup stel daha tespit edilmistir. Kumnaiani kalintilarn arasinda da zey-
tin veya z0m ezme duzenine iliskin édeler gdrllmektedir. Sonugta Kumalani yine "ko-
nuttanmsal dretim/mezar” O¢lGstnG barindiran, ancak yayginhk agisindan dierierin-
den ¢ok daha blydk ve dzerinde 2002 arastirmasi kapsaminda ayrinti olarak durma-
y1 gerekliren bir yerlesim ornegidir. Kumalani duzligani cevreleyen diger yamaglarda
da duvar kalintilari tespit edilmis, ancak bunfarin yakindan ele alinmasi da 2002 ¢alig-
masi igin éngdrilimustar. '

2001 yilinda Asar Dagr’'ndaki buyGk ve iyl korunmus tahkimat ile buradaki yer-
lesme kalintilan da tekrar incelenmistir. Tahkimatin iginde yer alan dzel bir yapirin (ta-
pinak ?) bloklan, Kiran Géli'nde tapinada ait olmasi gereken ¢ok sayidaki biokia ayn
ylzey is¢iligine sahiptir. Buna goére tas ylzeylerine, birbirine paralel kisa cizgilerle de-
koratif bir ifade kazandinimistir (Resim: 4). Boyle bir ayrinti ortakhidinin étesinde, Kiran
Goli'nin Asar Dadi'ndan, dogru glizergah izlendiginde sadece yaklagik 15 dakikalik
yirlyls mesafesinde bulundugu da saptanmstir. lzlenen badiantinin blylk oranda
antik hata karsiltk geldigini, yer yer eslik eden stel kaideleri géstermistir. Bu gozlemier,
Kiran Goll kutsal alaninin, henliz igerigi bilinmeyen Asar Dagdrnin egemenlik simirlar
iginde bir merkez oldugu izlenimini guclendirmisgtir.

Ozetle 2001 Kiran Giold yuzey arastirmasi, hem kutsal alanin mimarisindeki ye-
ni belgelemeler, hem de bilinmeyen yakin gevre iligkilerinin aydinlanmasi yoninden ol-
dukca verirmli gegmistir. Yukanda da yeri geldiginde séz edildigi gibi, konut/ftarimsal
Gretim/mezar islevlen bilgenin yerlesme dokusunu belirleyen temel bir mimari sema
olarak netlesmistir. Bu yertesmelerde dinsel islevli belirgin bir mimari dizenlemeye (ta-
pinak) simdiye kadar rastanmamisgtir.

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FORSCHUNGEN IN LORYMA 2001

Die finfte Kampagne des Surveys in Laryma auf der karischen Chersones da-
uerte vom 27. August bis 29. September 2001. Der tlrkischen Antikenbehdrde méch-
te ich flir die erneute Genehmigung dieser Arbeiten danken. FUr die erfolgreiche Zu-
sammenarbeit sind wir der Direktorin des Museums von Marmaris, Frau Cigdem Mor-
¢ol, besonders zu Dank verpflichtet. Die Kampagne wurde durch die Gewahrung einer
Sachbeihilfe der Deutschen Forschungsgemeinschaft sowie durch die Unterstitzung
des Deutschen Archaologischen Instituts tstanbul ermdglicht!. Das Ziel des Projekts,
namiich die Erforschung von Loryma und seinem Umland, ist nach flinf Feldkampag-
nen im wesentlichen erreicht warden.

Wahrend der filnfwéchigen Feldkampagne erweiterten wir das Untersuchungs-
gebiet nach Norden sowie nach Westen und dokumentierten dabei unter anderem vi-
er antike Gehofte, einen monumentalen Grabbau und eine Fluchtburg. Damit ist jetzt
eine Flache von insgesamt 7 km? erforscht {Abb. 1). Dardber hinaus fihrte R. Fesler
geomagnetische Untersuchungen im Bereich des Apolionheiligtums und des Soteira-
heiligiums durch. Ch. Gerber untersuchte prahistorische Fundplatze der Umgebung.
Die Keramikbearbeitung stand unter der Leitung von G. und K. $enol.

Ein unerwarteter Gllicksfall ist die Entdeckung einer friihen Festung vom Typ
des sog. karischen “Ringwalls” im Nordwesten des untersuchten Gebietes, nahe bei
Gehéft 10 (Abb. 2, 3). Er liegt auf der rundlich geformten Kuppe eines Higels, von dem
aus man einen weiten Blick auf die Stadt Leryma, die Siedlung auf dem Asar Dag so-
wie in das gesamte Urmland hat. Die Hogelkuppe ist mit einer kurvig verlautenden Ma-
uer von max. 68 m. Durchmesser befestigt. Die aus trocken auigeschichteten, meist
plattenférmigen Bruchsteinen errichtete Festungsmauer ist um 1,40 m. breit und bis zu
1,40 m. hoch erhalten. Nach den geringen Versturzmengen zu schliefen, kann dig Hi-
he der Steinrmauer urspringlich kaum héher gewesen sein. Um eine zur Verteidigung
geeignete Mauerhdhe zu erreichen, muB sich daher dardber ein Aufbau aus l.ehmazi-
egeln befunden haben. Das einzige Tor liegt auf der Ostseite und ist als einfacher
Durchgang gestaltet. Da nur eine Torwange erhalten ist, kann die Breite des Durch-
gangs nicht mehr bestimmt werden. Innerhalb der Festung befindet sich an der héchs-
ten Stelle ein ovales Fundament, wohl eines Turms, der als Beobachtungs- und Sig-
nalposten diente. Daneben sind funf weitere Gebaude an den Hangen nachzuweisen,

von denen meist nur die talseitige Mauer und ein Haufen verstarzter Mauersteine zu
erkennen sind. Eines der Hauser weist jedoch an seiner Schmalseite den Ansatz einer
Rundung auf und 188t sich damit als Apsidenhaus bestimmen. Da es sonst keinen
Versturz gibt, bestanden in der Festung keine weiteren Gebaude; gut die Halfte der
ummauerten Flache war also unbebaut.

Keramik war trotz intensiver Suche nur aufierst wenig zu finden. Nach der vor-
lautigen Bestimmung ist die &lteste Keramik archaisch, die jungste hellenistisch. We-
itere Minweise geben das Apsidenhaus und das Ovalgebdude, deren Grundrisse eine
Datigrung in das 8. bis 7. Jh. v. Chr. wahrscheinlich machen.

Dieser Festungstypus wird meist als karischer oder lelegischer "Ringwall” beze-
ichnet. Anlagen dieser Art wurden bisher vor allem in Melie2, dem Latmosgebiet® und
auf dem Sodra Dagd bei Mylasa* untersucht. Gemeinsam ist ihnen die Lage auf Berg-
kuppen mit weitem Blick ins Umiand, gekurvte MauerfGhrung ohne TGrme oder Bast-
onen, die einfachen Trockenmauern, meist einfache Tordurchgénge sowie das weitge-
hende Fehlen von Gebauden im Inneren. Sie werden daher als Fluchtburgen fir die
landliche Bevdlkerung gedeutet. Datiert werden sie in Anlehnung an die Grabungser-
gebnisse von Melie in die geometrische bis archaische Zeit.

Da diese einfachen Festungen gleichzeitig mit der komplexeren, sehr unterschi-
ediich strukturierten karischen Siedlung Latmos existierten, nimmt A. Peschiow-Bindo-
kat an, dafB es sich bei den “Ringwéallen” um eine spezitische Bauform der Leleger han-
delt, einem Volk, das vor aliem auf der Halbinsel von Halikarnassos lebte und dessen
Verhaltnis zu den Karern in vieler Hinsicht noch unklar ist. Als Beleg daflr verweist sie
u. a. auf die lelegischen Fluchtburgen der Halbinse! von Halikarnassoss.

Der "RBingwali” von Loryma, der sudiichste bekannte Vertreter seiner Art, wirft
nun neues Lichi auf diesen Festungstyp und die damit verbundenen Probleme. Fir
den Stadtplan und die Hauser von Loryma konnte durch den Vergleich mit Latmos be-
reits eine enge kulturetie Verbindung zum inneren Karien nachgewiesen werden®, die
durch den neuen Befund der Festung nun eine Bestatigung erfahrt. Durch die raumlic-
he Nahe urd den Sichixontakt der Festung zu den gleichzeitig bestehenden Kleinstad-
ten Laryma und Asar Dag iiegt es nahe, dafl diese ebenfalls von Karern genutzt wor-
den ist; eine sigene Festung von Lelegem ist an dieser Stelle nicht vorstelibar. Gera-
de weil stadtische Siedlungen und landiiche Fluchtburgen gleichen Typs sowohl in Lat-
mos ais auch in Loryma einander benachbart tagen, driicken sie nickt den Unterschi-
ed zweiar Volker, sondern vielmehr den Gegensalz von unterschiedlichen karischen
Beviikerungsgruppen — Stadt- und Landbevdlkerung — aus.

Hinzu kommt, daf sich die lelegischen Fluchtburgen der halikarnassischen Hal-
binsel in threr Anlage von den genannten “Ringwélen” deutlich unterscheiden und Uber
typisch felegische Elemente wie agglutinierende innenbebauung oder Compound-Ba-
uten verfligen; vergleichbar ist allentalis die Fluchtburg auf dem Kista Dag, doch dart
diese Ahnlichkeit aufgrund der Einfachheit der Anlage, wie Radt betont, nicht tberbe-
wertet werden?. Damit stehen nun ausreichende Kriterien zur Verfligung, die es erta-
uben, lelegische und karische Fluchtburgen voneinander zu unterscheiden.

Bie umfangreiche Bebauung im Inneren der Fluchtburg von Loryma ist unge-
wohnlich. Eine Datierung ist bei dern meisten der Geb&ude ohne Ausgrabung nicht

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méglich, nur das Apsidenhaus und das Ovalgebaude lassen sich durch ihre Grundris-
s¢ nadher eingrenzen; sie kdnnen spatestens im 7. Jh. entstanden sein® und durften
aus der Erbauungszeit der Festung stammen. Die lockere Verteilung der Einzelhauser
erinnert ebenfalls an frihe Siedlungen wie Empario auf Chioss. Eine enge Paralielc hi-
erzu ist die Oberburg von Melie, in der ein Ovalhaus und ein Antenhaus untersucht
warden sind, darUber hinaus aber Reste von mindestens zwei weiteren einzeln stehen-
den Hausern festgestellt wurden, dig in dhnlicher Weise wie in Loryma Uber das Areal
der Festung verteilt sind. Das Ovalhaus stammt dort wohl aus dem 7. Jh., das Anten-
haus aus dem spaten 7. ader fréhen 6. Jh. v. Chr. Damit ist fur die fiinf Hauser der Fes-
tung von Loryma insgesamt eine fruhe Entstehung anzunehmen, die sich aber zeitlich
auf das 8. bis 6. Jh. v. Chr. verteilen kann, Die AuBerst geringe Obearfiachernkeramik
und die groie unbebaute Flache in der Festung lassen dennoch vermuten, daB es sich
nicht um eine dauerhafte Siedlung, sondern um eine Fluchtbhurg handelte, die maglic-
horweise von einer kleinen standigen Besatzung bewacht wurde.

Dardber hinaus gab es auBerhalb der Stadt Loryma und ihres engeren Urnfolds
an der Bucht bisher keine varhellenistischen Funde. Bie Fluchtburg belegt damit erst-
mals, dafi es bereits in vorheilenistischer Zeit eine Landbevélkerung gab, deren Spu-
ren weitestgehend der tiefgreifenden iandschaftlichen Umgestaltung der hallenistisc-
hen Zeit zum Opfer gefallen sein mussen.

Ctwa & km. westich des Apcllonheiligtums, am Westrand der Halbinsel von
Loryma, untersuchien wir cine sehr ungewthnliche Ruine, die sich auf einem klginen
Hiigel inmitten eines Tals befindet und nach Westen das Mcer und die Insel Syme
Uberblickt. Sie wird haute Kalamag genannt. Es handelt sich dabei um einen dreiecki-
gen Bau von ca. 8,50 m. Seitenlange, der wiederum von ciner Polygonalmauer umge-
ben ist (Abb. 4, 5). Der his zu 3,19 m. hoch erhaltene Bau ist aus vier Schichten von
Quadern errichtet, die von ciner schmaleren Plattenschicht bekront wird. Auf seiner
Oberseite besitzt er einen stwienférmigen Aufbau, wobei Teile von zwei zurlcksprin-
genden Stufen erhalten sind; eine dritte Stufe kann aus den Bearbeiwungsspuren der
zweiten Stufenschicht sicher erschlossen werden (Abb. 6a). Die ursprungiiche Form ist
sehr wahrscheintich als dreiseitige Stufenpyramide zu erganzen. Neben dem Bau be-
findet sich ein Quader in Form einer spitzen, dreieckigen Pyramide von 144 cm. | 16he
und 99 cm. Seitenlange (Abb. 8b). Er kann sich nur als Bekednung der Stufenpyrami-
de oben auf dem Bau befunden haben.

Obwohl im ausgeraubten Inneren des Baus keine Kammer und auch kein Ein-
gang festgestellt werden konnle, st die Anlage als monumentaler Grabbau zu deuten.
Die bekronende Stufenpyramide, die sich auf das Maussolleion ven Halikarnassos zu-
rUckfilhren 1aBt, ist bei kleinasiatischen Grabbauten hiufig belegt', die dreicckige
Form dagegen singular. Vergleichen 4Bt sie sich aber mit dreieckigen Stufenpasen in
den Nekropolen der karischen Chersones, von denen sich efne auch in der Stadinek-
ropole van Loryma befindet. Cberflachenkeramik war fast nicht vorhanden, das Mauer-
werk und die Architektur machen jedoch eine Datierung in frihhelicnistische Zeit
wahrseheinlich.

Ein Mrgebnis von weitreichender Bodeutung ist dis Entdeckung von Schiffsha-
usern®! enttang des Ufers im Bereich des Soteiraheiligtums, westlich der antiken
Stact’Z. Bereits wahrend der ersten Kampagne 1995 fanden wir hier eine Reihe von
20 Felshettungen im senkrechten INelsen, der die Bucht im Westen begrenzt (Abh. 7).

Die rechtecki-
gen, in regelmaBigen Abstdnden eingetieflen Bettungen weisen zum Ufer hin eine le-
ichte Neigung von 1:7 auf. Das landseitige Ende des Gebaudss ist durch eine senk-
rechte Felsabarbeitung markiert. Die seeseitig letzte erhaltene Felsbettung des Dac-
hes liegt unmittelbar am heutigen Ufer in 15 m. Abstand von der landseitigen Mauer.
Dennoch kann das Gebéude sich noch etwas weiter erstreckt haben, denn das Me-
ereshiveau liegt heute etwa 1 m hdher als in der Antike'3, Die Form des Daches lieR
bereits vermuten, daf es zu einem Schiffshaus gehdrte. Entsprechende Mauern wa-
ren dagegen nicht auszumachen, da das Gelande in friihbyzantinischer Zeit von einem
Arsenal uberbaut worden ist.

Sechs Jahre spater war es nun mdglich, in diesem Bereich einen geomagnetisc-
hen Survey zu machen. Gemessen wurden elf Flachen mit 2.423 Punkten in ginem
Raster von 1x0,5 m. Die aus den Messungen erstellte Karte der elektromagnetischen
Leitfahigkeit {Abb. B) zeigt die Unterschiede zwischen trocken (hell) und feucht {dun-
kel), wobei sich deutliche Strukturen abzeichnen. Von Westen her erkernnt man sechs
parallele helle Anomalien in regelmaBigen Abstdnden von 12 bis 13 m.; nach Osten
folgt darauf eine dunkle, feuchte Zone, sodann wieder helle Strukiuren. Eine zweite
Karte zeigt denselben Befund mit einem mathematischen Filter bearbeitet {Abb. ).
Dabei werden die genannten Anomalien bestatigt.

Von den sechs parallelen Strukiuren zeichnen sich die Nm. 2, 4 und 6 sehr de-
utlich ab, wahrend die Nrm. 1, 3 und 5 weniger scharf sind. Dies mag darauf zurdckzu-
fihren sein, daB einige Fundamente gut erhalten, andere dagegen durch Steinraub
stérker zerstort sind. Die sechs Anomalien lassen sich, zusammen mit dem westlich
davon gelegenen Felsen mit den Dachspuren, als eine Reihe von sechs Schiffsha-
usern interpretieren. Es folgt das im Sommer trockene Bett eines Bachs, der hier in die
Buchi mindet, sowie &in weiteres, nicht sicher bestimmbares Gebdude auf der ande-
ren Seite dieses Bachs.

Die Schiffshauser waren mindestens 15 m., vermutlich jedoch bis zu ca. 20 m.
lang und ca. 12 m. breit. Die Hdbhe des Dachs (ber heutigem Niveau betragt zwischen
3 und 3,30 m.; da die elgktromagnetischen Messungen aufgrund der gewahlten Lén-
ge des Querstabs maximal 2 m. in die Tiefe reichan, kann die Dachhéhe nicht mehr als
etwa 5 m betragen haben. Diese recht kurzen und sehr breiten MaBe sind fir antike
Schiffshauser sehr ungewdhnlich, Sie haben jedoch eine Parallele in den Schiffshéa-
usern der Insel Alimnia westlich von Rhodos, deren in den Fels gehauene Fundamen-
te eine sehr &hnliche Form aufweisen. Blackman interpretierte diese als doppelte
Schiffshauser fir kleine Schiffe4.

Betrachtet man den gefilterten Plan, so kann man zwischen den Mauern der
Schiffshauser jeweils schmale, zu diesen parallele Anomalien entdecken (in Abb. 9
durch Sternchen markiert). Méglicherweise sind dies kleinere Fundamente flr eine
Stitzenreihe, die die Schiffshauser in zwei Halften unterteilten, wihrend die gréBeren
Fundamente massive Mauern frugen. Wenn dies zutreffen sollite, dann gab es in den
Schiffshausern von Loryma Platz fur zwolf kleine Schiffe.

Diese Beobachtung gibt wiederum einen Anhaltspunkt zur Rekonstruktion des
Daches. In den 20 Felsbettungen lag alle 70 cm. ein Querbalken mit einem Quersch-
nitt von ca. 20x35 cm. Wenn der vorgeschlagene Plan mit seitlichen massiven Mauern
und einer Stutzenreihe in der Mitte richtig ist, so durften die Stitzen den Firstbalken
getragen haben, der durch eine Reihe von Querbalken mit den Seitenmauern verbun-

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den worden ist. Das Ergebnis ware dann eine Reihe von sechs aneinandergebauten
Giebeldéchern, die insgesamt zum Meer hin geneigt sind, und dhnelte in der auBeren
Erscheinung den klassischen Schiffshausern im Pirdus'®. Denkbar wére auch, daB es
anstelle der Giebelreihe als ein fiaches, zum Wasser gensigtes Pultdach zu rekonstru-
isren ist. Leider lassen die verwitterten Balkenidcher im Fels nicht erkennen, ob die
Balken horizontal oder schrag angebracht waren.

Die Schiffshauser stammen mit groBter Wahrscheinlichkeit aus frihhelienistisc-
her Zeit. Damals bauten die Rhodier die groBe Hafenfestung an der Einfahrt in die
Bucht von Loryma, die nicht nur die strategische Bedeutung des Ortes fir Rhodos ze-
igt, sondern wohl in direktem Zusammenhang mit der Stationierung von rhodischan
Kriegsschiffen in Loryma steht, Eine vorhellenistische Entstehung ist héchst unwahrse-
heinlich, da dies bedeuten wirde, daB das kieine Loryma eine eigene Kriegsflotte be-
saB. Ebensowenig kénnen sie nach der hellenistischen Epoche entstanden sein, da
Loryma in der rémischen Kaiserzeit veriassen war und das Gelande dann durch das
frihbyzantinische Arsenal Gberbaut worden ist.

Die bereits genannten Schiffshauser von Alimnia, die im Grundri3 und den Ma-
fen als einzige mit dem Befund in Loryma zu vergleichen sind, lassen darauf schii-
efen, daB es sich um einen speziellen rhodischen Typus von Schiffshdausern handelt.
Alimnia war in hellenistischer Zeit, wie Loryma, ein Stltzpunkt der rhodischen Flotte.
Vermutiich gab es eine Art Kistenwache, die mit kleinen Schiffen die Gewdasser um
Rhodos kontrollierte und mehrere Stltzpunkte hatte. identifizieren kdnnte man diese
mit den guiaxai, die wihrend des Kriegszugs Phitipps V. gegen Rhodos 201/200 v,
Chr. patrouillierten’s, sowie mit den guiaxideg, die von antiken Autoren mehrfach ats
rhiodische Kriegsschiffe erwahnt werden?’.

Der Schiffstyp, der hierzu diente, war vermutlich die Hemiclia, ein kleiner und
schnefler Schiffstyp, der auch fir Rhodos bezeugt ist. Die Schétzungen fir die Lange
einer Hemiolia® liegen im. Bersich um die 20 m., was zu dem Befund in Loryma gut
passen wirde.

Cenevizkale’nin bu en ylksek kesiminde total station kullani-
larak topografik plan gikartma ¢aligmalarina baslanmigtir; ayrica dnimuzdek! yillarda
fotogrametrik yontemtier kullamlarak akropol surlarinin belgelenmesi amagianmaktadir,

Cenevizkale, olast Neontelkhos'un akropo! ve etekleri disinda gevresindeki ya-
yiim alanini saptamak i¢in ik olarak batr yindeki Titkiliktepe mevkiinde arastirmalar
vapitmigtir. Burada Tilkiliktepe'nin giiney ucunda kaya Uzerine kazinmis bazilan Grek-
ce benzeri harfler, hag ve ayak izi sekillert ile bunlar arasina yerel sahislar tarafindan
yapiimis uydurma eklerin kazinmus oldugu blyik bir masif kaya ilgi ¢ekicidir.

Tilkiliktepe'den kuzey ybnde tirmanisa devam edildifinde Goktepe mevkiine ge-
{inmigtir. Gokiepe'nin dogu ve kuzey eteklerinde yodun sekilde kayalarin {stiste otur-
tulmasivla ylkseltitmis podyumiar ve bu podyumiann Gzerinde iki ya da {i¢ sandik me-
zardan olugsan gruplara rastlanmustir (Resim: 6). Mezarlarnin bir kismt kagak kazilarla
agtmis ve soyulmustur. Bunlann igi ya da ¢evrelerinde tarihlendirme konusunda fikir
verebilecek her hangi bir mezar buluntusuna rasttanmamistir. Mezarlarn kayalik arazi
Uzerinde segmek ¢ok gligtlr, zaten nekropolin buraya konumlandimimasinda soz ko-
nusu durum dikkate ahnmig gbzikmektedir.

Goktepenin eteklerinden intlip klizeye dodru diiziUkie ilerlenmis Sarikayalar ve
Serden mevkii olarak adiandirian bu genis alaniarda vine Gstlerinde soyulmus mezar-
lar olan podyumiar bulunmustur. Bunlann yaninda bir kismi iglikiere ait olmasi gereken
yapt kalintilarina ve tag buluntulara rastlanmistir. TUm bu kalintdann GPS ile konumia-
ri belirlenmis ve in situ temellerle duvariarin ayrintisiz cizimlert yaptlarak krokileri gizil-
mistir.

Gokiepe ve Cenevizkale'nin kuzeyindeki tepeler arasinda kalan dizilklerde ka-
fintitanin yaninda Albay ve Nurlak goileri olarak adlandiritan, ¢anak seklinde oyutan yi-
zeye kOglk tagiann do&enmes;yle olusturulmus yapay goﬂer vardr ki, gintmizde hay-
van slrdlerinin yararlandinidig, bolge genelinde yaygm olan bu go![erm yapiidiklar do-

Cenevizkale civarninda, yodun kalinti barindiran bir diger alan, Goktepe ve Tilki-
lik mevkiinin batisinda kalan, kdyltlerin Kamber Agillar olarak andiklar yerdir. Bu ke-
simde yer yer hat halinde izlenen kalin duvar temelleri saptanmistir. Ayrica burada da
Giéktepe'dekine benzer ama daha blyik podyumlar ve Ustlerinde kagak kazilarla agil-
mis mezarlarla kargiagiimistir (Resim: 7). Buradaki tim kalintlarnin koordinatlar alina-
rak &lgimlert yapilmis ve krokileri gizilmigtir.

Antik verlesimin yaythmini belirleyebilmek adina bu kez Cenevizkale akropolu-
nun tam karsisina dizgsen Dedirmentepe’de de aragtirmalar yapilmistir. Yizeyde dagi-
nik olarak Roma Dénemi ginltk kullanim kaplarina ait pargalar gbriilmastir. Bu alan-
dabulunan ilging kalintlarsa tepe Gzerinde kuzey kesimde iki ayr noktada yer alan ve
Cenevizkale'ye bakan tOmilis gérantusandeki iki yapay yUkseltidir (Resim: 8), Bunla-
rin Ustlerinde kagak kazilar yapilarak ylzeyden yaklagik 1.5 m. derinlie inen ca. 2 m.
caplannda kenarlar moloz taslaria &rllmas mekanlar ortaya ¢ikartildi§ gériimGstir.
Kaiintidarin koordinatian alindiktan sonra mekanlann ve iginde bulunduklari tepelerin
. caplanyla yikseklikleri dlctimis. ve fotograffanmustin, . .

3. Dodakdy ve Cevresi: Deirmentepe’den sonra Yanikkdy'iin komsusu olan Do-

gakoy'e inilmistir. Kéyln iginde Cenevizkale akropolinden getirilmis ve kiyin evlerin-
de devsirme malzeme olarak kullanilmis birgok tag mimari etemana rastianmigtir. Bun-
iar fotografianarak belgelenmistir. K8y ici arastinidiktan sonra, sirtini dayadid kuzeyin-
de yer alan Gallitepe’ye ¢ikilmis ve buralarda taggl igareti olduguna inandigimiz kaya-
lara oyulmus isaretler tespit ediimistir. Zaten bu kesimlerde kayalarin tas gikartmak
amactyla tiraglanip kesildikleri géralmektedir.

Arastirma sirasinda saptanan bir bagka énemli kahnti grubu ise Dogakdy, Dedir-
mentepe, Yanikkdy, Kamber Agillar, Samkdyl ve Catallag mevkiilerini hemen glney
yénde kesen kanal paralelinde uzanan, kdylUlerin Ferhat Yolu olarak adlandirdiklan,
dogal kayay oyarak yapiimis antik su kanahdir (Resim: 9). Kanal yer yer tahrip olsa da
stz konusu hat boyunca oldukga iyi izlenmektedir.

Yanikkdy'den Samkéy yénunde toprak yol boyunca kanal izlenirken Enyar mev-
kii olarak haritada belirtilen kesimde yolun sol kenarinda bir tepecige gelinmig ve bura-
da podyumu, kapt lentolan kalmis biyiik bir yap! temeliyle karsilagiimigtir, Glgiler ali-
narak yapinin krokisi gizilmistir. Temeilerin oldugu alanda seyrek olarak Roma Dénemi
giinlak kullanim kaplarina ait seramik parcalarina da rastlanmishr.

Koylllerin
hala "Kervan Yolu" olarak adlandirdiklar yotun farkls dénemiarde ylzyillarca yenilenip
kuilamichd anlagiimaktadir.

lecek bir tepeye ¢ikilmigtir. Tepenin Ust kisimlannda basamaklari olan bir seki meveut-
tur. Bu ilging gdrintidsdne ragmen yamaglarda dodal clmayan girintilerden de kayala-
rin tag gikarmak amaciyla kesildikleri anlagiimaktadir. Yamaglarda seyrek olarak Roma
Danemi gurlGk kuilarum kabi pargalarina rastlanmistir. Dogal kayalar arasinda tepenin
bat: kesimlerinde in situ duvar temelleri gorulmektedir (Resim: 11}, Kdye inildiginde ise
antik yerlesimdeki yapilara ait olmasi gereken mimart elemaniann ve yazillann, mao-
dern yerlesimin iginde hinalarin duvarlarinda kultanimig olduklan gérilmustur. Bu ka-
intilar arasinda da ¢ok iyt durumda, glnimize kadar gelmis ama bizim aragtirma iz-
nimiz disinda kalan pir yazit RBakanlik temsilcimiz refakatinde Maltepe Belediyesi'nden
saglanan bir aragla izmir MUzesi'ne nakledilmistir.

Tepenin guneydedusuna gegildiginde ise ilk bakista bir tapinaga ait oldugunu disin-
dugimiiz yap! temelleriyle karsilagitmistir. Bu konstriksiyonun dlglleri alinarak gizim-
lerl yapiimisti. Kalintimin hemen altinda kagak kazi yapilmis, iyl korunmus bir sarnic
da dider kalintilarla biriikte fotograflanarak kayitlara gegirilmistir.

2001 vil cahsmalannda gorildaga gibi infensive yuzey aragtirmast kapsamin-
daki Araptepe aragtirmalarinda, degerlendirmeler yapilarak bazt bilimsel sonuglara va-
rimistir's. Extensive ylzey arastirmasi kapsamindaysa bélge, toplamig oldugumuz
meavcut ¢alismalarin verdikleri bilgilerin gtesinde taninmaya bastanmigtir. Bu yolla bag-
ta belirti§imiz konu baslkiarimiz ve galisma programiza yeni boyutlar katilmistir ancak
gelecek sezon/sezonlardaki aragtirmalarla edinilecek bltunleyici bilgiler, ilk gdrisgleri-
mizi varsayimlarin &tesine gecirebitecektir. Calismalanmiza 2001 sezanunda da belir-
tiimis olan basliklar ve amaclar dogrultusunda devam edilecektir.

ERSTE KAMPAGNE IN PEDNELISSOS

Im September 2001 begann das Pisidien Survey Projekt mit der Erforschung ei-
ner neuen pisidischen Sladt. Sie befindet sich in der Nahe des Dorfes Kozan bei Ge-
biz (Prov, Antalya) in einer Hohe von ca. 850 m. auf dem sGdlichen Hang des Berges
"Bodrumkaya", einern der stdlichsten Auslaufer des Taurusgebirges. Nach den antiken
Schriltquellen wird die Stadt eindeutig Pisidien zugeschrieben, abwohl man sle aufg-
rund ihrer Lage 75 km. nordastlich von Antalya eher Pamphylien zuordnen wirde'. Se-
it den Untersuchungen der "Missione archeologica italiana in Asia Minore" unter Le-
itung von R. Paribeni, G: Moretli und B. Pace Anfang des 20. Jahrhunderts werden die
Ruinen an dieser Stelle als die der pisidischen Stadt Pednelissos bezeichnet. Diese
Identifizierung basiert auf antiken Schriftquellen und auf logischem AusschluBverfah-
ren. Sie ist bislang inschriftlich nicht bestétigt, wird aber allgemein akzeptiertZ. Wah-
rend der Arbeit von Moretti und Paribeni in Pednelissos fanden die ersten umfassen-
deren Untersuchungen der Inschriften und der wichtigsten Ruinen statt3, Im 20. Jahr-
hundert gerieten die Ruinen mehr oder weniger in Vergessenheit. Sie wurden nur in
wenigen Publikationen kurz erwahnt? oder im Rahmen von spezifischen Forschungs-

vorhaben herangezogens. Erst in den achtziger Jahren des 20. Jahrhunderts zog die
Stadt wieder Aufmerksamkeit auf sich, als G. Isin die Ruinen fir Ihre damalige Magis-
terarbeit mehrmals besuchtes. Etwa gleichzeitig bezog S. Mitchell die Ruinen der Stadt
in seine Untersuchungen der hellenistischen Epoche in Pisidien ein?. Die wichtigste
historische Uberlieferung uber Pednelissos bildet der Bericht von Polybios zum Krieg
zwischen Pednelissos und Selge im Jahre 218 v. Chr.8.

Um die Entwicklung der Stadt und des Stadtbildes zu erfassen, sind neue Auf-
nahmen der Ruinen und der erhaltengebliebenen Inschritten dringend notwendig. Der
hoher gelegene Teil der antiken Stadt befindet sich auf einem steilen, heute bewalde-
ten Hang. Der untere Bereich ist weniger steil und wurde bis vor kurzem landwirtse-
haftlich genutzt. Dennoch Oberdauerten auch hier die Monumentalbauten. Sowohl die
Monumente des offentlichen als auch des privaten Bereiches sind sehr gut erhalten
geblieben.

Im Rahmen des Pisidien Survey Projekts begann im September 2001 die umn-
fassende und profunde Untersuchung von Pednelissos. Das Team, unter Leitung von
Lutgarde Vandeput {(Archdoclogisches institut der Universitat zu Koéln, Deutschland)
bestand aus den Archaologen Tom Debruyne und Danny Gysen (K. U. [Leuven, Belgi-
en), GUi Is1n (Akdeniz Universitesi, Turkei), Veli Kése {Archaologisches Institut der Uni-
versitat zu Koln, Deutschland), Yaprak Ozkdnd {Istanbul Universitesi, Tarkel) und den
Studierenden Ayse Akman, Nevzat Demir (Istanbul Universitesi, Tiirkei) und Ebru Za-
man {Bilkent Universitesi, Tirkei}. An der Verwirklichung der topographischen Karte ar-
beitete Sabri Aydal (Museum Antalya, Turkei). Unser besonderer Dank gilt dem Regi-
erungsvertreter Erman Bediz vorn Museum in Adana fir seine Hilfsbereitschaft.

Bislang wurde keine Kartierung der Stadt vorgenommen, die von den Ralienemn
angefertigte SkizZe und die leicht korrigierte Version von lgin bildeten die einzigen Fla-
ne’d, Aus diesem Grund konzentrierten sich die Arbeiten in der ersten Kampagne vom
September 2001 auf die Aufnahme einer topographischen Karte. Die am dichtesten
bebaute Zone der Stadt mit dem Sffentlichen Zentrum aus hellenistischer Zeit, die
Stadtmauer sowie weilere Telle des Gelandes wurden aufgenommen. Im Stadtareal
sind mehrere antike StralBen gut erhalten und (her langere Strecken zu verfolgen. Sie
scheinen einander im rechien Winkel zu schneiden. Der vom Geodéaten Sabri Aydal
vom Antalya Museum fertiggestellie Plan zeigt deutlich, daB der ganze bisher kartier-
te Bereich der Stadt auf einen ziemlich regelméfBigen Straenplan zurlickzugehen
scheint (Abb. 1). Die Nord-Sld StraBen verlaufen parallel zum Hang, die Ost-West
StraBen dagegen steigen den Hang hinauf und sind deswegen héufig als Treppen an-
gelegt. Die Monumentalbauten des hellenistischen dffentlichen Zentrums figen sich in
dieses Raster ein, was eher an kanstlich geschaffene Stadte wie z. B. Priene erin-
nert®, als an die organisch gewachsenen Stadte Pisidiens, wie der Plan von Sagaias-
sos mit leicht unterschiedlich orientierten Monumentalbauten aus hellenistischer und
romischer Zeit auf mehreren Geldndestufen ilustriertt,

Parallel zur Aufnahme der topographischen Karte begann die Untersuchung der
Ruinen. Den Schwerpunkt bildeten die gut erhaltene Agora sowle die Bauten in ihrer
unmittelbaren Nahe.

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Die Agora iiegt auf einer kinstlich angelegten Terrasse, deren hohe Stutzmauer
studwestlich des Platzes vollsténdig erhaiten blieb (Abb. 2). Nach Norden und Siden
hin ist sie ebenfalls von gut erhaltenen Mauern gegen den Hang begrenzt. Die Agora
umfaBt ungefahr eine Flache von 20x30 m. lhre Pflasterung aus groBen Kalksteinqu-
adern ist ausgezeichnet erhalten und zeigt ein regelmaBiges Schema von Reihen bes-
tehend aus abwechselnd breiten und schmalen Platten (Abb. 3}. Eine der wichtigsten
Nord-Sid StraBen stellt die Verbindung zwischen demn Nordter der Stadt und dem mo-
numentalen Stadtzentrum her. Sidlich der Agora kann die Strafie auch Ober eine lan-
gere Strecke verfolgt werden.

Auf der Agora wurden im Laufe der Zeit zahlreiche Ehrenmonumente aufgesteit,
Zur Zeit befindet sich nur eines von diesen Monumenten in situ. Die Gbrigen sind ent-
weder umgestirzt und auf der Agera liegengeblieben oder sie wurden als Spolien in
jungeren Konstruktionen wiederverwendet. Bei den meisten handelt es sich um Statu-
enpodeste, wie die Einlassungen auf ihrer Oberseite deutlich belegen.

Sldwestlich der Agora befindet sich die imposante Ruine des Marktgebiudes
(Abb. 1). Das Gebaude ist der westlichen Terrassenmauer der Agora vargeblendet und
teilweise noch mehrere Stockwerke hoch erhalten (Abb. 4). Der Gesamtkomplex des
kiinstlichen Unterbaus der Agora und des Markigebaudes ist in einer einzigen Baup-
hase entstanden.

Im UntergeschoB des Marktgebaudes befindet sich westlich der Agora eine Re-
ihe von sieben Kammern, die von der Vorderseite (W.) aus zuganglich waren (Abb.

Fenster erhell-
ten die Kammern. Die Fenster sind unterschiedlich groB und in einem unregelm&Bigen
Muster in der Fassade plaziert (Abb.

er urspriingliche Plan beziehungsweise das ursprungliche Aussehen des Gebiudes

Veranderungen wurden auch auf der Westseite vorgenommen. Zwei der Zim-
mer im UntergeschoB sind bis auf halbe Hohe mit kleinen Bruchsteinen geflllt worden.
Hierbei wurden auch Tulren und Fenster zugemauert (Abh. 5). Diese Umbaumafnah-
men kénnten sowohl mit einer Funklions&nderung des Gebaudes als auch mit Stabili-
siergngsarbeiten der Sudwestmauer der Agoraterrasse in Zusammenhang gebracht
werden.

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Das Markigebaude in Pednelissos ist nicht das einzige Beispiel in der Region,
es befinden sich weitere mehr oder weniger gut erhaltene Markigebdude in Selge und
"Melli"*>, und auch in mehreren pamphylischen Stadten sind Marktgeb&ude erhaltenis,
fr Pisidien kann der Bau am ehesten mit dem Markigebdude von Selge verglichen
werden. Mauertechnik, Plan und Lage innerhalb der Stadt zeigen weitgehende Geme-
insamkeiten auf, was auf eine dhnliche Datierung in die spat-hellenistische Zeit schili-
oBen 1aRt1/. Diese wirde dann sowohl fUr das Marktgebaude selbst als auch fur die in
die gleiche Bauphase gehérende Agora gelten.

Auch auf den abrigen Seiten wurde die Agora von mehreren Bauten umgeben.

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THE 2001 SURVEY SEASON
AT SAGALASSOS AND IN ITS TERRITORY

In 2001, the interdisciplinary survey campaign in the territory of Sagalassos star-
ted on June 18% and continued for 10 weeks until August 24, We gralefully acknow-
ledge the very much appreciated help of our temsilci Mrs, Umran Y0grak (Selguk Mu-
seum). Simuitaneously, during the excavation and restoration campaign {8th of July to
2nd of September 2001}, an intensive survey was carried out on the urban site of Sa-
galassos itself. The latter was supervised by our secand temsilet Mr. Orhan Atvur (An-
talya Museum) We aiso thank H. A. Ekinci, director of the Burdur Museum, and their
staff for their continuous help and support.

An intensive survey with the aim to define the changing boundaries of the urban
settlement throughout time, and to establish the specific character (artisanal, dormes-
tic, public, sepulchral} of some of the city's quarters, was initiated in 1999. It followed
the same approach as that applied to the suburban survey mentioned below.

The third season of the city survey aimed at:

- Gathering more information on the chronology of the occupation patiern and
functional use in the area mainly to the west of the monumental centre of Sagalassos.

- Improving the strategy of the 2000 survey (10x10 m. sectors, surveyed with a
full coverage strategy), by adopting a more time efficient and sufficiently accurate stra-
tegy based on 20x20 m. units.

- Assessing the accuracy of the strategy used during the 1999 survey (50x50 m.
sectors, surveyed with a sampling strategy), by reésurveying two 1989 sectors of 50 m.
with full coverage,

The survey team consisted of Femke Martens, Ebru Zaman, Robert De Simone,
Luca Ponzetta, Frederik Daniéls and In Ae Delhaye.

During the 2001 season a total of 62 units of 20x20 m. was surveyed (Fig. 1),

adding up to an area of 2,48 ba. The 20x20 m. sectors were set out by using compass
and metre. Each unit was systematically covered by 5 persons walking with a distan-

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ce of 2 m, between two persons in ar cast-west direction and each time returning 2 m.
to the seuth in the opposite direction. Every metre the visibility and density of all finds
were assessed, counted and noted down on standardized forms. A sixth berson regis-
tered ail the finds.

Ali architectural remains were photegraphed and mapped with a theodolite (iuil
station) at a scalg 1:200, by L. Loots (theodalite measuring}, F. Martens and E. Zaman.
Further analyses of the chronological pattern and the geographical distribution of the
finds were made by processing the gathered infarmation by means of the gecoraphi-
cal computer program MAPINFO,

Preliminary Results

1. West Area (Fig. 2; Area 5): 'Ihis large area (sectars 1 to 47) was lacaled im-
mediately to the east of the western necropolis. The area mainly consisted of steep sio-
pes, which used to be heavily terraced for town planning in antiquity, as is still clearly
giscernabie, but now they are covered with a densc vegetation of Euphorbia, Phlomis
Grandiflora and Kermes cak. The sectars 25 untill 28 were located on currently aban-
doned, be it probably rather “recent” terraces for cultivation.

During the architecturat survey of the late 1880's withir the frame of the "Pisidia
Project”, the area was largely defined as a "domestic area”. During the 1992 campaign
4 test excayation was carried aut here, which was called site W (located in City Survey
2001- sector 32}. The main aim of this test sounding was to yield a "domestic context”
of ceramics, to contribule to the establishment of a typology of the fine and coarse wa-
res of Sagalassos. A somewhat enfgmatic structure, with mortared rubble walls at three
sides was excavated, which was tentatively interpreted as the cellar of a house. This
structure was filed up somewhere during the early 6th century AD. The filling process
was spread in time and was likely man-induced although a process of erosion could
not be excluded (Degeest et al. 1993, 130).

To the north, the area was traversed from east to west by the "western colon-
naded street”, which entered the lown 1o the norih of the Western Necropolis and con-
tinued towards the Lower Agora, to which it probably gave access from the narthwest.
The results of a 1998 test sounding {West Street 1) on this traffic artery, indicated that
this street was rebuilt between 450 and 550 Al (possibly afier the earthquake of 518
AD). During this phasc the street was narrowed down to a width of 2.50 m., which was
marginaily sufficient for wheeled traffic.

The evidence of the 2001 survey largely confirmed the domestic function of this
“West Arga”, although also other kinds of use could be identified. Architectural frag-
ments of doars and windows (sills, lintels, jambs) were in fact scatiered throughoul the
entire surveyed area (sectors 6, 7, 8, 10, 13, 14, 15, 18, 22, 25, 29, 27, 31, 32, 33, 34,
37,39, 40, 42, 43, 44, 48) as well as fragments of pale blue, pale green, hrownish and
colourless window glass (sectors 2, 3, 6, 7, 8, 14, 15, 16, 25, 27, 38, 41, 47} In some
cases, however, door sills appeared 1o be reused in later structures, whereas other
parts of doors and windows, on the bases of their dimensions, rather belonged to mo-
numental constructions.

Based on the architectural remains and surface finds a purely residential fungti-
on could be established for- at least- the northwestern sectors of the surveyed area
(sectors 3 to 12). In sectors 10, 8 and 12, three stretches of largely north-south/east-
west orienled ashlar walls were preserved, which formed a regular pattern with the lar-
gely north-south/east-west rubble built walls in sectors 5, 7 and 8. The distance betwe-
en the subsequent nmorth-south criented walts (from west to east) was 22, 40 m. and
20, 80 m. More detailed spatial analysis will peint out to what extent these dimensions
recur within the urban plan of Sagalassos.

The face of the well preserved east-west wall in sector 9 {preserved over 8, 60
m.), with large squared ashiars in roughly regular courses, is comparable to the const-
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ruction of the outer walls of the (peristyle) houses of Cremna {(Mitchell et al. 1995, 171)
and Melli {L. Vandeput, personal communication).

Despite of a mediocre to bad visibility in sectors 3 and 5 to 12- the surface col-
lection in sector 10 yielded a small concentration of tesserae (6). whereas large den-
sities of tiles were registered in sectors 7 (645), 8 (772), 10 (773) and 12 {620). For
sectors 9, 12 and 15 the presence of crusiae was registered.

In sector 7 a remarkable concentration of sepulchral elements was found (part
of an ostotheca part of a lion-shaped lid of an ostotheca and a fragment of a sepulch-
ral urn). Taking into consideration the fragmented state of these elements, as well as
thair tocatton scattered throughout a pile of rubble blocks, it is possible that these ele-
ments were spo[ia, that were reused in later structures.

Mot to far from these fragments, also within sector 7, a badly worn plain capital
was discovered, which according to Dr. L. Vandeput probably belonged to the Early tm-
perial period. Within the overall late Roman date of the higher mentioned squares (4th
century AD to the 15t half of the 6! century AD), the presence of this early capital hare
possibly may be linked to the ceramics of the adjacent square 5, the majority of which
dated beiween the 2nd half of the 1st century AD and the early 34 century AD.

Although "domestic elements”, such as architectural elements of doors and win-
dows, window glass and concentrations of tiles and tesserae, were also found in the
southwestern and northwestern squares of the surveyed area (sectors 1, 2 and 13 un-
til 30}, significant concentrations of metal slag were found in sectors 1 (14}, 2 (12), 18
(18) and 21 (11), which may point to industrial activity. This area was bordered by se-
pulchral remains to the immediate south (sector 28: fragment of sepuichral urn) and to
the scutheast (sector 34: sarcophagus without lid). Chronoiogically, the overalt date of
these western sguares ranged between the 4" century AD and the 1st half of the gth
century. although in sectors 14, 15 and 30 ceramics were found, which belonged to the
final phase of the occupation at Sagalassos during the first half of the 70 century AD.
Two small wom bronze coins, from sectors 19 and 20, probably dated to the 4th or 5t
century AD.

Within the eastern sgquares of this "West Area” (sectors 31 to 47), dense can-
centrations of elements of monumental architecture (plain and fluted cotumns, half co-
lumns, parts of architraves, monumental door- and window sills, decorated cornices,
etc.} were registered for sectors 33, 39 and 44 to 47. The remains in the sectors 44 to
47 could be ascribed 1o at least one monumentai building, located in sectors 46 and
47. In sector 47 the outlines of a squared northwest-southeast oriented structure could
be traced, with rough dimensions of 24x54 m. Although the impost capitals, which we-
re found within this structure, may refer to a late Roman date, the arientation of the
construction makes an interpretation as a church unlikely. In stead of the strictly east-
west orfentation, as could be expected for a church, the layout of the structure appe-
ars to be largety oriented according to the direction of the western colonnaded street
which runs to the immediate south of the construction. Based on a first averview of the
btocks Dr. L. Vandeput tentatively proposed an interpretation of the structure as a small
temple in antis, atthough a maore thorough analysis of the architecture is required.

The rediscovery, to the immediate west of the building, of two reused inscribed
blocks, originally belonging to a frieze, throws and interesting light on the structure. The
blocks were already discovered and described at the end of the 19 century AD by co-
unt K. Lanckoronski {(Lanckoronski 1892, 137-138; inscr. 205). The inscription on the
blocks, freely translated and completed with the text of a third block, which could not
be localized, is a dedication by "Kallikles, son of Klaudios Dareios”, wha erected, out
of his own financial resources, (a building) in honour of the "Divi Augusti”, in this case
the emperors Claudius and Nera. The inscription thus refers to the presence of a mo-
numentatl construction dating to the Julio-Claudian pericd. Although the presence of
such a monument alongside the colonnaded street seems highly plausible, the reuse
of the blocks as some sort of pavement {an entire stretch of comparable blocks, pla-
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ced side by side, could be mapped here}, makes it difficult to trace the original iocati-
on of the structure. The architectural context of these blocks clearly needs further in-
vestigation, although it may already be apparent that we are probably dealing with dif-
ferent phases of a conslruction.

With respect to the surface finds in these squares 44 to 47, a high density of ti-
les was collected in sectars 45 (600) and 48 (641}, slight concentrations of tesserae
were found in sectors 46 (5) and 47 (4), whereas for sectors 40 and 43 o 47 the pre-
sence of crustae was registered. The ceramics found within the sectors 43 to 47 be-
longed to the late Roman/early Byzantine phase of the local production {4+ century AD
to the 1sthaif of the 61 century AD).

A second concentration of monumental blocks was registered in sector 39 and
especially in sector 33. In the latter, amongst other fragments, a concentration of three
partly broken capitals with the relief of a cross was found, together with two consoles
and {possibly reused) doar sills. Also the remains of an sast-west criented wall with a
part of a possible apse could be discerned in sector 33, although an interpretation of
the construction as a small church has to remain conjectural due to its bad preservati-
on. Within sector 33 a high density of tiles was found (673} and also the presence of
crustae was registered. Chronologically the ceramics of these squares were dated bet-
ween the 4 century AD and the 15 half of the 6th century AD.

To the immediate south of sector 33, units 35 and 36 were surveyed, which we-
re particularly interesting from a methodological point of view. The sectors were loca-
ted an a steep slope which was almost free from vegetation as a result of the still ac-
tive erosional processes. In these sectors a mortared east-west rubble wall could be
traced over at least 12 metres. Surface collection in these units yielded high densities
of metal (sector 35 [5 of which 3 slags ], sector 36 [19]), gtass (sector 35 {29], sector
36 [65]), tesserae (sector 35 {6], sector 36 [31] ) and tles (sector 35 [785], sector 36
[806]}, inducing an interpretation of the structure as a richly furnished house.

The geaphysical features of these sguares, their functional interpretation, but al-
so their chronological context, allows to draw paraltels with the situation encountered in
sector 62 of the WS1 Area of the 2000 survey (Fig. 2; Area 3). This sector 62 was lo-
cated within a richly furnished, partly rock-cut, urban villa, less than 80 m. to the nort-
heast of sectors 35 and 36. Whereas the 2000 survey in this area resulted in an ove-
rall picture of late Roman ceramics, the pottery of this square 62, by contrast, belonged
to the Early Boman period. The same picture reoccurs within the sectors 35 and 36 of
this year's survey. Amongst the majority of the Late Roman dated squares in the “West
Area”, the abundant amount of ceramics which was collected within squares 35 and 38
dated between the 2nd half of the 18t century AD and the early 3™ century AD.

The discovery of this early material in relation to such obvicus post-depositional
slope activity, raises the methodologicai issue of the impact of such processes of ero-
sion on the surface archive of Sagalassos and may support the hypothesis that in or-
der 1o trace the patiern of the early occupation of Sagalassos, specifically those areas
will have to be surveyed where post-depositional activity, be it of geophysical or man-
induced (ploughing} origin, is apparent.

Finally, the representational character of the eastern part of this “West Area” stil}
has to be exemplified. To the immediate east of the surveyed squares 39 and 42, the
architecturai remains of probably a menumental staircase and gateway were found
{Fig. 3), probably related to the western colonnaded street, which, in a way, accessed
the monumental centre here. Within this context four pedestals of honerific monuments
were found te the east of sector 39 (one of which was inscribed) and also in sector 39
an inscribed pedestal of an honorific monument was mapped, together with the upper
part of another honorific monument. A smaller type of pedestal found in sectar 41 also
may have belonged to an honorific column.

2. Martyrium Area (Fig. 2; Area 6): This area (sectors 48-51) was located to the
southwest of the west necropelis and to the northeast of a hill upon which in late anti-
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quity a martyrium church was built. The results of the survey here may be compared
to the picture obtained by the 2000 survey at the “Road Area”(Fig. 2; Area 4}, to the im-
mediate southeast of this “Martyrium Area™

Significant concentrations of glass (sector 48 [15], sector 51 [15]) and metal slag
{sector 48 [20;, sector 51 [21]) were found, although, by contrast, tesserae appeared
to bec absent here.

~ With respect to the architectural finds, in sector 49 a canstellation of partly re-
used blocks (part of sepulchral um, doorsill, ashiars) was registered, which was pro-
bably part of a late road laycut, providing access 10 Sagalassos from the southwest,
When adding this informatian to the presence of a sarcophagus in sector 51, this area
may probably be identified as belonging to the sepulchral/ representational area of the
town, to which also the 2000 “Road Area” belonged.

Sector 48 was located at a recently ploughed field. Here, the survey vielded so-
me remarkable finds such a siiver coin with inscribed Arabic characters (SA 2001-CS
201} dating to the medieval period, a decoratively worked piece of bone and several
pieces of fiint. In contrast to the overall fate Roman date of the sectors of this unploug-
hed area, the ploughed square 48 contained a majority of sherds, datable between the
2ne half of the 13t century AD and the early 3@ century AD. Again the methodolegical is-
sue is being raised of the relationship between the provenance of surface material from
the last phase of the prosperous occupation at Sagalassos (6" century AD) and the im-
pact of post-depositional processes.

3. Rock-cut Houses 1, 3 (Fig. 2: Area 7, 8): two so-called “grab samples” {ran-
dom sampling) were taken at two of the rock-cut houses in the southwestern part of the
town, which were already discovered during the 2000 survey in this area. As could be
expected, the random sampling yielded a large variety of archaeological material.

The finds from "Rock-Cut House 1" (Fig. 2; Area 8) consisted of a total of 227 di-
agnostic sherds, 261 tiles, 20 pieces of glas, of which 9 pieces of window glass, 59 pi-
eces of metal, of which 49 metal slags, 15 tesserag, 1 piece of crusta and 3 pieces of
bone. The date of the ceramics was partly early fo middle Imperial and partly late Ro-
man/early Byzantine (4% century AD until the 1st halt of the 6% century AD). Although
only those parts of the house were sampled, where the potential influx ot erosional ma-
terial from up slape appeared to be minimal, a cerlain degree of runoff may have indu-
ced this mixed date.

Due to a different mode of construction, less suitable to contain surface finds, a
lower density and variety of finds was registered in “Rock-Cut House 3" (Fig. 2; Area
73. in total 100 diagnostic sherds were collected, 46 tiles, 4 pieces of glas, of which 1
piece of window glass, 2 metal slags and 1 piece of flint. The overall date of the cera-
mics was late Roman/early Byzantine (41" century AD until the 1t half of the 6% cen-
tury AD) with some early to middie Imperial shards.

4. Picnic Area {Fig. 75; Area 8): Three units (sectors 60-62) (Map 1) were sur-
veyed 1o the south of the so-called "Picnic- place” in the southeastern part of the town,
where several natural sources supplied an abundance of water.

In general only a small variety of surface finds was collected in this area, altho-
ugh a remarkabie density of metal slag could be registered in sector 60 (43) as well as
in sector 681 (7). Whereas the sepulchral elements {sector 61: piece of sepulchral urn,
lid of ostotheca; sector 82: 3 sarcophagi, of which 2 reused)} which were found here,
clearly indicated a sepuichral function, the rock-cut construction with niche which was
discovered in sector 62 may possibly even have served the purpose of some sort of
cult activity, considering the abundance of water here. Chronologically the ceramics of
sector 60 belonged to the late Roman/early Byzantine period (41 century AD until the
1st half of the 6% century AD), whereas in secters 61 and 62 also some early/middle
Imperial shards were found. Although sector 82 was largely located in a currently cul-

tivated vegetabile garden (tomatoes and eggplants), foo little diagnostic sherds were fo-
und to assess the effect of ploughing on the data set here.

5. Resurvey 1988 (Fig. 2; Area 10, 11): finally, two sampled sectors of the 1988
survey, i.e. sector 8 {2001 sectors 56-59) (Fig. 2; Area 11) and sector 24 {2001 sectors
52-55) (Fig. 2; Area 10}, were each subdivided in 4 sgquares of 25x25 m. and resurve-
yed with full coverage. The aim was to check whether this more intensive strategy wo-
uld alter the chronological picture obtained for these squares during the 1999 survey.

For sector 8 in 1999 a preponderant {ate Roman date was established, with so-
me earlier sherds. After the resurvey of 2001 with a ful coverage strategy. the overatl
picture for the sectors 58, 57 and 58 remained a late Roman one, although in each of
the squares the early and middie imperiat phase remained represented.

For sector 24 in 1999 an overall late Roman date was set, with a few early Im-
perial sherds and also here the more intensive strategy did not radically change the
chronological picture. Amongst the early Imperial dated finds, in sector 55 a ¢ity coin
(8A 2001 CS-241) of Sagalassos was found, which was dated between the late 1st
century BC and the early Imperial period.

Clearly & more in depth study of the ceramics is required here, and obviously the
resurvey of oniy 2 squares cannot be sufficient to assess the scientific validity of the
entire 1999 survey. Based on the evidence from these resurveyed sectors, however, it
appears that a more intensive survey refines the chronological picture, but does not
fundamentally alter .

Conciusion (Figs. 1-2)

The 2001 survey allowed to determine the functional use of the surveyed areas.
For the main "West Area” the proposed "damestic function” was confirmed, aithough a
more refined picture was obtained by the combination of surtace finds and architectu-
ral data. When dividing the surveyed area in half, the western squares proved to have
a purely residential function, with possible industrial activity in the central and south-
western units. The area was delimited to the south by the provenance of some se-
pulchral remains, although unsufficient to identify these squares as part of a sepulch-
ral area. Possibly a chronolegical difference between the period of use of the sepulch-
ral elements and the time of occupation is at hand here. Although elements Indicating
domestic use continued to be found in the eastern half of the West Ares, also a temp-
le (northeastern squares) and possibly a small church {southeastern squares) were lo-
cated here. The discovery, o the east of the surveyed area, of several pedestals of ho-
norific monuments, as well as the architectural remains of probably a monumental sta-
ircase and gateway indicated that one was closing in on the monumental centre of Sa-
galassos here.

The general picture obtained of this "West Area” is, therefor, one of a domestic
area, with houses interspersed with local churches and, on the one hand, some indust-
rial activity towards the less suitable grounds adjacent to the necropolis and, on the ot-
her hand, towards the east, monumental architecture where the colonnaded street en-
tered the monumental centre of Sagalassos.

The survey at the so- called "Martyrium Area”, generated comparable evidence
as was obtained for the "Road Area” during 2000 survey, thus identifying a represen-
tational/sepuichral function for these sectors. During the 1899 survey in the western
part of the town a sepulchral function was also indicated for the southernmost squares
of this area. This season’s research in the Picnic Area proved that the sepulchral area
of Saglassos continued even further 10 the southeast.

With respect to the chronolagy of the occupation at Sagalassos (Figs. 1, 2}, early
and middle tmperial sherds 1o some extend proved to be present in many sectors of
the different surveyed areas. In sectors where a prevaifing early to middte Imperial da-
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te could be established, often particular post-depositional processes, such as ploug-
hing or severe erosion, were involved (see infra- methadology). For all surveyed are-
as there praved to be an overall presence of evidence of the last occupation phase of
Sagalassos, during which urban life still flourished (first half of the 6% century AD). The
gathercd evidence fram the rock-cut houses indicated that during this sixth century the
cccupation in the western part of town still extended outside of the area surrounded by
the iate fortification wall here. A comparable result was already obtained by the 1998
survey to the east of the 5t century AD wailed area.

Remarkable, however, is the provenance of 7™ century ceramics in 4 seclors of
the "West Area”. Although too small an area was covered so far, to draw definite cone-
lusions on a diminishing occupation just before Sagalassos was abandoned, it is the
first lime that ceramics of this 8th and last phase of the local ceramics production at Sa-
galassos were found outside of the monumental centre,

Taking into account the evidence from past three campaigns of survey it seems
that the cccupation at Sagalassos from the early Imperial period onwards already mus!
have been guite extensive and continued within this extended area untit the 6" century
AD. Although the restricted provenance of earlier material, may be a consequence of the
particular geaphysical features of the unploughed terrain at Sagalassos, the absence of
hoth Hellenistic as well as (until now) 7t century AD material may be a significant piece
of information, which has to be further explered by a contextuat analysis of all the ava-
ilahle dala far each area as welt as by further intensive survey in well selecled areas.

From a methodological point of view, the 2001 survey strategy proved to be an
improvement when compared to previous seasons. The stralegy based on 20x20 m.
units aliowed a sufficiently detailed picture and was clearly more time efficient, when
compared to the 10x10 m. strategy of the 2000 survey.

With respect to the 1899 survey, this year's resurvey of squares 8 and 2 proved
that the presence of a minority of early sherds within the 1998 cantexts did not lead to
a prevailing early Imperial date of the squares, when surveyed more infensively.

As far as the validity of the 1998 sampling is concerned however, it appears that,
whereas during the 1999 survey 32% of each sguare was surveyed, the densities of
gathered ceramics and tiles of that season, anly amaunt fo 8,58 % (sector 8} and 6,88
% (sector 24) instead of the expected 32 % of the total density of the 100 % covered
area of this year's resurvey, thus proving the necessity of full coverage survey to grasp
the complete picture presented within each square.

. The Suburban Survey

During the extensive surveys of the past years in the territory of Sagalassos, an
overall picture of the setttement distribution from the Epipalaeoclithic to the Ottoman pe-
riod was gained and ca. 250 sites could be identified. The second stage, i.e. an inten-
sive survey of some areas, starting with the immediate environment of the city of Sa-
galassos, aims at refining the site density and distribution maps by exploring some are-
as in detail, attempting to reconstruct the extent of the city and the use of its immedi-
ate envircnment, i.e. a radius of approximately 5 km., more specificaity during Hellens-
tic, Imperial and Byzantine times. This research will lead to insights into the dynamics
of city-country/suburbia relationships.

In 1988 and 2000 the methodology for a systematic intensive field survey (by
way of field-walking) was initiated on the slopes south of Sagalassos, resp. between
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the Alexander hill and the present-day asphalt road leading t¢ the site and. in 2000,
east and south of the lime factory, along the ancient road o Sagalassos.

Experience taught that a combination of the survey strategies used in both ve-
ars was the most feasible for a swift but tharough exploration of the stuburban area of
Sagalassos. A wide array of archaeological finds has been recorded, ranging from pot-
tery over osthothecae, sarcophagi and monumental tombs to the remains of two wa-
ter-systemns, terraces and a villa suburbana, and attesting both to the importance of ag-
ricutture and to the presence of rich landowners nearby the city.

The aim of the 2001 survey was.

- to gain more information on the chroneology of the occupation and land use (do-
mestic, sepulchral, subsistence ...7) of the area between the areas surveyed in 1989
{valley of the Catal Oluk Pinari, {o the immediate south of Sagalasscs) and 2000 (to
the immediate south of Alexander’s hill} {Fig. 4}

- to improve the earlier survay strategies of the 1999 survey {50x50 m. sectors,
which were sampled) and of the 2000 survey {10x10 m. sectors, which were fully co-
vered), by using the more time efficient and sufficiently accurate 25x25 m. sectors.

During the 1899 season 62 units of 50 m. by 50 m. were surveyed (Fig. 4). Alt-
hough an extended area of 15.50 ha could be covered, the strategy proved o be in-
sufficiently refined and the sampling on which the strategy was based, did not allow fo
accurately map concentrations of surface material. In 2000, therefore, it was decided
to refine the strategy to surveying 10 m. by 10 m. units, which were fully covered rat-
her than sampled. A total of 211 sectors adding up to an area of 2.11 ha was surveyed
in this way. Since this strategy proved to be quite time-consuming and more refined
than was actually required for the available tinds densities, it was decided this year to
work with basic units of 25x25 m. which would save time con the process of laying out
the grids and which would still be sufficiently refined to distinguish significant concent-
rations of finds. By using this full coverage stralegy 40 sectors of 25x25 m. were sur-
veyed adding up to an area of 2.50 ha {Figs. 4, 5).

The extreme northwestern corner of the surveyed area was formed by a rubble
built water channetf, which was discovered during the 2000 season. A GPS paint {x:
2559.107/y. 1732.267/z: 1319.488) was set out upon this water channel and used as
the extreme northwestern corner of our grid. From this paint the 25x25 m. sectors we-
re set aut by using compass and metre. Each unit was systematically covered by 6 per-
sons walking with an interdistance of 2 m. in an east-west direction and each time re-
turning 2 m. to the south in the opposite direction, thus covering the entire sector in a
total of 12 east-west stretches of sach 2 m. wide. Each metre the visibility and density
of all finds were assessed and counted (pottery was distinguished from building cera-
mics and counted separately) and noted down on standardized forms. A seventh per-
son registered all the finds. Terrace walls, tield boundaries and architectural remains
were photographed and located on a map on a scale 1:200.

The surveyed area of the 2001 season can generaily be subdivided in a western
and an eastern part separated by an extended north-south oriented valley. The part
west of this north-south valley (sectors 1 to 12) is largely under cuitivation {cereals,
which were harvested at the time of surveying), with largely well maintained terrace
walls, whereas the area within and to the east of the north-south valley (sectors 13 to
40} mainly consists of areas for pasture and of abandoned fields, with badly mainta-
ined terrace walls, dispersed by trees and kermes cak {Figs. 6, 7). The sectors 19 to
22 form an exception to this division. They are {ocated to the immediate west of the val-
ley but are not under cultivation. They are bordered to the west by a very fertile garden
{south of sector 9) with fruit trees and vegetables which are being irrigated with the wa-
ter of a source, the outflow of which was already captured in antiquity with a rubble bu-
it construction (some ancient terracotta water pipes and conduits were found in this

garden during the 2000 survey). The easternmost border of the surveyed area was for-
med by another narth-south oriented valley.

Ceramic find densities were generally low (Fig. 5), notable exceptions being sec-
tors 20-21 and a cluster of sectors centrally located (sectors 30, 31, 34, 37). While the
former area yielded lots of architectural remains {see below), the latter was void of the-
se.

Architectural fragments were especially abundant in sectors 19-22 (cf. Figs. 8,
8). They consist of Iots of ashlars {(some of which apparently still in sitw), parts of are-
hitraves, column fragmertts, part of a relief decorated with a triton tail, etc.). The same
sectors (esp. 19, 20) also vielded tesserae, crustae and fragments of window glass.
More finds of this kind were noted in 2 clusters, one in ithe northwest of the area sur-
veyed (sectors 3, 4, 5, 8 tesserae and crustae) and in the central part of the area (sec-
tors 26, 27, 28, 31: lesserae and crusiae).

Dates have especially been based on the fine wares (Sagalassos Red Slip Wa-
re) and on the glass fragments (Fig. 10).

Notabie is the complete lack of early finds (late Hellenistic - early Imperial). Sur-
veys in 2000 and especially in 1899 yielded such early finds. Middle Imperial finds are
more common, especiailly in the western half of the surveyed area. Late Imperial finds
lack -again, remarkable since these were very common in the 2 previously surveyed
areas. Early Byzantine pattery, glass, on the contrary, are again well represented, es-
pecially in the eastern half of the survey area.

Whiat this means in terms of occupation history is not clear yet since before ma-
king any statements, the local topography and its related geomorphological processes
must be studied.

During the 2000 survey the water channel (northwestern corner of the 2001 survey
area) together with the spring in the fertile garden were already discovered and their use
was interpreted within the context of the supply of suburban villa’s in this area. Contrary
to last year, the rubble built vaulted water channel (height: 140 ¢m.; width: 56 cm. with
partly mortared and partly tiled floor) supplied water again as if provisioned by a natu-
ral source, allowing the identification of the conduit as a water supply channel.

Several data on the functional use are especially at hand for sectors 19 to 22.
The elements of monumental architecture here (some of which incorporated in a me-
dern-day shelter), together with the rich finds {crustae, polychrome tesserae, window
glass, a terracotta figurine and an inscribed sherd in sector 19) and the high densities
of fine pottery seem to sustain several possible interpretations.

It is clear this area housed a richly furnished building which was probable located
at the junction of sectors 19 and 20 since herge some ashlars have been found in situ,
over an area of ca. 15x10 m. (cf. Fig. 8). While this rather small size seems to preciu-
de an identification of the area as the location of a suburban villa, the presence of win-
dow glass and the high density of pottery do suggest some domestic/residential func-
tion. On the other hand, the finding of an inscribed sherd and of a terracotta figurine
point out some votive (or funeral) character. The interpretation of the structure as a mo-
numental shrine/tornb is supported by its location along the north-south valley, which
seems to be a suitable location for a streel towards Sagalassos and thus provides a
good visibility of the monument. Passibly one is dealing here with a structure which
changed funciion in time. While the ceramic found in these sectors was dated exclusi-
vely to early Byzantine times, the decorated architectural elements may possibly be
dated much earlier, in early to Middle imperial times.

For the other sectors of the survey area no clear function could be discerned. No
architectural remains were discovered, although a rich variety of finds was noted (ce-
ramics, hone, glass, tesserae, metal, 4 worn coins dated to the 4th-5h century AD) in
the two clusters distinguished above. Possibly these are the remains of further rich
structures, or they have been deposited here from up slope, an issue which more ge-
omorphological research should be able to clarify.
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The presence of very weathered and fragmented pottery throughout the survey
area may, again, point at the practice of ancient manuring (Fig.11 }. However, it must
be noticed that some sectors yielded also finds such as tesserae and crustae. While
here as well different functional uses can be attested in time, one should alse wonder
if erosion in this area with a broken topography did not result in the creation of artifici-
al »pockets' of material, consisting both of rich finds and weathered pottery (as for ins-
tance the 2 clusters distinguished above).

During the survey some decorated blocks, including three fragments of a se-
pulchral statue {Fig. 12) and part of an aftar {Fig. 13) were taken to the depots in the
excavation house.
